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STILL AN AGNOSTIC.

Christian Endeavor Prayers
Have Not Reached Ingersoll.

HE HAS OBSERVED NO CHANGE.

Cannot Imagine That the Prayers ot

the Whole World Would < liaujtd

Any of Ilia Views.

The actemyied C-J .version of Col. Rob*rt

G. Ingt-rsoU oy means of prayer offered by
mtrr.bers of the Chruit.an Endeavor So-

ciety ha* created unusual
throughout the entire world. The colonel
returned to New York recently from
Mich.gan, where he has been lecturing for
the two or three weeks. From reports

received daring his absence, Coi. Ingersoll
had not e*l« rienced any change of '.eart,
and he ccAnned them in conversation yes-
terday with a Recorder reporter.

"Did >f«," asked the reporu-r. "at aiy

time when the prayers of the Christian En-
deavored were being offered for your con-
version, experience any sensation as toe

result ?"

"i had, so far as I know, my usual
senses," the colonel replied. "I was la.riy

hungry tiwee times a day and sometimes
wanted a lunch late in the evening. 1 he-
came sleepy as usual, and enjoyed my
slt-ep as 1 generally do. Cigars gave me the
same happiness, and In every way, so far
as 1 know, 1 was in a x>erfectly normal
state. No man can change his opinion
s.mpiy beeauie he desires to change,
neither can he change because other
people wfch that he change; because
opinions are based upon evidence, or »-n
wtiat app«gMs to bo evidence, and the 0.'.1y
way to change opinions is to produce r.ew
fa is. new evidence that destroys or
changes ike old. An opinion based on pre-
judice di>. s when the prejudice disappears.
So one based on a supposed fact perisncs
when the supposed fact is found to be un-
true. There is nothii.g miraculous of su-
pernatural in opinions or in belief. Every
man believes as he must. Tn.» belief may
dep nd oa his intelligence or on h;s Ignor-
ance. It may depend upon the >ijau-

nty and <ji«klity of his brain, on h:s edu a-

tion.on his surroundings. But if the belief is
changed, there must be a ch.uige 11 sur-
roundings or In the realm of evidence, or
soma new i lea must be adopted?in oiu> r
words, the change must be naturally pro-
duced.

l'ravar aud t onviction.
"Now, i£ 1 knew that all the Mohamme-

dans wer« praying for my conversion. I
uo not think that my opinion of the inspir-
ation or truth of the Koran would he
changed. If 1 know that all the 111 nloos
hud united in prayer for ray conversion, I
do not think my opinion of t+ie Vedas
would l»o changed. 1 cannot imagine that
the prayers of tho whole world cvuld
change ny convictions on any subject.
Prayers fui no new ideas, no new facts,
and prayer.-*co not expose errors or bring

falsehoods (|.- light. Neither can prayers
tradioate iJejudice. Wt do not want
prayers for the purpose of changing our
minds, but new fact9, intellectual light,
intellectual <§E veiopnient, and there is noth-
ing supernatural in this.

"So. while the prayers were being offered
for me I had to rely on the old facts, the
old impressions, on the old conclusions,
because no new fact was produced; no
new arifettce presented; consequently
there v.as nothing to change my opinions
on any subject."

??Thought transference being an es'a v-
lished fact in physics, can you explain why
to sensation was experienced by you?"

"In the first place, 1 do not admit that
thought transference in the sense you
seem to spt ak of it is an established fact.
I transfer my thought to another tirst by
language; second, by motion; third, iy

expression; fourth, you may say, by action,
rot in me presence of the peison to whom
the thought is given, But there is nothing
miraculous in this. We have agre->d sub-
stantially upon the meaning of certain
words or sounds. By the use of these
words 1 give information to anotner tf
what has passed or is passing in my min<L
So I can give the same information In many
ways. By the expression of my fa e, by
motions with my hands. So, too, thoughts
can be given to another through musi -;

and so by my actions under certain condi-
tions, although tho person getting my
thought was not a witness of the actions,

but wa3 informed what the a t:ons were.
In this there is nothing miraculous. 1 uo
not believe in an; thought transference,

except through physical agencies. One
man cannot tran*f»r his thought to anoth r
without doing something, lie must give

what might be called a visible
sign or a sign understood by
one or more of the senses. Mil-
lions ot men might pray for me witho.it
rny knowledge, and such prayers woul I
have no more effect vpon me than the
rounds caused by cracking ice in the Arctic
Zone, in <;ther words, I do not l>eli«ve in
the miraculous or in the supernatural.
Kverything that exists must have a bas:s
in fact, and in what we know as matter or
force."

'Tnlte I action in the physical world
produces great results. Can you expUin
why it should not i>e so in the mental?"

"It is contended by some that thoughts
are things, and that although a per»on
may be armed against them when awake,
he might be influenced by them when
asleep."

Thonght Not Material.
"It does not seem to me that thoweht

Is material, though I admit that I cannot
conceive nf a thought except in conmeti->n
with material organism. It is Impossible
for me to think a thought aaart from a
brain. When the orgar -irn i? destroyed,
the power of thought seems to have van-
?shod. No one can imagine that a s:ot*e
can think, or that a partible of sar: 1 an
have an emotional nature. We associ tte
thought with something that his wants,
desires, and we do not and we cannot as-
sociate thought with the Inanimate.
Neither is it possible to conceive of a
thought existing in s;>aoe as a stone ex-
ists. We cannot conceive of a thought oc-
cupying space or of having dimensions, of
beinir large or small, any more than we
can th'nk of a triangle with four sideis. So
I deny that thoughts are material entitits.'*

"Has not pray r been frequently an-

swered in such a direct way that you can-
not explain it by coincidence?"

"I have heard many people say that their
prayers hav>> he>-n answered, but none of
them seems to have prayed for ai.ything of
such a nature that it could not have hap-
pened without the prayer. Men may pray
for rain, and th" probability that it < ill
rain: but it certainty does not that
the rain was in answer to prayer. So, they
may pray for health, and they may* retain
their health, but as thousands of people
retain health without having prayed for
htalth, the retention of health by this one
does not tend to prove that it was In answer
to prayer. So people have prayed for many
things thnt nave happened, but they have
never established any direct relation be-
tw> -n the prayer and the thing pravd
for. or. rather, the hapt*-nlng of that thing.
All the churches, I believe, in the United
States prayed for the restoration to health
of President Garfield, but the prayers had
no effect, simply because the wound was
mortal. So. for many hiyvireds of years,
people have been praying for the conver-
sion of the world, but that has not hap-
pened. So far as I know Christians are not
willingto make an absolute test of prayer,
it wa-s once proposed by Mr. Tyndall that
a test of prayer be made by praying for a
certain number of patients in the hospital
and leaving the same number unprayed for,
and then finding the per cent, of cures. But
the test was never tried. So, if Christians
wish to make a test of prayer they ought
not to take diseases of which people are
frequently cured without prayer. They
should t=ike something that no medicine
can accomplish. For Instance: Here Is
a man whose leg was amputated. Now,
let them pray for a n- vv 1« g to grow out
of the remnant of the old one, and if it
does, I will be one of the first to admit
that prayer has been answered. I know
of no help that man lias ever received
from the supernatural. For many cen-
turies j>eople were persecuted on account
of their religious opinions. Hundreds of
thousands were imprisoned, but no God,
in answer to prayer, opened the door of
the dungeon. Thousands an 1 thousands
were beheaded, and no God stopped the ax

in Its downward stroke. Thousands and
thousands were burned at the stake, and
no God extinguished the fires. Millions
were enslaved. Countless mothers were
robbed of their babes, and heaven was
deaf and dumb and blind. The Bastile
testified that no God answered prayer, and
Siberia today swears that no God succor*
the innocent or gives liberty to the just
and noble. If a G«*d will not protect the
martyr, why should we ask Him to water

our garden?"

Thought a Ihwnlt.
"Assuming th.it you ar« a materialist,

do you not believe that tho laws which
govern tho higher attenuations of matt, r
aro applicable to thoupht? For Instance,
light travels through the atmosphere in
a direct but diffusive minner to vast dis-
tances, should not th<vse thoughts or pray-
ers of the Rndeavorers have made the
force of their impact felt mentally upon
you?

"In the first place, I believe that there
is 'something' In the universe in addition
to what is called substance or material.
Thought feems to be a result, but back
of thought seems to be substance. No
matter whether we call It substance or
force, it Is what we call something?that

is to say. something that is tangible. some-
thing that occupies space, something that
defies destruction. 1 do not say that
thoupht is material, but I do say that
without the material there can be no
thought. The something we call light

trivels from point to point, but what we
call the luminous is produced only In con-
junction with an optic nerve, and that
n» rve belonging to a brain. Tln»re is a
physical basis for light, but only organ-
ized beings take cognizance of what we
call the luminous, consequently there is
no possible similarity between light and
whit you call the Infbienc* of thoughts. Ift
light from the sun to the world there
must he a medium through which it
ant If thoupht travels from one brain to
another, there must be a medium, anil, as
I sal' before, these mediums are language,
expression and action, and without these

can be no transference of thought,
and no tbmurht can by any possibility di-
rectly affect me that is not brought to my
intelligent, either by language, sipns r
actions. Ther> is nothlnp mira jlous,
nothing wonderful. In tbo s«*nse of being
supernatural. In anything. Men in despair
havo called on the unknown, an 1 they have
given to this unknown a namo and have
Imagined that It had certain attributes
and powers, and this is nil natural. When
man cannot help himself in his distress,
in the darkness he cabs upon the unknown,
and that is prayer. One cries out in ship-
wreck : 'ls th'-re no one to he»p me** Ho,
Juliet exclaims, 'l< there no pltv In the
sweet heavens?" This cry of helplessness,
this cry of despair, is the natural prayer,
and so far as I know It his never b# »*n
answered. All the prayers of all the
Christians In the world cannot c >ax one
drop of rain from th»» concave sky. All
the prayers of all the christian's in the
\u25a0w rid cannot s'isrw-nd the attraction of
gravitation for a billionth part of a sec-
