morrow. It is believed that the bill will not
bo amended, but will b. re;<or:ed as it came
from the h use. This expectation is
upon the belief that, now that the silver
b'>nd bill has been i.sjosed of by the sen-
ate, Senator Jones of Nevada will ro long-
er insist upon holding the tariff bill in com-

mittee. He hi* not, so far as can be learn-
ed, given hi." assent in explicit terms. and
wnen spoken to on the subject he said that
ft* had rjt yet definitely decided up n a
cojrse of * n n. Tne committee agreed,
at hi* request, at the meeting: held on
Tiwlay of last week, to allow the tariff
question to go over until t ttn arrow's mat-
ing, notwithstanding that the Republican
members were anxious to secure a report,
even though it should be adverse to the bill.
Mr. Jones did not then say in so many
words that he would agree to a report at
tho next meeting, but the committee un-
derstood this to be an implied condition.

If Senator Jones shall fall to attend the
meeting tomorrow the Republican mtm-
b-rs will mak» an eff irt to have the bill
reported without consideration. They f-ay
tbegr Mr® little a.r to the nature of the re-
port, SK THDT THEY f'jcw L in getting the
bill before t'.e senate. The friends of the
bill art: e Unit ai;y efforts to have the bill
j.m<-nde«J In committee would be futile, as
the Republican members are under instruc-
tions from their caucus to admit no amend-
ment!". and the Democrats are committed
to the existing law. Hence they conclude
that there could be no object in further de-
lay. It has hefn suggested that Mr Jones
may want to offera free coinage amendment
in committee, but he has not intimated
such a purpose. and it is understood that in
case he should do so he would lie oppo*«-d
by the other silver men on the committee.
For tl»<»« reasons the advocate* of the bill
feel sure of securing a report tomorrow.
They expect amendments to be offered in

the senate. among others one for
free coinage, but they say that such an
amendment to the tariff bill would be vot»-d
down, and they are fairly confident of visa-
ing the bill practically as It came from the
house. To do this they will have to se-

cure all the Republican votes and at least
one Populist vote.

I'pon coming up with the insur-
gents' vangiard. the Spanish \u25a0 avalry made
an impetuous charge, passing over the
enemy's second line and falling upon the
main force, which was stationed near the
plantation of Lux. The Insurgents were
put to immediate flight, leaving behind
them twenty killed, eleven with machetes
in their hands.

There was apparently no successful pur-
suit, as the rebels succeeded in carrying
off their wounded, the numln-r of which is
unknown. Several prisoners were taken,
an 1 the loss of the troops is insignificant.

It is also reported that the columns un-
der (Jen. Cornell, operating in combination
with those under Gens. Linares and A.<le-
coa. are In pursuit of a numerous ban 1 of
insurgents near Artemisa. which is sup-
posed to be Antonio Maceo's main force.

MASSACRE AT SVAMANILI.V.

Ilorrlblo Hutctiary of Women aud
l hfldren by Simulnh Troops*.

Key West. Felx. S,?Some time ago. when
the insurgents entereil Babanilla. the
Spanish otfti ial report staterl that they
were driven out by the garrison, and that
"unfortunately three women were killed
by stray bulletß." The truth of what hap-
pened there has just been learned, ami It
shows that the Spaniards are acting as
barbarously in Cuba as the Kurds in Ar-
menia. Sahanllla. which is an important

town in Matanzas province, was er.ter* 1
by 40i> insurgents under Garcia. The Span-
ish regulars retreated to the barracks,

and made no resistance. The Spanish
volunteers, however, retreated to the
church and fired on the insurgents. The
latter returned the fire, killing five volun-
teers. The volunteers then ceased firing.

The inhabitants received the insurgents

cheerfully, and many poor people who had
eaten nothing but cane were fed by Gar-
cia, who made the merchants open their
stores, and told the people to take food.
Thirty stores were looted of provisions,
and one storekeeper was shot for resist-
ing. The Insurgents then retired.

As soon as they were gone the Spanish

volunteers came out of the l>arrai ks. and
opened fire on the people In the streets.
Forty-six were killed, of whom 'hirty
were women and children. Their only of-
fense was cheering the insurgents and tak-
ing food to s>ave themselves from starva-

tion. After shooting these people, the
volunteers took ten Cubans who had sur-
rendered on promise of amnesty, and shot
them In cold blood. Two thousand men.
women and children have reached Matan-
zas from Sabanilla. They fled, fearing

further massacres by the Spanish volun-
teers. These facts are vouched for by
Mayor Juan Galvez. of Sabanllia, who is
in Havana to ask Gen. Marin to punish

the volunteers.

Anothor Filibustering steaiaer.

Perth Amboy, N. J . Feb. 3. H report-
ed here that the Spanish authorities will
make a movement against the steamer
Neptune, a«apect«»d of be eg uncUir the
control of the Cuban authorities. Amoig

thoae who visited the shipyards of Hugh
Ramsay on Sunday two men. evidently
Spaniards, were the most prominent. They

went througn the yard several tlm. s and
gaaed curiously at the Neptune, which is
in the dry dock They avoided those who

attempted to speak to them, and did rot
talk to any of the other v'sitors in the
yard. Mr. Himp.iv s.r.d that the Neptune

was hauled Into the dry dock on Saturday

to have her bottom scraped and painted.

She would probably remain on the do'k

until Tuesday. "Mr. Ramsay said th »t he
noticed the two Spaniards In the yarl.

He declared that he knew
absolutely nothing about the Neptune's
