served for labor done and materials
furnished, whi h lien shall be senior
to ail other liens, whether by Judg-
ment. attachment or contract and no im-

provement shall be deemed completed until
the hoard shall have flled with the city clerk
a statement signed by a majority cf them
declaring the same has been completed.

of the prchib'e necessities of the city for
the ensuing fiscal year, giving the amount
required to meet the interest and sinking
funds for any and all outstanding bonded
debts, together with the amount needed
for salaries and probable wants of all de-
partments of the municipal government '.n
detail, and showing the necessities of each
of the several funis to be provided for in

the treasury. The estimate shall also
sffbw as nearly as may e what amount of
income and revenue is likely to accrue to
the treasury, and be collected from fines,
licenses and all other sources of revenue,
exclusive of tax on property, and shall
give an estimate of what amount will 1 e
required to be le\ ;ed and raised bv tax
from all property in the city, in oruer to
meet the necessities of such fiscal year,
said estimates to be based upon, where
practicable, the res, and expenditures
of the current fiscal year; and at the samo
time the comptroller ?hall also report to
the city council the balance on hand in
each fund.

Sec. 11. The citr council shit! on or be-
fene the flrvt Monday in Dweml -r in each
year by ordinance fix tbe rite of taxes to
be levied, and levy the taxes upon all taxa-
ble property, both real and personal, in
the city. r.t-edeJ to raise sufficient reve-
nue to carry on the different departments
of the municipal government for the ea-
suin?? fi«eal year.

Sfh 12. There is hereby created an au-
diting c 'mniiitto. which shall consist of
tho mayor, presilent of the city council,
the chairman of the finance committee
thereof, and the comptroller. Tee mayor
shall ve the chairman of the committee,
and the comptroller shall be secretary,
but in the absence >f either from any meet-
ing of the committee a temporary chair-
man or secretary may be chcsen by the
committee to act fr the time heirs

Said committee shall hold stated meet-
fiurs once in eich month and m.iy adjourn
from time to time. It shall be the duty cf
the committee to examine all claims and
demands against the city of whatsoever
n,s.tu-e and to recommend to the city coun-
cil the allowance or d salloaanc* of the
sam* or any part thereof.

Three membets of the committee shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction
of business, but a less number can meet
and adjourn from time to time.

Sec. 13. All demands, bills and claims
which mav arise aratnst the oitv, includ-
ing the payment of ail employes of the city,
whether under regular monthly salary or
not, shall be duly verified as h*r»;naft r
provided, and be filed with the secretary
of the auditing committee, who shalt file
and number the same in the order of pre-
sentation, and refer the cam** to the audit-
ing committee for action, duty it
shall be to recommend the allowance or
rejection of the same In whole or in part,
and if allowance be recommended, to desig-
nate the particular fund from which they

are to be paid, and Indorse upon each claim
or demand the date of the recommenda-
tion of Its allowance or rejection, the
amount to be allowed, and also the
section of the charter, number of or-
dinance. numVr of contract, resolution
or order under which the said claim
or demand was authorized or con-
tracted for. These indorsements shall
be verified bv the signature of the chair-
man and secretary of tbe au litlnr commit-
tee. All claims or demsuids after h<Mng
audited bv paid committee shall be forth-
with reported ta the city council for final
action.
