the hard bsttls of life, I would ratner give

fc;m something that woul i mak-i his cheer-
less home comfortable and bring light to
his fireside; I would rather put one Power
in the slcK room of a noble working girl or
matron, than to have it said that I had
\oted a hundred and odd thousand dollais
for the flowers and exotics to go to the re-
ceptions and banquets of the officials of this
government. wh<*rs the chandelier flashes
its light arrow the red tine and -ie a.r Is
fragrant with perfume like the spicy breese
of Araby the Mest."

Vest referred to the "bugle blasts" from
thft secretary as to tbs congressional ex-
travagance in distributing seeds.

ed by the great New York bankers will be
accepted for at least S®,OOO.fMO, and possibly
more. In any event, no bid below the syn-
dicate rate of H0.6fc77 will be accept' !, as
that rate coveVs the ent.re loan. It Is un-

derstood that Mr. Morgan will procure a

There were a vast number of bids for
figures fractionally rising llv. but under

the Morgan flgur \ and for amounts aggre-

gating sufficient to take up the entire loan.
