it was applied, and how much of the sama
or other city indebtedness has been pald
and by what means. The statement ghall
algo include a detailed account of elty prop-
erty, personal and real, its value, and if
rented to whom and on what terms, and of
existing debts of every description, and of
the condition of the sinking funds, with all
other Information necessary for a full un-
derstanding of the financial concerns of
the city., No more than one thousand
copies of any such pamphlet shall be
printed.

Sec. 33. All ordinances in force in the eity
at the date of the adoption of this charter,
and not inconsistent therewith, shall re-
main in force until repealed or until they
expire by limitation.

ARTICLE V.

The Executive Department.

Section 1. The chlef executive officer of
the oity shall be a mayor., He shall be at
least thirty years of age, a citizen of the
United States and of the State of Washing-
ton, and a qualified elector of the City of
Seattle at the time of his elaction, and shall
have been a citizen and taxpayer of the city
for at least four years before the day of his
election.

2 s mayor shall see that all the
laws and ordinances {n force in the city are
fatthfully executed, and shall direct and
control all subordinate officers of the city,
except in so far as such direction and con-
trol is by the provisions of this
charter reposed In seme other of-
ficer or board and shall main-
tain peace and good order In the city.
He shall have powar at all times, In any
emergency, of which he shall be the judge,

the right to assume control for the time
being, of the police fores, but before as-
suming such control he shall issue his
proelamation to that effect, and it shall be
the duty of the chiel of police to executs
orders promulgated by him for the suppres-
sion of such tumult and the resteration et
order,

Sec, 3. The mayver !s empowered to call
on every male inhabitant of the city over
the age of elghteen years to aid in enforc-
ing the lJaws and ordinanges in force in the
city, in preventing and extingu'shing fires,
and (B preserving the peacs and salety of
the city. The city council shall have power
to enact an ordinance or ordinances pra-
viding for the punishment of any such per-
son as the mayor has a 1ight to call upon as
aforesnid, for wilfully pefusing or negleot-
ing to obey any sach erder or call.

force shall never exceed one officer to
each one thousand of population of the
city; provided, that the mayor may, when
the public safety requires it in cases of
