Si 11
we cannot regard the loan as anything but
a temporary palliative. The second in-
stillmt nt may be forthcoming, but It is
difficult to see how the three succeeding In-
stallments can be met in gold, unless Eu-
ro?an confidence revives to such an ex-

tend (Mat 'American securities w'll again

be bought freely in Europe. Undoubtedly
the present remarkable display of confi-
dence by the American people will help

In that direction, but the oaroful Investor
will continue to feel misgivings until the
present monelary system Is reformed."

The Times also has an editorial on the
loan, in which it heartily congratulate*
President Cleveland and thf» people. "The
success of the loan," the Time# »lys, "is a

personal triumph for the president, and
the most eonvinetnir countrr-demmstr.i-'
tlon to the sllverite*' agitation that could
lie possibly supplied. Hut it la too early to
a«um<> rhat the silverites are crushed.
Our correspondent in America seems to

think that the difficulty ha? been largely

disposed ff. but the point Is not easy to

determine in the first glow of exultation
ever the unquestionable financial surceea.
The Impression here is that after a little
time the ehronlc difficulties* of the situa-
tion will be found to remain pretty much
ur< hanged."

The article concludes with a further
reference to the fact that no riprochement
is visible on the Venexuelan affair.

It waj« intended to put the
n* w bridge In shape at once, so that trains
could cross the river. The old bridge «ai

declared unsafe about 4 o'clock, and «ince
then no train ha* cro*»»-d the rtv»r.

John
Barrv, called the twenty men on the old
structure toward the renter to a*M.«f in
tearing up the ties, which were wmt<d for
the otb»r bridge.
