A Big Shake Up in the Police
Department.

BALDUS, DEXTER AND MILLIKEN.

Serving Two Masters—Rogers Is Nos

s Catholic or an A.P. A., but
Wants Good Officers.

There was & general shake-up in the po-
Tice & t last night. It took just
sixteen minutes for the commissioners to
swing the ax three times, and each time
the head of an A. P. A. policeman fell in
the basket. The victims were A. W. Dex-
ter, of Fremont: Willis Milliken, of &%
Jackson street, and Charles J. Baldus, who
lives on Jacobs avenue, near
Galer street. The annual elec-
tion of officers and the appointment of pa-
trolmen was taken up and resuited in the
re-election for one year of the force as it
stood, minus ihe three decapitated, and the
following additional: Regular, W. P.
Thompson: specials, L. V. Perington, W.
P. Chipman and H. C. Adama.

While the only reason ascribed in Chief
Rogers” letter of recommendation that
Dexter, Baldus and Milllken be dropped
was the betiéerment of the force, those who
read the Post-Intelligencer yesterday
morning cannot fail to see the link be-
tween the chief's lecture to the force and
what actually took place last night. When
Rogers returned from Mexico recently he
found that the department was in a pecu-
liar condition. He did not like it. Rogers
is not a Catholioor an A. P. A. It did not
take him long to find out what was going
on. It is almost needless to say that his
idea of what & policeman shouid do did not
agree with what came to his ears. Then,
when the Merrill case came up other things
happened which were hinted at in the
Post-Intelligencer yesterday morning. One
thing that geve Rogers annoyance was the
continued rumer connecting, by innuendo,
his name with an alleged conspiracy to
“job™ Merrill, who was generally known
as a strong A. P. A. In justice to Rogers
it should be said that when Robert Miller
reported his suspicions of what was going
on Rogers was in California, At the time
of the arrest Rogers was in the city, but
not at the police station, and he did not
know anything about it until morning. The
action of Special Officer Pearce, Baldus
and Dexter in connection with this case
hastened the lecture from Chief Rogers.

While the chief will not talk about the
matter, it is certain that he had Miller, the
prosecuting witness; Baldus and Dexter
before him night before last. The chief
was not satistfed with the explanation Bal-
.us gave of why he told Miller that it might
be to his advantage to go down and see
Dexter. Chief Rogers has affidavits from
Charles Lunn, an eye-witness to what took
place in the barn, and frSm Robert Foley,
who saw Miller and Lunn when they went
to the barn, and who was there when Mer~
rill was taken out, who say ‘in substance
that they were offered $10 cash as part
payment for skipping out. They did not
skip, however, and have told the whole
story, not only of what they saw at the
barn, but what was said to them about
Merrill by one of his friends. In brief, this
is the history of some of the principal
things that led up to the grand shake-up
last night.

Those who aAffect to know say that the
three men who were dropped are suspeoted
of carrying out the orders of the A. P. A,
or trying to enforce its influence in the per-
formance of their duty by showing par-
tiality.

1t was not known even among the patrol-
men that Rogers had a mind to take the
bull by the horns and give it a flop.

It was about 7 o'clock that the chief
stepped up to the telephone and called up
Mayor Phelps and asked him if he would
be down to the meeting. The mayor sald
he had another engagement, and he did not
know as he would be arcund. Rogers sim-
ply replied that there would be some mat-
ters of interest. When the time for the
meeting arrived Commissioners Walling-
ford, Kirkwood and Baker were present
In the absence of the mayor Kirkwood
presided.

Chtef Rogers first announced the resig-
nation of Clerk Frank Kennedy, to take
effect immediately. The commissioners
accepted the resignation. Then Rogers
took up a letter which read in brief: -
recommend that the names of Patrolmen
A. W. Dexter, Willis Miillken and C. J.
Baldus be dropped from the rolls; tlat
W. P. Thompson be made a regular, and
that L. V. Perington, W. B. Chipman and
H. C. Adams be made speclals.”

“I make a motion that the chief's recom-
mendations be adopted,” sald Baker.

GETS A REHEARING.

Secretary Smith Opens Up the
Eisbert Homestead Case.

THE ORIGINAL CLAIMANT DEAD.

After Many Appeals From One Depart-
meat to Another, Elsbert’s Heirs
Galn Thelr Polnt.

Secretary of the Interior Hoke Smith
has ordered a rehearing in the famouf Eis-
bert homestead case. The decision was 1e-
ceived at the local land office yesterday
and is as follows:

“To the commissioners of the general
land office: On April 25 1885, Mihaly Eis-
bert made a homestead entry of the norih-
west quarter of section 23, and the north
half of the northeast quarter and the north-
east quarter of section 22, township 2
north, range 3 east, . Seattle land district,
Washington. He offered final proof on Oc-
tober 31, 1850, when he was confronted by
the protest of Charles H. Davis, alleging
failure to reside upon the cialm for five
years, as required by the homestead law.
A hearing was had on April 7, 1881, and the
local officers decided in favor of the entry-
man. Davis appealed to your office, which
on October 1, 1892, reversed the judgment of
the local officers and decided in favor of
Davis. Eisbert appealed to the depart-
ment, which, on March 3, 1884, rendered a
brief decision, finding that:

“ “The material facts disclosed by the
record are set out in the decision appealed
from, and sustain the conclusion reached
by your office, to the effect that Elsbert,
who, it seems, continued to make his home
with his family in Seattle, did not estab-
lish his residence from that date, until his
submittal of proof, October 31, 188, is too
limited to constitute a compliance with
the homestead law.’

“Rishert filed a motion for review, which
was overruled by departmental decision of
October 10, 1894. Eisbert filed a motion for
a rehearing, which was denjed by lepart-
mental decision of December 21, 1a3i. The
department is in receipt of & motion filed
by Eisbert for a review of the depart-
mental decision denying a rehearing, sc-
companied by affidavits in support of ‘he
same, which are in the nature of newly dis-
covered evidence, which the movant al-
leges it was pot in his power to produce at
the time of the hearing.

“I have examined the afidavits referred
to, as well as the briefs and arguments for
and against the motion. It is not deemed
necessary to set out the contents of these
afMdavits in detail. Tt is sufficlent to say
that they raise a doubt in my mind as to
whether justice has been done the en-
tryman. There seems to be no legal obsta-
cle In the way of resolving that doubt by
a further hearing, which may be had, on
terms- falr to both sides. 1 have, there-
fore, to direct that a further hearing be
ordered at =0 early a dage as practicable,
at which Eisbert shall permitted to in-
troduce the testimony indicated by affida-
vits, and which, it is alleged, it was not in
his power to produce on the first hearing,
after which rebuttal testimony may be in-
troduced, the question of fact to be deter-
mined being whether or not the entryman
had complied with the homestead law In
reference to residence and cuitivation at
the date of offering final proof. Such tes-
timony, together with that offered at the
former hearing will be consifered, and a
Aecision rendered thereon by the local offi-
cers, whose decision shall be final, unless
an appeal is taken therefrom as in other
cases. Herewith are returned the papers
in the case. “HOKE SMITH,

This iz good news to the heirs of the de-
ceased rabbi, who died while on his way to
Washington City last spring to make a
personal appeal to the president and sec-
retary of the interior.

After Eisbert's death Abe
Spring went to Washington City in behalf
of the heirs and presented the case before
the department and argued for a rehear-
ing. The fruits of his effort are apparent
