The «tock Rxchanr*.
New York. Feb. 7.?Today's stock mar-

ket was quite Irregular. The volume of
business was on the same scale as yester-
day. and Sugar and Bt. Paul were again
the leaders in point of activity, although
there was today a disparity of over 4A.MQ
shares between them. In favor of the first-
mentioned stock. Lower London prices
for Americans and free foreign selling
here again exerted a depressing influence
upon the local speculation. The dealing*
were for the most part governed by the
professional leaders, whose tactics were
more clearly evident tn the manipulation
of the Industrial shares. On the othy
hand there was good Investment buying
of some of the other railroad stocks, and
particularly of the shares of the corn-
carrying roads. The declining tendency
evident in the early dealings was cnecked
by adroit manipulation of the Industrial*
and general Improvements resulted, al-
though the edge of the advances was taken
off by realizing sales. The purchasing
movement gained fuller headway In the
afternoon dealing,'*. Sugar was the pivot-
al stock, rieing al>out S per cent, on very
heavy trading. The closing was active
and heavy in tone, but with the net results
general gains. Trade In railway mort-
gages was larg<\ the dealings footing up
$2.213,'W0. Higher prices prevailed, with
the Northern Pacific issues strong feat-
ures at gains of If#s per cent. The gov-
ernment securities were Irregular In the
early trading, but closed steady. There
were heavy transactions in the new cou-
pons, aggregating #275,000.
