Having conferred with the directors of
the Chartered Company, Rhodes will soon
return to Buluwayo, where he will resige
in the fine house he has caused to De erect-
ed in the neghborhood of poor hing Lo-
bengula’'s former capital, except during
tha session of the parliament of Cape Col-
ony. Mr. Rhodes, however, will await the
arrival in England of De. Jameson, as he
is desirous of conferring with the leader
of the raid Into the Transvaal before
turning to Seuth Africa. The ex-premier

Berlin, Feb. & —The pressure brought to
bear upon the government by the German
bi-metailists has resulted in squoesing
from the'ministers a statement on the sube-
Ject. The imperial chancellor, Prince Hohe
eniohe, In the reichstag today, made the
following declaration of polley in this con-
nection. ““We have gone exhaustively iute
the question of raising and strengthening
the value of silver with the federal govern-
ments, being guided by the conviction tout
the fluctuation and heavy fall in the price
of silver has entailed economic prejudice
to Germany, in spite of the fact that her
monetary system rested securely on the
gold swndard. As the secretary of the
treasury stated on February 4, 188, the
first point to be considered is the serious
injury to German silver mining. The pro«
duction of German silver amounts to about
# per cent. of the total output of the world,
The fall I prices is not of much moment
in the immensely larger production of for-
eign ores, but to Germany it implies such
a decrease in value as to endanger home
silver mining.

“Another point is its influence upon Gers
man exports to silver countries. There is
no doubt that trade with them is made
much more difficult by the fluctuations and
the fall of silver, although lately the fluc-
tuations have been comparatively small,
and those interested have been able to find
means of security against losses. But
German export trade to silver counfries
has suffered from the conditions of ex-
change, T do not underestimate,” he add-
ed, “the Importance of the effects produced
by this cause, but they must not be plled
too high. Our exports to silver countries
amount to only & per cent. of our total
exports, and in spite of the setback during
the months when silver fell, they, on the
whole, have made Mvorable progress. The
official statistics show that the depreciated
currency of silver countries contributes
to facilitate competition with the exports
of other countries, until the moment when
a compensating {pfluence arises and homae
prices and wages establish themselves, tha
final result being that the silver coins hee
come degraded to the level of paper money,
This depreciation, however, does not en-
danger our currency, because our trade is
abundantly supported by gold and the ime-
perial bank notes, adequately covered b
the gold reserve, and the sliver money
does not exceed the demand, which, even in
times of crisis, is not llkely to diminish,
On the other hand, the danger from coun-
terfeit colnage has been increased by the
fall of silver, although there was ouly one
case in 1888, Yet, after all, the price of
stiver will serve as an inducement

to coun :

“Therefore, although a rise in the price
of silver s highly desirable from an eco-
nomic and mint standpoint, yet no doubt
the goal can only be attained by an under-
standing with the countries Interested in
internationgy commerce, of which thera
is no present profpect. The bi-metullists
recognize In the reopening of the Indfan
mints a condition precedent to unlimited
coinage, and 1 concur, as I believe that
otherwise all efforts to ralse the price will
be vain. The opening of the Indian mints
is not expected within a measurahble time,
as 1 have learned from preliminary negoe
tiations with the British government.”
