Workmen Rnvltf the *»tory of Her
Many Mlsfortnnti*.

Many of the people who dally traverse
the block on Marl.va street between West-
ern and Railroad avenues would bs aston-
ished to learn that twenty feet beneath the
surface of the ground they tread Is burled
the hulk of %r. old ship. AU that remains
of the hark Windward, well known to old-
timers on the Sound, has been lyingacross
the foot of Marlon street since the spring

of 1*75 where, after everything of value
had been removed, she was left to rot on
?he beach with a broken back; a fitting

c'iOss of an unlucky career.
That was a long tlms ego. In the days of

the old Tealer mill. The Windward, ss
well as the mill, was owned by J. M. Col-
man, and the vessel had taken on a load of
lumber.for Ban Francisco. She was on her
way down the Sound when a snowstorm

of great fury arose and the berk was
driven high cn the beach at Useless bay.
The crew rasde their escape In safety, but
despite the most persistent efforts the ves-
sel could not be floated, and remained
there, stuck fast In the mud, for two
weeks.

For a long time the ship was a conspicu-

ous object on the beach, and without re-
spect to the dignity of her ancient timbers

and very high built. At low tide there

was but five feet of water on one side and

1«2. when
old inhabitants say there was the lowest
tide ever seen here, about fifteen Inches of

copper was visible on her hull, which was
never taken oft. The bark had a reputa-

tion for hard luck, and many sailors were

so superstitious as to refuse to ship with

her. In going over the Columbia river bar

once she lost all her spars, and while new
ones were being stepped one rolled over on

the mate and killed him. An accident of

almost the same nature occurred oft the

cr>ast of China, where she was dismantled

In a storm and for several day* floated at

the mercy of wind and wrave.

The sight thatinet the eyes of the captain

whea be broke in the frail door was cr.e
that caused him to stand for a moment In
amazement. Then he ordered the burly
Chinaman who bei J the pipe, and the pretty

white girl to ar « from the couch and go
to the police station. The girl cried like a
child and aaid that if the captain would
only let her go she would never "hit the
pipe" again. "I am sorry," said Hogie,
"but you should not have been here."

How long this buaneas has been going oa
1s not definitely known. Information was
received at police headauarters Saturday
afternoon that a white woman was in tha
habit of going to a certain two-story frame
building on the north side of Washington

street nuar Sixth avenue south every morn-
ing about 2 o'clock for the purpose of
smoking opium. Chief of Police Rogers
placed the matter in the hands of Capt.
Hogie, who telephoned down to Oilieer
Barlie# on Washington street about 12 SO
o'clock yesterday morning to ready for
a Visit to the suspected den at 3:20 o'clock.
A Poat-lntelljgcncer reporter was at the
station and obtained permission to go
along.

When the time came Capt. Hogie put on
his rubt>ers and accompanied by the re-
porter was soon at the corner of Wash-
ington and Fifth avenue south. A slight

wind was blowing and the sncw came down
In a most dis;tgre»able manner. Twenty
minutes passed and still there was not tho
least sign of danger. Capt. Hogie wen
down to the suspected buUdlng. which Is
the second west from the northwest cor-
ner of Washington and Fifth avenue on
the north side. All was silent as the grave.
Not a light could be seen. He tried the
front door. It was locked. Then he went

around to the hack part of the house, whiih
is practically imbedded in the side of the
hill. Liy climbing down some cleats nailed
to a wail he reached the basement and got

Into the house. A long narrow had ran
the entire length of the building. On either
side were small rooms. He male his way
to the ficnt of the building and whispered
through lite door that he had located the
room. The front door refused to open
quietly, so Officer Barbee and the reporter

ha 3 to go around to the back and climb
down the same way as the captain had
done. T:st as Barbee reached the ground

there was a crash. It was not from Bar-
bee's feet striking the ground, but from
the door that Capt. Hogie had knocked in.
Barbee im.dt a run and so did the
The light from a ?mali room was shedd.ng
Its rays into the hall.

When the ofTicer and the reporter entered
Capt. Hogie was ordering a Chinaman to
get up off a couch and get ready to go to
the station. The Chinaman, however, was
a secondary consideration, for there stood

a pretty blue-eyed girl, just putting on a

sealskin cape and Imploring the captain

to let her go "Just this time." The smok-
ing outfit was all ready for business, the
lamp was burning, the opium bottle was
open and the needle showed signs ot re-
cently having been dipped In the brown
stuff Capt. Hoglo had taken the pipe
away from the Chinaman and laid It upon
the table. Then the room was searched
foj- more pipes and opium, but none were
found. During the time this was going on
the girl kept up a continual pleading, first
talking to the captain, th-n pouring her

tale of woe into the officer's cars.
??If you will let me go this time I will

never do it again as long as 1 live,". she
?aid.

"Well, why did you do It this timer'

asked lfogle.
*1 felt blue." she replied.

Soon the procession started for the «ta-

tion. "We will go out of the front door,"

said Hogie, as he picked up tho tray on

which the smoking outfit lay. Slowly the
procession moved toward the front door.
The captain undid the lock, and then step-

ped out. He had forgotten that there was
a short flight of steep steps. The proces-
sion suddenly stopped at the sound of a
crash, and sad to relate Capt. Hogie was

on the sidewalk, not risht side up with
care, and the smoking outfit was scattered
in all directions. After the fragments had
been pt< kei tip th« prisoners were taken
to headquarters and locked up. Later the
woman was hailed out by friends. The
name she gave at the station was Mabel
Andrews. This is not cortvct, however.
She Is known on Washington stroet as

Ethel, but a*aln that is not correct, for ahe
has another name, but out of considera-

tion for her mother and father and broth-
ers It will not be given.
