Baltimore, Feb. 12.?Vic? President Per-
kins was in ue c.nair at tho League of
Am rlcan Wheelmen meeting today. A
great deal of time was again devoted to

discussion of the lawsuit of I. B. Potter
against the league, growing out of alleged
breach of contract for publication of the
L. A. W, Bulletin by Potter. The sum

i volved Is only about H.uOO. and the case

has already consumed much of the time
of the present convention. The matter
»vas referred to the committee on arbitra-
tion. A motion was adopted authorizing
the president to appoint a committee to
draft a resolution to be presented to the
various legislatures, declaring bicycles to
be personal baggage.

Amendments to the eon&tltutlon were
then taken up. The first amendment con-
sidered was that propose! by Potter, of
New York, to strike out of article 1, sec-
tion 2, t.'ie words "and to promote and
regulate cycle racing on tracks." Potter,

in discussing the question, created an up-

TERRITORIES TO WAIT
There Are Enough Free Silver

Senators Already.

HOUSE COMMITTEE THINKS SO.

Hons? to Put the on Senate

Silver Bill Ihis Afternoon.

Washington City. Ffb. 12.?The house
committee on territories held a warm ses-
sion today over the bills to admit Arizona
and N't w Mexico into the Union. For sev-

eral wefks it h»s been apparent that there
was a disposition among some of the oppo-
nents of free silver on the committors to
postpone favorable reports on those bills,
at leam for the present, to prevent the in-

crease of the free silver strength in the
senate. Today the fight culminated when,
while the bill to admit Arixor.a was under
discussion, the committee voted six to tivo

to adjourn. It was erroneously reported
about the house today that the vote was
taken on the Arizona bill and that the.bill
itself was defeated. Although, as stated,

the opponents of free silver uere respon-
sible for the postponement of action on
the bill, all the opponents of free coinage

on the committee were not in favor of
deferring action. Mr. Seranton of Penn-
sylvania. the chairman, Mr. Perkins of
lowa, Rop? and Mr. Turner, Dem., Ya..
who voted against the motion to adjourn,
are also opposed to free coinage. Those
who voted to adjourn were Hadiey, Rep.,
III.:Knox. Rep., Mass.; Taft, Rep., Ohio;
Ivowe. Rep., X. Y.; Harrison. Dent.. Ala.,
and Owens, Dem., Ky. Messrs. Avery.
Ren., Mich., and Cooper, Dem., Tex., voted
acainst adjournment, in addition to those
named. Messrs. Harris, Rep., Ohio, and
Lefevre, Rep., Ohio, were absent. Both
the latter are anti-silver men. It is there-
fore apparent the test of strength today
Indicates that the committee is opposed,
at least for the present, to reporting these
statehood bills. It Is claimed that both of
the absentees are In favor of deferring
action, but Mr. Murphy, the Arizona del-
egate, denied this. As the bill Itself has
not been defeated in committee, the vote

can be taken whenever the advocates of
the bill are able to muster a majority.

pet up fictitious prosecutions. There is a
cla*" of habitual witnejws In the courts,

he said, who do nothing but. earn witness
fees, frolnr around "bamhooziinK" and
getting whole teams of negroe* to prose-
cute fictitious criminals. The thing to do
was to reform the law

Sherman spoke of the enormous coat of
our governmental system, which arise* in
part from the complication of spproprla-

tion bills. Tie urged that the budget sys-
tem in u«e in England was far simpler than
that of America, and could be profitably

adopted.
Vest spoke of the "robbery and plunder"

practiced by United States marshals tn
order to obtain fee*. There were coterie*
and rings of the*** marshals, who made it
a trade to go around arresting men and
dragging them hundreds of mile* to Jail,

n<H for purpose# of justice, but to swell
tne marshals' fee*. The deficiency bill waa
then laid aside at 1:10 p. tn.

Mr. Hale called up the bill making Feb-
ruary 12 (Lincoln's birthday), a national
holiday.
