Witness said to hm: “Why, Hunt, 1 al-
ways thought you were a citsen.” Hunt
answered: I always considered myself a
citisen, but doubts have been ralsed and 1
have taken this means of settling it."

Ex-County Clerk Fletcher was put on
the stand and was shown the declaration
of intention and sald it was signed by
Hunt ia his presence, The word “minor”
is written across it. The record of the
certificate of citizenship was shown him,
and at this point Mr. Ronald asked leave
to examine him before it was admitted in
evidence. Mr. Ronald drew out of the
witness that when the citizenship ““busi-
ness” was rushed the original certificate
would be made out and a memorandum
kept of it, and from this memorandum a
record would afterward be made In the
books. Upon offering to introduce the re-
cord In evidence, Hunt's counsel objected
because the original certificate of citl-
penship which Hunt holds, and which was
handed to Judge Hanford for inspection,
declares that he was examined before
Judge Allyn, while the court record, which
s presumed to be a copy of the certificate,
says It was before Judge Heverly. The
word “heretofore’” appearing in the record
copy !s absent from the original. The court
allowed them both to go in evidence.

Thomas J. Kelly was one of the most
fmportant witnesses against Hunt., Kelly
awore he knew Hunt from 1876 to 1880 in
Ontarto. Durlng all this time Hunt lived
in Canada, with the exception of a few
months in one summer. Hunt had told
him he was a native of Canada, Witness
detalled the fight made on Kellogg in the
council, and said that when Hunt's name
for chief was mentioned he was obliged to
accept the appointment.or lose his posi-
tion as captaln, Therefore witness had
told Hunt the best thing for him to do,
when the question of his citizenship was
raised, was to fix the matter as quickly as
possible.

The first witness for the defonse was At-
torney Gilman, who testified to Hunt's
good character and reputation.

Alderman Miller came next, testifying
to about the same, and the additional fact
that Kellogg's name had been rejected
twice by the council and the fire commis-
slon censured.

Mayor Phelps testified to defendant's
good character and reputation for hon-
esty, ax dld ex-Chief of Police Jackson,
Fire Commissioner Jones and Chairman

J. A. Farr was then placed on the stand
by the defense.

ANOTHER RISING IN KOREA.
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Russia Lands Troops.,
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NANSEN AND THEPOLE

The Explorer Reported to Have
Been Successful.

AND TO BE NOW RETURNING

Pistory of the Expedition, Which Ex-
pected to Bs Frozen In the Ice and
Carried North by the Current.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 12— A telegram re-
ceived today from Irkutsh, Siberia, says
that a Stberfan trader named Kouchna-
reff, agent of Dr. Frithjof Nansen, the
Norwegian explorer, who sailed in the
Fram on June 24, 1883, for the Arctic re-
gions, has received information that Nan-
sen reachéd the north pole, found land
there, and is returning toward civilization.

London, Feb. 13.—It is pointed out here
in well-informed circles that if the news
of Dr. Nansen's returning from the north
pole turns out to bhe correct it indicates
that the expiorer has made his way back
to New Siberia from the Arctic regions,
and is there waiting favorable conditions
before commencing the homeward jour-
ney. Kouchnareff, agent of Nansen, who
has received information that the explor-
er has found the pole and is returning, is
Dr. Nansen’s dog supplier. He resides
near the mouth of the Lena river. The |
people in that locality pay frequent visits
to New Siberia, and may in this manner
have brought news to Kouchnarefl.

The expedition sailed from Christiania,
the doctor’s plan being to make the New
Siberian islands and head north until the
¥ram, by being imbedded in the ice, would
be compelled to drift along the west coast
of any land which might be found. On
Apgust 23, 1865, Dr. Nansen sent a dis-
patch from Vardo, reporting that on the
24 of that month he was about to sail inte
the Kara sea, and that the Fram had be-
haved splendidly up to that stage of the
journey, especially in forcing her way
through the ice, A London dispatch dat-
ed on March 4 of last year announced that
a letter dated Kjolleadord, February 24,
had reached Hammerfest, Norway, an- !
nouncing that the telegraph inspector at
a station in the mountains between Leb-
esy and Langfjord had seen & balloon
moving in a southerly direction and be-
feved it was possible carrying dispatches
from Dr. Nansen. Until the foregoing dis-
patch no further news of the balioon of |
Dr. Nansen had been received, In April |
the Figaro, of Paris, circulated a rumor |
that Nansen had found the north pole sit-
uated on a chain of mountains and had
planted the Norwegian flag there. The |
story was generally regarded as without
foundation. In September of last year ad- |
vices were received in London from the |
Danish trading station of Angmagsalik, |
on the east coast of Greenland, that a ship
supposed to bhe Dr. Nansef's Fram had |

| been sighted at the end of July, stuck fast |

in an tee drift. Finally, on December 6,
a dispatch from Christiania, Norway, |
stated that Nansen's wife had recelved a !
letter hy carrier pigeon reporting the ex-
pedition doing well. As no carrier pigeons |
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gust 25. Peterson, the manager of the col-
ony, than reported that the different Es-
kimos twice saw, at the end of July, a
three-masted vessel stuck fast in the ice,
The ship had a short foremast. It was
first seen in the Sermiligakfjord (65degrees
20 minutes north latitude, 35 minutes lon-
gitude). They had seen no smoke from
the ship. The report §s quite trustworthy.
We can get no more until next year. The
Fram's foremast was short, so that the
description agrees so far. From the state-
ment of the Eskimos we should, in that
case, not hear from the Fram until next
year. Meanwhile we must be patient and
not feel quite certain that we have to do
without the Fram.”

Nansen, according to Lieut. Davis I.
Brainerd, U, 8. A., who accompanied the
Greely expedition as subsistence officer,
bases his theory of the current which he
relied on to carry him through the Arctic
regiong on the fact that the trend of the
Jeanette was generally in the direction of

{ the pole, and that pieces of drift, etc., have

been found on the east and west coast of
Greenland, and along the east coast of
Ellesmere and Grinnell land, which, from
thelr appearance and character, seem to in-
dicate that they had drifted from the Si-
berian coasts. Other articles, such as a
large stopper or plug for a powder horn, a
coasting stick, a cane, etc., evidently the
work of Alaskan Indilans, have also been
found in the same places. Therefore the

The troops
all idolize him, and with his departure they
are left without a leader in whom they
kave confidence. 1 regard these good sol-
diers as belng in the same state in which
the grand army of France found or rather
lost itself upon the departure of Napoieon
the First. 1 regard Gen. Weyler as an
honorable but cruel soldier. In his military
ability, nowever, 1 do not think he can for
a moment be compared with Campos., 1n
the last movements of his command he was
noted only for his unrelenting crueity to-
ward defenseless non-combatants, whith
actions he now claims were in obedience to
superior authority.

“The government of the republic of Cuha
has been loth to order me to destroy the
cana of American estates. In fact, I did
not like to have to destroy any property,
but it was deemed necessary to strike a
biow at the finances of Spain. This has
been done, and our enemy will not now re-
ceive the §18,000,000 with which to carry on
the war against us that she would have re-
celved as import duties upon articles
brought into Cuba in exchange for the
sugar crop. All the plantations have been
treated alike, American, German, Bpanisi.
Even thoso owned by patriotic Americans
have been prevented from making sucar
this year.”

“Are ths Cubans still willing to purchase
their independence?” After some thought
Gen. Gomez answered: *“Of course, owing
to the rapid increase of the growth of the
rebellion, this course would not be so read-
ily approved by the Cubans as at first.
Moreover, it is a question for our govern-
ment to decide, but I think I am warranted
in answering yes to the question. The Cu-
bans will nov offer for thelp freedom $100,-
000,000, or perhaps more, to be paid within
one year from this time, To secure the loan
I belleve the government of the republic
of Cuba would go so far as to allow the
government of the United States, should
the loan be placed there, to administer the
finances and retain the revenues of Cuba
untll such time as the full amount should
have been repaid.”

Havana, Feb. 13.—Madrid dispatches re-
ceived here say that Martinez Campos,
since the recent demonsirations at the
Spanish capital, has declined to assume the
presidency of the supreme council of war,
to which he has been appointed, and has
signified his purpose of leaving the coun-
try, having, he says, to accompany an in-
valid son who goes to Germany to recuper-
ate his health.

GEN. WEYLER’S NEWS BULLETIN

He Announces the Death of Several of
the Cuban Soldiers.

Havana, Feb. 13.—A squadron of eivil
guards and eighteen regular cavalrymen,
who were assisting a gang of men engaged
in repairing the telephone line at San Fe-

ipe, south of this city, have boen attacked
by an irsurgent force, estimated to num-
ber 1,40 pien, under Castillo. Three in-
surgents were killed and fifteen wounded.
Only one soldier was wounded,

A column of troops from Guara, escort-
ing a repair train and headed by a pilot
engine, has been attacked by a heavy in-
surgent force, which tried to surround the
troops and burned the Cardenas bridge.
Five insurgents were killed and many
wounded during the engagement. Anoth-
er column from Jarry advanced rapidly to
the assistance of the repair train, and the

fight, in which they left eleven killed and
twenty-three wounded. The troops also
captured twenty-seven horses. The loss
of the troops was insignificant.

A recent engagement of Col. Tajega with
the Insurgents under Zarazal and Maibo
is stated to have resulted In the loss of
sixty insurgents killed.

Gen. Weyler will issue an order for all
country people to gather into the cities
and towns, where they can be better pro-
tected. He will also issue an order to
bring into the guerrilla force as many as
possible of those residents on the isTand
who have not already taken arms in the
Spanish cause. He has now 3,00 volun-
teers at his disposal.

CLUES, BUT NO HEAD

The Pearl Bryan Mystery Is Not
Yet Solved.

MURDERERS TO BZ EXTRADITED

Kentucky Will Try Jackson and Wal-
ling - Wood, the Clergyman’s Son,
in the C.ncinnatl Jail.

Cincinnati, Feb. 13.—The mysterious mur-
der of Pearl Bryan has several more clues.
An umbrella handle has been found near
the scene of the murder, and a handleless
razor has been found in Walling's trunk.
There is a reward of $600 offered by two
morning papers and $0 by the owner of
the farm on which the murder was com-
mitted, for #he discovery of Pearl Bryan's
head, with a prospect of $50 more from
citizens of Greencastle, Ind., making $1,150.
This, with the intensifying interest in the
solving of the mystery, stimulated the
search by everybody. Tonight the water
was drained out of the canal, and tomor-
row the search will begin in its slimy bed.

Sheriff Plummer, of Newport, Ky., has
gone to Frankfort, Ky., for a requisition
for Scott Jackson and Alonzo M. Walling,
the men in jail here jointly indicted by the
Campbell county grand jury for the murder
of Pearl Bryan. The charge agalnst Wall-
ing and Jackson was changed here today
from murder to “fugitives from justice,”
for the abandonment of jurisdiction by
Ohlo and facilitating their extradition to
Kentucky. The prisoners will contest ex-
tradition to Kentucky. The authorities
and the people of Newport feel aggrieved
that there should be fear of the prisoners
being lynched there. The sheriff says he
can take care of the prisoners.

Jackson has received a touching letter
from Mrs. Minnie J. Post, his sister. It
implores him to tell his lawyer the whole
truth. *“Tell it to him at once, my brother,
and bravely abide the consequences,” she
says.

The incarceration of Willlam Wood for
complicity in abortion and in procuaring
polson surprised the young man. Dr. Rust
was averse to going on his bond agzain.
His counsel said it was better for nim to be
in jail, and did not attempt to get a bond
for him.

SCOTT JACKSON'S CONFESSION,

He Admits That Walling's Conduct
Was Very Suspiclous.
Cincinnati, Feb. 12.-—8cott Jackson's
written statement to his attorney has been
given to the public. It undertakes to tell
chronologically his connection with the
case, beginning with Monday of the week
of tha murder. On that day, he savs, he

received a postal card from Will T. Wood, |

stating that Pearl Bryan would arrive in
Cinecinnati that night. He and Walling
went to the two depots, but both missed
her. On Tuesday morning he received a
note from Pearl at the college, and he and
He
saw her, but Walling 4id not. It was ar-
ranged that Walling should get a room,
without telling Jackson where it was, and
perform the operation. Walling not hav-
ing found a room, Miss Bryan went to the
Gerdes for supper and to the Indiana houw
for the night. He does not say where Pearl
was on Wednesday, except that he told
her to meet Walllng at Fourth and Race
streets at 10 o'clock. Walling left him to
meet her, and Jackson saw him no more
until Thursday afternoon at the college.
To his question of what was the news,
Walling answered “Everything is all right;
ghe is well” Jackson was at the college
until 5:39, and in his room most of the even-
ing. At 9:30 Walling came in and got
something from the cloget, took the grip
and went out. Friday morning Jackson
awoke and found Walling in bed, and they
went to the lecture together., That day
Jackson had his whiskers shaved off, at
the barber's suggestion. Walling was cut
all afternoon, but came the evening
and plaved a game of cards After 9
o'clock Walling took Pearl s grip,
put on ‘oat and went out, He
did not return until after 830 a. m., “for
at that time,” says Jackson, “I awoke and
found he was not in, s0o 1 p out the gas
and went to gleep.” On Saturday morning
he found Walling in bed

He then tells of their going
on Saturday and of reading in the papers
of the murder. When he asked Walling if
that was his case, Walling’s face turned
red and then pale, but he 4id not answer,
W 1 asked what he did with it, Wail-
ing simply said: ‘I threw it overboard."”
