Weak an<i half dased
from a inrllet wound In the neck. Miller
fought the burglar with tenacity and stub-
bornness. From the very outset It w»a a
li» rt\u25a0\u2666* struggle for life and liberty, Miller
caught the burglar by the wrist with hi*
left hand, an-l with hla right attempted to

draw hi* own revolver from the aide
pocket of hit coat. The revolver caught In
his handkerchief and dr<»p|>ed on the floor.
At tltat Instant the burglar tired, and tha
fust bullet at ruck Miller. As he sank t »

the fluor he dragged th« burglar down wlt't
him. Over and over they rolled, the burg-
lar continuing to discharge his revolver.
Fnally MiH« r got within ratdt of th<* re-
rolver in U.e floor. ai, I hw sent two bullet*
through t M burglar'# brain. The battle
over. Miller with a bullet in hi# heck,
aai>k ini.j unconsciousness, and on top of
h..n la> t >? ti>ing burglar. When the
iK-tleo reached tae house, having been at-
tracted by th* whistles blown by th«*
fiightenel Frankltna. the burglar gasped
once or talc* and w*s dMul Ills confed-
erates, wao a*r« working on the upper
11 \u25a0»??? of the residence, dropped their tools
and nuuki at t'l# Drat pistol aftft, ran
d an the hallway stairs an! e#>-ape i
through the frtmt dour Into the street

Miller'a wound la not to serldtta as at
first thought. The burglar's bullet struck
him In the aide of thf» neck, and. passing
through about two Inches of tha
emerged on the other aide. The carotid
artery w.t.s narrowly missed. Miller la
subject epileptic fits. and the **clt«-
merit of his tierce encounti r with the rob-
b« r l* reajwrnxibla f»r his condition. A
compVta *tory of hla discovery and fight
has not yet been obtained from hlrr..
