It Is well known that
such rays exist, and that they are effective
In photography, though o«r eves are inca-
pable of getting any sensation directly
from them. It not surprise us to find
that tbere arc u !'(*?? vtoiet rays which do
not readily penetrate glass, as tbere are
other rays which do not j>ene-
trate glass. The surprising characteristic
of cathode- ra>«, as I-eenard ha« found
them, is the uniform difficulty they have in
posing through bodies of different mate-
rials. Apparently Horntgcn finds much
Jess uniformity in this part\:»lar.

I,ondon, Jan. -Never in the history of

science hus a great discovery received
such prompt recognition and been so
quickly utilized in a practical way as the
new photography which Prof. Honlgen

gave to the world only three weeks ago.

Already It has been used successfully by

European surgeons In locating bullets and
other foreign substances in human bands,

arms and legs, and in diagnosing diseases
of the bom-a in various part* of the body.
It l» almost an old story now In It* first
features, and these seemingly miraculous
photographs are easily produced In many
physleai la!»oratori«.. while technical jour-
nals are publishing reproductions in their
t»age«. The fact that only a faint idea has
yet been gained of the practical possibili-

ties of thl* discovery Is already proven,
and it is difficult to keep i»ace with the as-
tonishing supplementary disclosures.

The most important of these is the ap-

plication of the new omniscient agent to
metallurgy. It has b<--t>n found that al-
though most metals are apparently opaque
to the rays uf tills strange light or force,
yet any Internal defects or lack of homo-

geneity In them are quickly detected and
record-d on the tell-tale plate. The sensi-
tiveness and accuracy of the negatives in
this respet t are dest rilied as marvelous.

No two metals are alike under this new
test. Lend proves to be almost as trans-
parent as aluminum and wood. Hitherto
if has not l>een |»ossihle without a compli-

cated process to test the uniformi'y of
structure of metal work, for Instanee.
gun l>arrels, iron rails, railroad wheels,
or to distinguish at sight the different var-
ieties of iron and steel. All this, it Is an-
ticipated. will tn shortly achievable by the
help of the new photography. It ts no ex-
aggeration to fay that this would mean
the complete revolution of many branches
of metallic Industry, especially In the man-

ufacture of arms.

CoimMsri the lli'p sitoatii>s.

Ixandcn. Jan. X>, iSJ*.
To tbe Editor: I was out today to that

quaint old town. Maidstone, on the "Mid-
way," ir the irreat East Kent hop district
of England. Mar.y of the principal streets
are crooktd. narrow lanes, not more than
a rod ami a half wide, with narrow side-
walks of ston<'. with rravt-l»-<i road'<e«i for
the street Of the 5*,T38 acres of hops in
England. are in the Kent districts,
much of which is tributary to this town;

in fact, it is the gr«-at h:<p center of En-
gland.

I went out on "market day." wh»rj

many factors of London and jtrow-

«rs meet, and saw a number of growers
who w< re nexlous to see that "arch enemy
of the bop icrowers of Kngland." some of
whom could not d
ajfainst tbe Yankees for destroying their
business. The Enelish rrowers attributed
alt their woes to the American tn>p grow-
ers. fj!*«uinjt that tiwir heaviest loaves
are caused by the production of poor qual-
ity. In this di^r 1 t. hosevrr, the propor-
tion of pr.<>r hops is! much l«s* than in
many other parts. In nearly every
case tbe growers insisted they would igo
right on growing bops unsil "you have
enough of it." meaning that pay or no pay,
they Intended to fight the Anrvt-ri< in hop

growers to the bitter end. Some, no doubt,
will, while oiii. rr- will no;.

I walk--(I out In the morning to the
old church yard, and to see the old bop
house just beyond, said to have been built
by t .» monk* A. I>. The position of
tbe old church to the bop houses was such
that one could readily see that each form-d
a part of a large imlosure wall of a large

court, in the midst of which stood a group
of low buildings, known as the "tithe sta-
bles." where the people used to come and
d<«posi» their tenth l«ushel, or part of all
they produced in kind, and In return re-
ceived absolution from their sins, present

and future. At one end of the hop build-
ing.-. whit h were of stone, was a massive
stone archway (through which Is now a
wagon pas-sageway). that shows plainly
was one of the entrances to the court. Tra-
dition sa> s on one of th»- angles was a
brewery, where the monks used to brew
their Mr and have a jolly good time after
prayer. There are yet tract s of the old hop
yard near by, known to have been in hops

160 years, but now laid by to rest. I could
not trace inscriptions on the tombstones
much over years old, though it was said
there wero graves both Inside and outside
the church over SUO years obi. Those old
stones outside were so weather worn that
the inscriptions were d>-stro>ed. showing

how vain It was for man to undertake to
perpetuate the memory of the dead. < xcept

for a few fleeting years.
But it was not of this that I s< t out to

write, nor Is it what your readers want to

hear. The quesrb>n is. What about the
hop situaiion? What is to become of us
poor mortals engaged in this "nefarious"
traffic, "cursed ! God?" That is what
the troubled hop farmers of England are
asking themselves, and asking. What are
w» to do if we go out of the hop business?
Grain does not pay the exp< uses of rais-
ing; Yankee beef Is cuttimr into the cattle
trade; hay won't j>ay. "What -shall wa

do?" the Kt-«hsh farmers are asking them-
selves Thousands upon thou-mds of
acres of wheat land (one-fifth of the area)
was last year turned out to pasture, and
now the seeming alternative is to do the
same with hops. AU aiiree there are too
many hop growers. l,ast year's crop sold
for less than cost of production, and this
year's (I'ViJ crop! is much worse, causing

the loss of vast sums of money. The hep
warehouses of Ixjndon are full of hops.
Recently s.'*o hales of English growth of
the lv't crop sold for - cents per pound,
and this year more than five times 5.100
hales of the InK crop have sold for no more
than 5 cents per pound, or, in other words,
about one-third the cost of production.
Nevertheless there are large blocks of th©
English growth that have been taken at
equal cost, and In a few cases more.
ChoiSe h->(- from all districts, either Kn-
glish or American, are s< arce and relative-
ly hi»;'i. yet drapg. I down by tne dead
w i ight of lower grades. I told the English
growers 'hat where they have not hereto-
fore be*-n producing choice hops they had
better quit. The same remark wdl apply
to the American grower as well, wherever
h«- Is. The present exce- < of acreage, if
continued, is certain to keep choice hops
down In the markets to cost and the lower
grades to the point of heavy loss.

No one . in even how many hops
l"?s will be crown in England this year
than last. There will he a few yards
grubbed, yet more turned out to pas-
ture and the roots preserved, while tho
greater part will lie cultivated more or less
carelessly, all of which will tend to mate-
rially lesser, next year's crop In Eneland.

Surplus or no surplus, if our Pacific
const hop* are promiscuously thrown upon
thi« market, as f>r a few years last past,
they will be ruthlessly slaughtered, as in
the past. Twenty different houses have
heen receiving consignments competing
against each other, some of whom are
strangers lo the value of sn h hops. If
one crop is slaughtered another is
soon to follow, and again another, until a
lower m«rket rate become an established
fact. The English are shrewd i ivers, and
know how to bide their time and wait.
The growers have re* ently had the » *peri-
en *, whiie the buyers have gotten the
hoi»s almost at their own price. This doubt-
less is th. hop m.»rket in the
world, but t ii a!s<j th<- greatest mill to
g'trtd down prir «. -at are invest-
.-1 in the business? som« would estimate
ftf.MMM?*o onf can r*ad:ly see how pow-
erful is the trm t'tat Influences the m»rk t.
