Arrived
at the camp, we were ushered into a large
room on the ground floor of a frame bulld-
ing. There was no stage or scenery, and
in the center of the room was a large oyl
inder stove. Soon after our arrival people
began coming from across the river by |
ferryboat. While I and my assoclates |
were at dinner the room was cleared of !
the stove and reading tables and a stage
platform erected at one end of the room,
Flags from a ship lying in the river and
bunting provided by those Interested in
the performance was all the scenery we
had.
