The iiapreme ' ourt Decides That i'eaee
W'»« F.atltied to lleeorer.

The decision made a couple of years ago

by,the superior court in favor of defend-
ants Butcliffe Baxter and Guy C. Phinney.
In the case of Hiram M. I'ease et al. vs.
Hut cliffs Baxter and Guy C. Phinney, has
been revers*-d by the supreme court. The
action dates back to August, when
Pease and his wife soki a piece of land to
Baxter and Phinney. Th» contract pro-
vided for the payment of the purchase
money in installments and that the prop-
erty should he conveyed to the grantees
when the purchase price should have been
fully paid and the provisions of the con-
tract lived up to. Baxter and Phinney en-
tered into possession of the property and
made paymenta until lis.utiu. or half otthe
purchase price, had been j»ald. The con-
tract also provided that the purchasers
should keep the property Insured for 53.Q00.
A complaint, filed in June, l.*w, alleged
that the sum of K2 W was due. but that It
had not been paid at the time of the com-
mencement of the suit. The Insurance had
also not been kept up according to the
terms of the contract. Upo* the failure to
pay the interest the plaintiff elected to re-
scind the contract according to Us terms
and serv<>i! notice on the defendants.

In deciding the matter the supreme
court says: "No case is cited by either
aide which is directly In point, and we

must conclude that the presumption has
always obtained In all courts that where
a contract was piain ami specific in its
terms, and no fraud waa alleged, the con-
tract must be enforced."

The opinion was written by Justice Dun-
bar, but dissented to by Justices Gordon
and Scott.

Important f.nmtx'r I(cclslon.
Judge Hartford yesterday dismissed the

suit of the United Htates against the Bel-
linghim flay Hoom Company, and In doing

no hsnded down an opinion which will be
rwcived with Interest throughout the state.
The company constructed a lKH>m at the
mouth of the Nook sack river, under the
proviHlon* of the art of Heft em her. Ixlo.
Judg* Hanford, In reviewing the case, holds
that the company had a right to do this,
and on this point he quotas a pertinent
decision of the United States supreme
court, delivered hy Justice Miller, who re-

fers to the fact that In the case of many
of the smaller streams in the Middle We>l,
lumber and Its cognate Industries are really
paramount to the Interests of navigation
In those particular streams. Moreover,
Judge Hanford, after alluding to the tes-
timony of the twenty-Hght witnesses who
testified In the present case, holds that the
Beilingham hay company has put in an
extensive plant, prosecuting In general a
method by which a targe amount of lumber
In this st-*te alon» «s available, and has
clwired the river of s lot of brush and
tree*. thereby removing fully as much of
an obstruction to navigation as it lmpos«sl
by its plant.
