tnautier appoint one person as the succes-
sor of the commissioner whone term of of-
tl e shall expire with the preceding year,
to s« rv« as such commissioner for three
years, Api>olnUnentS to fill vacancies shall
be for the unexpired term. All appoint-

and to fill vacancies, shall lie so made that
not more than two members shall at the
time of appointment be members of tiie
same political party.

The following cltv of-
fi. ers shall not be Included In the cfas-4-
fie-l civil service: All elective officers, the
assistant corporation counsel, the city at-
torn* v, the <Mty engineer, the superintend-
ent of lighting and water works, the sup-
erintendent of streets, sewers and park«,

the rneni'>ers of the board of health, the
health off! er. the employes of the health
defiartrnent other than sanitary Inspec-
tor. the llbmry commissioners, the r>ark
committee, the port warden, the juoges,
> lerka and Inspectors of the prl-
vate se« retary of the mavor. all clerks of
the treasurer, one chief clerk of the comp-

troller. and t e city comptroller for the first
term under this charter niaciw
an anpiolntlve officer fur that period shall
also be excepted.

Sec. 12. Removals. Everv officer or em-
ploye 1n the classified civil service shall
nold office until removed or retired. Any

offi er or employe In such service may be
removed by the appointing power only up-
