He looked for another
place where a battle might be brought off
and found it near Hi Pasd. Tex. He se-

cured Wtislamon*' consent for a fight for
a big purse, and then came north to look
up Corbett. Arriving tn this city, he
learned of Maher's victory over O Donnell
and of «'orbett's transfer of the champion-

ship. Maher was then substituted, with
Fitxsimmons' consent. Stuart then ar-

ranged for other battles, intending to have
a fistic carnival on a large scale. In all,
-ix battles were to have been fought.
Maher went to l.as Cruces, a New Mexi-
can town about fifty miles from El Paso,

and Fltxstmrnons located tn Juarez, right

&\u25a0 ross the river irom El Paso. Both went
into active training. In ttme the other pu-
gilists arrived, and matters looked good
for the success of Stuart's plans. Stuart
had not divulged the place where the
fights w ere to take place, however, but in-
sisted that they should be held without
Interference and without breaking any
law.

In Washington City only a few days
ago a hill ? passed prohibit Ins prize-
fights in any of the territories of the Unit-
ed States. This barred Stuart from New
Mexico, and ia« the first of his troubles.
Then the Mexican government declared
against the fights, and troops were called
out to enforce the law. Texas Rangers
w ere on hand to sec that the fight did not

take place In their state. Through it all
Stuart steadily maintained that the fights

would take place. Finally Maher's eyes
became swollen and inflamed from dust
which had fallen into them from the ceil-
ing of his training quarters after dislodg-

ment by a football. He could not fight on
February 11. according to the articles of
agreement, and a postponement was made
until last Monday, and on that day a

further postponement until today was ar-
ranged. Stuart then declared all the
other battles off. and devoted his entire
time and attention to the big fight.

Reaiai'kublo Career of the World*-*
< hauipion I'ligili*!.

Robert Fitzsimmons. champion pugilist
of the world, and, next to John L. Sulli-
van. the greatest fist-fighter that ever
lived, was born of Irish parents at llels-
ton, Cornwall. England, June 4, lv?2. When
a boy he removed to Timaru. New Zea-
land. with his parents. He was appren-
ticed to a blacksmith, and can today make
a horseshoe quicker than almost any other
man in the world. He made his first ap-

pearance in the ring at Timaru in an ama-
teur boxing contest, and at once made him-
self famous by knocking out four men in

one night and winning the amateur cham-
pionship of New Zealand. He maintained
his championship title the following year
by knocking ,6tK five men in one nUlit at
a tournament gotten up by J<m Mace.
Herbert Sla le. the Maori, who was defeat-
ed by Sullivan in Madison square garden,

was also bested by Fitzsimmons at Mace's
tournament. His debut as a professional
was ma le at Arthur Cooper's expense,
whom he knocked out In three rounds at
Timaru. His next victim was Jack Mur-
phy, who lasted four rounds. Then Jim
Crawford fell a victim to Fitzsimmons'
terrific hitting powers in three rounds.
These last battles were fought under Iwn-
dot» prize ring rule.- New Zealand thea
grew to small for Fitzsimmons, and ho
went to Sydney and nut all com-rs at

Foley's athletic hall. Here he met
an 1 put out Brlnsmt ad, a heavyweight, in
two rounds, and Jack Greentree, a middle-
weight, In three rounds. He then returned
to New Zealand and whipped Dick I.andel
in four rounds Bill Slavin was the next
man to go down before the all-conquering
Fitzsimmons. Slavin consoled himself
with the fact that he had lasted seven
rounds, while four was the most that any
of his predecessors had stayed before the
lanky, red-haired blacksmith. Jim Hall
was put out In five round* on the first oc-
casion of their meeting, and went out in
four rounds when they met the second
time. The third battle between Hall and
Fitzsimmons was the alleged fake fight.
Starlight, the colored middleweight cham-
pion of the Antipodes, was whipped in nine
rounds by Fitzsimmons. Then Prof. West
was vanquished by Fitzsimmons. and he
came to this country. Fitzsimmons' first
battle in this country was with Billy Mc-
Carthy. of Australia, In the California Ath-
letic Club rooms. San Francisco. The con-

summate ease with which he defeated Mc-
Carthy stamped him at once In the eyes of
the Csllfornlans a« one of the best men of
his class. His next fight was with Arthur
t'pham. at New Orleans. T'pham was no

match for the New Zealander. and was

knocked out In the fifth round. Then cams
his memoraMe fight with Jack Dempsey,
thf Nonpariel, at New Orleans. January
14, and Dempsey, without having
been In the fight at all, was knocked
out a! the end of the thirteenth round.
On Mafh 2, FltisMmmons de-
feated Peter Maker In twrtve rounds at

New Orleans. Hia next fight, with Jim
Hall, was also at N»-w Orleans. and Hall
was knocked out In the fourth round.
Aft< r that Pan Creedon miwunbrt. Joe
t'hoynski was bes».»d hy Fltxslmmon* In
an exhibition match In NVw York. On No-
\ i-mN r 17, while boxinsr with C"or>
