the L'nlted States. The task of defending

the vast boundaries of the United States

is enough to tax the resources of a very

wealthy nation, and there seems to be no
corresponding gain for the anxiety and
expense attending any effort In time of

war to extend protection to Islands lying

far from our coasts and even farther from

our material interests.

The anniversary of the day which gave

to human liberty the great and patriotic

Iwader la the mowt sacred in the calendar of

American proKress and ranks with that of

the national birth. Although one hun-

dred and sixty-four years have passed, the

beacon of his glorious llfs stands out clear-

er end brighter than In the daya of Its ut-

most activity. Time may have idealized it,

but It still remains the emblem of all that

is pure and nobis In human character and

human aspiration.

The attempt made by Grant in I*7o to ac-
quire San I>omlngo was defeated through

Sumner's antagonism to Grant, but it is

fortuntte for this nation that the unpleas-

antness occurred, Grant hail gone so far

as to negotiate a treaty with the president
of the republic of San T>omln«o. and con-
gress authorized the appointment of three

commissioner* to visit the island and as-
certain ths wishes of the people as to an-
nexation. Their report was favorable, but

public opinion had become cooled on ths

suMect and It has never been revived.

Kven more could be said for the annexa-

tion of I'tlha. It is more wealthy In those

products which would be commercially

profitable to this country than the other

Island. The business relations between the

two are much more intimate and conge-

nial. The military Importance Is scarcely
less, although the relative position is not

so advantageous; as a naval station it

would facilitate home operations on the

Gulf.

The stirring events which centered al»out

Ids military r»rwr long formed the prin-

cipal theme In connection with his nanw,

but as the century rounded oat from their

close they Batik Into a secondary place,

and passed Into the ilontln of history.
