TheCharg# Aff.iinst llirn Is "Warring
Against a Friendly State "

The Mob Worships the Man Who
Nearly Plunged England Into War

Popular Demonstration.

London, F*b. 25.?1t was probably not
without ic«ign that the appearance of Dr.
Jameson for arraignment in the Bow

from being viewed as a political enter-
prise, is looked upon as a chivalrous an l
knightly adventure to succor hard-pressed
friends and fellow countrymen. It was for
this reason that the crowds about the How-
street police court were kept waiting and
everything possible done to make a mys-
tery of the movements of I»r. Jameson. It
was hoped that the ardor of his admirers
would be cooled by the long w.ilt. and that
the noisy mob waiting to elver him would
{trow weary and depart. Rut »!! this strat-
egy was without avail. The people insist-
e I upon waiting They »:re\\ impatient

and somewhat irritable, to be suit', and
