No Step In Construction Taken With-
out a Thorvagh Understanding.

! mal school here were considering a prop-

he believed, from the representations made
to him by the sub-contractors for the
foundation, that, on account of the excep-
tionally favorable conditions existng. he
| could make the proposed change without
| additignal cost and give the state & much
| finer bullding than could be bullt of the
quality of brick specified. The identity of
the architects competing with plans was

til all the designs had been carelully ex-
amioed and all except three or lour me-
Jected. A decided preference was shown
for the classic design submitted by Mr.
Black, of Fairhaven, and more Lime was
spent by the experts employed by the
| board In a fruitless effort to bring the
cost of its construction within the neces-
sary Mmit fixed than was spent by them
upon adl the other pians. The design
finally adopted, that of Bkiliings
| & COorner, of Sealtle, was notL ac-
| cepted untll the board had been
| assured by the best authority It could
| obtain in the state that the bullding could
| be bullt within the fixed limit of cost, vis.,
| $36,000, The bids, of which seven were ten-
dered, were publicly opened and read No-
vember 1 and a day or two later the con-
tract was awarded to the lowest bldder,
Willlam B. Davey, of Falrhaven, for $34,-
128, or only about $150 less than the bid of
of Mr. Erickson, of Seattle, who has the
reputation of being a most rellable and
successful contractor. The board then
took the precaution to employ as superin-
tendent Architect Lee, of this city, who
designed and supervised the construction
of the city hall and has had many years'
experience as an architect and bullder.
He is regarded as a man of strict integrity
and the utmost satisfaction was expressed
at his appointment. The contractor's bond
was fixed at $15,000 and the sureties were
required to qualify for double that amount
in the aggregate.

Then work was begun. The contract
provides that the foundatW® up to the
lovel of the basement floor, shall be built
of sandstone taken from the vicinity of
the bullding site. In obtaining this a
quarry of light gray bullding stone was
opened, pronounced by experts superior
to that used in the construction of the
county courthouse. Then came the sug-
gestion to build the outer walls of stone
instead of brick. The architect was au-
thorized to make, at the expense of the
contractor, supplementary drawings of
the elevations to show the appearance of
i the bullding If bullt of sTone, and serve as
a basis for a comparative estimate of cost,

Cincinnati, Feb, 27.—The excitement at-
tending the proposed extradition today of
Scott Jackson and Alonzo Walling to Ken-
tucky on the charge of murdering Pearl
Bryan on January 31 gave rise to various

, Was that the head of the murdered girl

had been found there at 3 p. mu. today. It
was carefully examined, and the skuil and
testh were reported to bear a blance
to the head of Pearl Bryan. most re-
liabie information is that the head
is not that of the victim of the Fort
Thomas tragedy, but that some students
from the medical college took the head
of a woman from the dissecting room aad
worked a ruse on the officers.

Wichita Falls, Tex., Feb. 27.—The irci-
dents immediately preceding the lynching

of Foster Crawford and Younger Lewis last |
night were these: The jail was garrisoned |
by six Rangers and twenty-five special |

deputies all day. The local authorities
were in communication with Gov. Culber-
son, and the state militia were expected
here to protect the prisoners. District
Judge George Miller allowed the Rangers
to go home. They were worn out with
hard riding, and at 4:30 p. m. left for their
headquarters at Quanah. The funeral of
Dorsey, the murdered cashier, occurred at
5 o'clock, and the long procession of car-
riages and the grigf of the widow and
three orphans wakehed the fires that bad
been smoildering all day, and there was
ominous activilty apparent on the streets,
At dark the streets were nearly deserted,
and it began to be whispered that the fire
bell would be heard at night. Every one
understood that this was to announce that
preparations for the lynching had been
compileted. At 9 o'clock the fire bell rang
out, and people could be seen coming from
everywhere. Everybody went toward the
Jail. When the crowd had reached the steps
leading into the yard tney found District
Judge Miller, Attorney R. E. Huff and Dis-
trict Attorney Carter walting for them.
Judge Miller and Huff addressed the
crowd, urging the abandoament of the
Ilynching. A voice from the crowd said:
“Think of the blood of poor Dorsey.” Mil-
ler replied: ‘If poor Dorsey could speak
to you tonight he would join with me in
asking you not to commit this great
wrong.” Another volce rang out: “Think
of the poor widow.” *“The poor widow,”
said the judge, “has already asked that
you abstain from violence and allow the
law to take its course.” Cries from the
crowd, such as “Choke him off,” followed,
but the crowd hesitated. They lacked or-
ganization, and needed a leader. The
crowd, which numbered nearly 1,000, wav-
ered, but as large numbers from the coun-
try kept arriving fresh courage was In-
spired, and the jail was finally surrounded,
Here a halt of two or three minutes was
méde, and there was considerabls cursing.
The crowd edged slowly toward the depu-
ties and made a rush. The door was brok-
en open, and the men poured themselves
into the upper story of the jail, where the
prisoners were confined. The doors of the
cells inwhich the two men were locked were
forced, and an entrance effected. Foster
Crawford and Younger Lewis, alias The
Kid, greeted their captors with & “Howdy,
boys,” telling them tney were ready. They
were rushed to the vicinity of the bank
they had endeavored to rob, and lynched.

A tatholie Priest Fatally Shot.

Ferdinand Bergmeyer, father superior of
the Franciscan mission, was fatally shot
by Bernard Henry Gerhard Krusemeyer, a
man who had been employed at the mission
for over a year.

Mrs. Sanders Turned Loose.
Mre. Helen Sanders who left her hue
band George over in Kitsap county about
three weeks ago, and who bas becn Lving

a Swedish engineer, C. J. Magneil, of whose
plan to make the boat locomotive on beth
sea and land the London Graphic gives an
interesting account. :

The steamer when on land runs on ralls
just as a train does, the motive power be-
ing the same that turns the propeller. Mr,
Magnell's steamer is called the Swan, and
is now at work in the northern part of the
island of Zeeland, in Denmark. . It performs
its journey tan times daily, and crosses the
intervening isthmus of dry land in a per-
feotly satisfactory manner every time. The
little amphibious boat is about 5 feet long
and 9 feet in the beam, draws 3 feet of
water, and can accommodate 70 persons.
The engines are 27 horse power and work
the propelier when the boat is in the water,
By an ingenious arrangement, as soon as
the steamer approaches the rails the shaft
of the propeller is disconnected from the
engine and the crank shaft of the driving
wheels becomes connected. A series of
posts are arranged which insure the safe
guldance of the boat on to the ralls. The
wheels work in water-tight boxes, and it is
found these answer very well. The wheels
are of the same size as those ordinarily in
use on raliways, while the track is slight-
ly hollowed, to allow for the keel, which
projects very slightly below the level of
the rails.

When the boat has crossed the isthmus
and re-enters the water the wheels are
thrown out of gear and remain locked while
the engine works the propeller. There is
no perceptibie jarring or joiting either when
the veasel is coming on to the rails or leav-
ing them. The steamer !s said to be a suc-
rcess in every way, and is proving to be a
remunerative speculation. Whether we
shall live to see the principle applied to
ocean-going ships is doubtful, especially
when we come to consider the enormous
dead weight of one of our Atlantic “‘grey-
hounds.” But for small steamers the idea
is evidently good and practicable. The in-
ventor thinks that amphibious boats of
this description will be largely used in
countries like Sweden, Finland and the
Baltic provinces of Russia and Germany,
where there are so many lakes and arms
of the sea separated by low-lying necks of
land. That the invention is believed in by
the people of Denmark is evident from the
faot that several more of these rallway
steamers have been ordered.
