Hawlej and Brin; Suit
in the Federal Conrt

OBJECT TO HOKE SMITH'S ORDER

Will Tsot Eleven Other Entries of Simi-

lar Tenor-Were the Lauids En-

tered fbr Speculation?

A land suit of anusual interest has been
filed m the Federal court in this city, the
legal title of the suit being "Ravaud K.
Hawiey and Russell A. Aiger va E. Edgar
Diller." The suit is important because of
the prominence of ths parties involved.
Mr. fciw ley being one of the most promi-

nent lumber meaand ens of the wealthiest
m«a of Ohio, whils Gen. Aiger, waoss pa-

latial residence in Detroit is known ail
over the world, and who has more than
once competed for the honor of a Repub-

lican nomination for president of the Unit-
ed States, is too well known to need furth-
er identification. It Is aibo important be-
cause It Is a test suit, representing no
fewer than eleven other cases of like tenor.

It has already obtained some degree of
celebrity from ths fact that Its hearing
before the local land office broke tha rec-
ord, consuming more than three months
in the taking of testimony and depositions.

The story of the case as given in the
complaint tiled with the clerk of th* Fed-
eral court in this city is about as follows:

Henry G. Hackley entered a quarter sec-
tion of land in Ska«it county April 30, iB6O,
paying I4uo to the receiver at Oiympia, and
taking out ail necessary papers. Hackley
afterward sold the land to Stephen S. Bai-
ley. to whom he gave a warranty deed.
When Mr. Hawley and Gen. .\Jger were
making their investments in Northwestern
lands they bought this tract of Bailey.

Meanwhile the special agent, who has
given so much trouble with reference to
land claims throughout this section, had
made a report adverse to Hackley's entry,

and the commissioner of the general land
office at Washington City suspended the
entry August 9, ISBB, and held it subject to
cancellation, notifying Hackley. Bailey,
Hawley and Alger that they would be al-
lowed sixty days within which to apply for
a hearing to show causs why such entry

should be sustained.
Hawley and Alger first moved for a dis-

missal. but this motion was denied by the
commissioner; whereupon the case was
consolidated with eleven other similar en-
try cases, and a hearing was bad in this
city nearly six years ago, which, as has
already been said, broke the record as to
length of time consumed. As a result of
this hearing the r» gister and receiver here
were divided in their opinions. Under the
rules of practice obtaining in the land de-
partment, all the papers in the case were
accordingly forwarded to the general land
office at Washington City. The general
commissioner, after considering the cast s
at great length, held that all twelve of the
entries were perfectly regular and legal,
and ordered them removed from suspen-
sion. placed upon the records, aud patents
issued therefor.

Prior to the Issue of the patents, how-
ever, the seoretary of the interior ordered
all the papers turned over to his office,
where they slumbered for about three
years, or until the expiration of his term
of office. Thea came the order of Secre-
tary of the Interior Hoke Smith, dated Oc-
tober 19. 1&3, In which, after an elabor-
ate review of the history and circum-
stances of the ease!, and of the testimony

of J. Theodore IxJhr, the only witness in
the case, he concluded, while not denying
the right of a purchaser in good faith to
sell his land, that the «rtrk» in the cases
pending were made as part of a scheme
of speculation, expressing his conclusion
In the following vigorous fashion:

"I have thus stated In detail and at un-
usual length the evidence relating to the
alleged fraudulent rSaaraeter of these en-
tries for the purpose of making clear the
ground upon which my conclusion Is based.
At every point where Mr. Bailey app«sars,
the conveyances were made to him very
shortly after the entries were made; he
advanced the money to make roost If not
all of the entries; he was a hotel keeper;
Lohr was to select the lands, find the per-
sons to make the entries, locate them
thereon, and Bailey was to pay the ex-
penses; upon the pwchase of the land
Bailey was to receive a d«?ed for the tract,

and Lohr and Balley_ were to divide the
profits. All the circumstances eatlsfy my
mind that this was the arrangement; Lohr
picks up clerks, bartenders, grocery men.
school teach«rs. lawyers, in a word, any
body who was willingto make the loca-
tion or he concerned in it for a consider-
ation. They were mostly young men with-
out any permanent abiding place.

"It is very strange. Indeed, If they en-
tered the laed for their own exclusive use
and benefit that they should have conveyed

it to Mr. Bailey on the same day that the
entries were made, of within a day or
two thereafter, when the evidence shows
that he was engineering tifse entries from
the 41ms the parties made the first affi-
davit until they submitted their final

proof. It is very plain to my mind that

this was a scheme put up in the first In-

stance bv Ixvhr and Builey for the piw-

pose of acquiring title to the iand for spec-
ulative purpcees.

"I.ohr shows br his testimony that these
several entrymen were induced by him to
make these purchases, he telling them
that he would buy their claims ant jrive

them $» mors than any one else would;
that this premise was njsde to the parties

as an inducement to take his word end
knowledge as to the quantity and quality

of the timber, and that while he does not
remember loaning any of the«* entrymen

money, yet that It is probable he did;

and when he did so h« sometimes took

notes and sometimes trusted to their
honor.

"By this and other similar testimony he
leaves no doubt in nw tnfnd that he pro-
cured these entries to bo made purely on
speculation. Entries made in this way «,nd
for this purpose are In violation of the
spirit and lettor of the law; for the appli-

cant to purchase is required to make af-
ffdavit that he "does not apply to pur-
chase the same on speculation. * **

The plaintiffs, who are represented by
Jennor A L*gg. of this city, naturally find
a series of objections to the finding of tho
secretary of interior, whose conclu-
sftms and argument are severely reviewed;
chief among th* points tn the complaint
being that Hackley p-rfected his original
entry, and that no part of the entry fee
has ever been refunded to htm, and that
the secretary hu erred in his construc-
tion of the law.
