CITY OF BRISTOL INUNDATED.

Hoary Bridget Swept Amy tod flrttt

Dtmtct Done A Mill Owotr

Loam His Lift.

Br!st?!. Conn..
flood in the history of Bristol swept down
the Perrjebeck vaiiey this morning,

spreading ruin and desolation on every
hand. The town of Bristol was a heavy

sufferer during the storm of a few weeks
asro, when stx men lost their live* but
the waste of waters before daylight thlo
morning eclipses ail previous records. The
heavy rain and malting snow on the moun-
tains swelled the basin of the old copper
mine dam In Whtggsvllie, the northern
section of this town, until It burst, tear-
ing away 100 feet of the granite ma-
sonry and letting out a volume of water,
covering seventy-Cve end forty feet

high. Into tho river below, which itself
was a roaring torrent.

The breaks occurred about 2 o'clock. The
great body of water tore down the valley

with a roar that was heard above the
no:se of the storm for miles away. For
the first two miles there were no build-
ings near tho river, and tho water poured
out on the marshes and plains. At Foresi-
vllle, four miles below, people living near
the river were obliged to abandon their
residences as the water broke into the
lower stories. In many cases before tho In-
mates were out of bed. The roar of tho
flood aroused families for miles around,
and many people whose houses the flood
had not reached, parked up what effects
the}' could, in anticipation of being sum-
marily evicted.

The highway bridges on nearly all roads
crossing the Pequebeck were swept away.
The streets of Bristol and the village of
Forestvillo were badly washed In many
places. The lower stories of dozens of
hous-s were covered wfth water In the
morning, and much property in tho celUra
was ruined. The New England railroad
was undermined In many places, and
wrecking crews have been at work all
day. The Bristol Brass and Coke Com-
pany's factory was flooded, the water
cut.Ung a channel fifty feet wide and
twelve feet deep. The highway bridge at
Fore»tville sagged several feet, and is In
an condition. It is estimated
that fne town of Bristol will lose from
wo to 175.000 by tht. damage to the bridges
and roads.

THE STOBM IS THE EAST.

Stranded X w York lluulod Free, and
Ij*Bourgogue Put* Back.

New York, March I.?Saturday's numer-
ous marine disasters gave steamship and
shipping people plenty to talk and worry
about today. The fog lifted this morning,
but a driatillng rain kept up all day. After
her collision with the Ailsa the Bourgogne
anchored In the lower bay and there Capt.
I'olrot decided to put back to this city.
This was done as a precautionary measure
and to allay the fears of the passengers.
As soon as the big vessel was docked a

for> e of men set to work placing a new
plate on the starboard side near the stern.
The plate was four feet wide by fifteen
feet long, and three-eights of an Inch
thick. These repair, it was said, were only
made as a matter of precaution, as the
vessel did not seem the worse for her col-
lision with the Ailsa. A bulletin was post-

ed in the office and the cabins to the efTeet
that the Bourgogno would sail tomorrow
morning.

Superintendent West made a statement
today deny ing that Ij» Bourgogne was un-
der headway at the time of the collision.
On the contrary, he assorted, her fnglnea
were reversed before she struck the Ailsa.
He said also that Immediately after the
collision a boat was lowered and the first
lieutenant and a ship's crew were dis-
patched to the Ailsa. which, he said, was
Immediately lost to view hi the fog. Mr.
West said he had no apprehension of libel
proceedings htincr instituted against the
Bourgocne. There is reason to believe
that arbitration will be resorted to for
final st-ttlement of the matter between the
two steamship companies.

Second Car>t. Dioquel .of I.a Bourgogne.
made the following supplementary state-
ment tonight: "1 was on the forecastle
peak getting ready to lower anchors at the
time of the collision. The engines had stop-
ped. but the ship was moving wtth the ebb
tide. We were taking soundings at the
time. The Ailsa. I should Judge, was then
some 150 feet away. Had we been going at
full speed we would hive cut her stem off.
I s gnaled the captain and the engine was
sent astern, but before they could cet con-
trol of the ship, the cra'h came. We could
not s*o from cur placft how much damage
had been done. The fog was the worst I
ever mw, and what with the whistles and

1 ? l!s us, there was no little confu-
sion."

The s'cond captain's statement 1* Import-

ant in that It differs from the statements
made by Superintendent \\>st. Superin-
tendent West declared earlier in the day
that La Bourgcwme's engines were reversed
before the collision occurred and that the
ship was crawling a! >ng at the slowest rate
possible.

The sunken Ailsa lies one half mile south-
west o? Fort Hamilton in fifty feet of wa-
*er. Her topmast and the top of her smoke-
sta -k are out of water.

The American line steamship New York,
which grounded near the Quickstep buoy
In the lower hay during a dense fog yes-
terday morning, came off at 8.30 this
morning and steamed at once to her dock
In this city. The first anl second cabin
pa.s=encers were transferred to the city
last ni jht. During the night 1.700 pieces
of earco were transferred into barges In
order to lighter, the steamer. Shortly he-
fore 7 this monlrsr preparations w»re com-
pleted to haul off the steamer. Fortunate-
ly the weather prove 1 most favorable and
aided materially In bating the ship.
About 7 o'clock th* wr?~kln* sf armers
ma 1e their hawsers f \u25a0 i t > t e New York,
and with their heals to the southeast
pulled steadtlv on the steamer. The «h!t>'s
powerful twin screws churned at full
«pee.J and at S M the New York heeled sud-
«b ulv to port and moved ahead toward the
chanrel. The tugs' hnwsr«-s were cast o!T

in less than five minutes the New
York was on her way to this cltv.

Make a statement.

TO BEGIN THE WORK SOON.

They Consecrate Their l.lves to the
service of 1 xu-ndiuif God's King-

dom In Awtriu*.

New York, March I.?The announcement
that Mr. and Mrs. Ballmgton Booth wouid
head a separate religious movement inter-
ested a large bouy of the officers as well
as the rank and lite of the Salvation Army
in this city today. There wen; the usual
revival meetings heiu at the Fourteenth
street headquarters, % hero Capt. Keith
was conductor, but none of the speakers
made any reference to the army troubles.
Few members 01 the ai«:y were willingto
express openly their teeiintjs toward the
new movement, but it was plain from their
demeanor that their old leader had still
the strongest bold on their affections, and
moat of them wul, in the event of a sepa-
rate movement, follow his lead.

Ballington Booth, ex-commander of the
Salvation Army in the United Slates, gave
out the followliig statement late tonight:

"Being continually piessed upon all sides
to state deiiiiilciy what action 1 w ill take,
I desire to make known our present posi-
tion:

"First? We did not wish It said that we
had taken the Salvation Army?that we

had through ambition swept the organiza-

tion In,this country out of the general's
hands, or that we had tuken property

which we had acquired while owing alle-
giance to him. Furthermore, we did not
want to Influence those undar bis author-
ity, through their loyalty and steadfast-
ness to us, nor have It said that we proved
faithless to a trust reposed in us, so far as

administration was concerned. We had
no alternative but to accept our dismissal,
v.hlch closed our allegiance and negotia-
tions with London.

"Second?Wo cannot, however, close our
eyes to the fact tliat we have another al-
legiance; we are not our own and cannot
dispose of our lives and Influences to
please ourselves. God has called us to

work for 111m. We dare not, therefore,

remain idle. We have also at heart the
interests of our country, which so loudly
calls to us to continue our mission. See-
ing that the people of the United States,
In an urgent and unmistakable manner,
have voiced their desire that we should
inaugurate a movement affording us tin

opportunity to continue our labors for
the uplifting of the unchurched and un-
christian people of our country, and as
there appears to be no alternative between
this course and retiring from public ser-
vice, we have decided on the former
course of action. It is furtherest from
our desires that such a new and Inde-
pendent movement should be hostile to
the one we have labored so long and BO
hard to uplift. The United States with its
vast and ever-increasing population should
offer ample room for such efforts without
un-Christian warring.

"Third? lt would be premature to de-
cide on the details of our future labors. We
seek abovo all else God's leading, and an
organization cannot be formed within a
day, and one that owns Christ as its head
cannot be founded on the opinion and en-
thusiasm of th« moment. We shall prob-
ably have but a small beginning and gain
strength step by step.

"Fourth- We shall assuredly, under any
circumstances stand for the principles we
have hitherto upheld, having for our aim
the saving of souls, the unity of effort in
work, spiritval plainness and self-sacrifice
anl simplicity of dress that speaks of our
Christ following.

"Fifth?We cannot at this Juncture, over-
done in body and overstrained in nerve,
give out the date when we shall be able to
commence public work. Indep 1, it will be-
seen to be wise to do nothing in haste b»st
it should be 111-done, tut to do with ail fore-
thought, that it may be well done and per-
maruutly done. We are most anxious rvt
to act upon impulse or under strong pres-
sure, but as God shall guide us, .through
cir -iimsiances, ar.d with cool and calm
judfrmont as to what we believe and feel to
be right
"In closing we desire to assure all who are

Interested in this matter that we have earn-
estly consecrated our lives to the aervice
of strengthening religious principles ans
extending God's kingdom In America.

respondent, "that Spain Intends to follow
the same course Unit America did when
tha European governments recognised the
b< il!gtr®ncy of the South durinjtr the se-
cession war, should President Cleveland
carry out the senate's resolution. Mean-
time, four ironclads, two cruisers and sev-
eral gunboats will be sent to Cuba. Th®
coast defenses of Culm," the correspon-
dent concludes, "will be increased. Or-
ders have been issued to prevent demon-
strations throughout the country."

The Standard says in an editorial on th*
above dispatch: "We cannot be surprised
at the strong feeling evoked. «ven grant-
ing, for argument's sake, that t-hs United
States had the right to interfere. The
language which the senators \j?el was al-
most recklessly offensive. If President
Cleveland !s compelled to art, his task
is rendered almost hopeless by the ex-
travagance of American svmpathlzers

\u25a0with the insurgents. Spanish statesmen
are unring their countrymen to keep cool.
It would be well if America would follow
their example. Neither nation ha* any-
thing to gain by allowing the dispute to
develop into an open conflict.

do that. They probably would feel little
enthusiasm for a war not involving the na-
tional "eeurity or honor." Gen. Camnos
thought recognition would be a blessing In
di?g lise, because if the United States sent
troops to Cuba there would be regular bat-
tles Instead of skirmishes. Ernilar Casfil-
lar has said that the whole American army,
navy and militia would be inadequate for
such an enterprise.
