March J.-Forecast Officer
Henry j. Cox said tola": "There are th»-*»»»
storm centrrr ir the country this morning,
one off the Massachusetts roast, another
over Northern California, the third over
the western Gulf coast.

Texas, turning to snow In Kansas. Mis-
souri, Nebraska. lowa.

"You see yourself what stringent meas-
ures I have adopted to protect the persona
of the representatives of friendly powers
in Madrid, an llndee 1 throughout Spain t
will not allow any disturbance of the public
peace, because I feel convlned that in
spite of what has occurred the practical
portion of the community of the t'nited
States will reeogniz* the impossibility of
recognizing the Cuban Insurgents as bel-
ligerents. The Indignation throughout

Spain is intense, but 1 shall keep it within
bounds. Today the civil gua-d In Barce-
lona charged a crowd of students. Th» Ml
ruaris did well, l>ecause j gave ord.-r# that
there was to be no disturbance of the pub-

lic peace."

CUBANS tiET THEIIIVIEAMF.It.

No Law by AVhlch Gen. Gircla'a Espe-
(litlon <an It'* He'd.

Washington City. March 3. The «t»>am-
ship Bermuda, which was recently sei*-d
by Federal officers in New York bay as
she was preparing to sail for Cuba with
men and arms in aid of the insurgent
cause, has been ordered released by the
authorities here. However conclusive the
evidence may be that th? Bermuda wis

about to depart upon this mission, the
law and the decisions of the courts clearly
prohibit her seizure and confiscation. It
was the Intention of the g -vf-mrent, at

the time of the arrest of I ? r captain, to

detain the vessel no longer than was nec-
essary to ascertain who her owners were
and all other facts relative to her status
under the law. The disposition of the
arms captured has not yet been deter-
mined.

Canada Would Destroy the N««AIW.
Ottawa. March J.?From an official doc-

ument which has been laid before parlla-

ment it I# evident that the Canadian au-

thorities ard resisting the pr>\u25a0* ire from
the United States government for a revis-
ion of the liering »ea regulations on tha
ground that th<* obvious intention of the
reprisal Is to destroy the Canadian Indus-
try of pelagic sealing. The whole matter

is set forth in a report from Mr. Cosflgsn,

minister of martne and fisheries, which
show* xxi))' statistics ihat In spite of har-
assing regulations the scaling industry Is
not decreasing. The Canadian yield for
I*T*s was 13,<«i skins moro than th<> aver-
age for the past seven years. The report

concludes that as the seals ate not becom-
ing extinct, (he need for a revision of the
regulations does tK»t exist.

A petition was received t«»day by lh"
senators and members from Maine, signed

by the st ite ofliceis of the A. P. A., pro-
testing In warm terms against the ac-
