M *t
of the appropriation for trr.rk of this char-
acter for the current flsiai year has been
consumed, and without special ituv.s I >n
It would be Impossible to make some Im-
portant outlays until July, whtn the ap-
propriation for the nexi year would b«
available. After some discussion the com-
mittee decided to add the appropriation
asked for to the general bill which Is be-
ing framed, and to make the amount
Immediately available.

A Democratic Member From Alabama
lAmtm IIUMoat.

Washington City, March 13 -After two
days or debate the house, by a vote of 173
to &S". ur.xjted <;ssteri A. Kobbins from thg
I'ourth Alabama district and decided that
his f'opulist-Republican opponent. W. F.
Aldricb. waa elecied and entitled to the
seat. All th' Republicans, wlih the excep-
tion of White of lllinoi- all the Populists

and three Democrats. Cobb. Doekery ar.d
De Armond of Missouri, voted for the ma-

jority report. The fifty-nine votes against
th* report were cast by Democrats, with
one exception.

Th* r«r furnished the Republicans with
mat- rial for alrir.fr their view* on the
Southern elections. It being admitted bv
the minority that fraudulent ballots to the
extent of over 3.<o> were ca»t for the con-
t« *tee In Pallas county.

Dlnimore of Arkansas. who closed the de-
bate for the minority today, claimed that
the lie publicans pr > on the erro-
neoui assumption that all the negroes »u
the Bouth voted the Republican tl ket. Mr.
Kobbins was a member of the last house.

Before the case was taken up the house
passed bills requiring officers of American
steamers to be citizens o>f the United States,

and repealing the laws exempting from
tonnage dues vessels from countries which
extended similar exemptions to our vessels.
The house adjourned over until M >nday.

All proceedings !n the hout.e at the night

session. which was to have be* a devoted,

Socialists Expose Dr. Peters.

Emperor William's Friend.

HE HAD A NEGRO MISTRESS.

She Was Fait hies* and He Hanged Hei
and Her Black Para mourecusa-

tion In the lteiclistajs.

London, March 14.?A dispatch from Ber-
lin to the Times describes a stormy scene
In the reichstag It arose through Herr
ttebel, the Socialist leader, accusing r-r.
Carl Peters, the African explorer, while
h" was Imperial commissioner to Afri jl
in I©l. with causing a negro and negr«.ss
to be hanged without trial, to the nearest
tree, because they had taken a fancy to
each other, of which I»r. Peters, being hiin-

\u25baelf intimate with the negress. disapproved. 1
The German officers refused to exec itts !

the sentence. Nevertheless the sentence
was executed. l>r. Peters proclaimed ot-
tlclally that the negroes were hanged as
spies. After that English Bishop Tuck r
declined to receive l»r. Peters, saying he
?vouei have notiiirg to do with a murderer.

Dr. i'-te.s thereupon wrote to Bishop
Tucker, contending that h« was married
to the negress according to the African
custom, and therefore had a right to p\.t
her to death for adultery.
