"I am for .a hl!{h tariff, but ! want It as

I>'rh for the WVst »s for the East. I waist
to see the Western farmer and miner as
f .iiy protected as the l-lastem manu-
facturer. No secionai taiifl can ever he
enacted In th»s ii'vv itr in. I'nder Its
protection N>a England. New York ar.d
Pennsjlvania ha\e had their natural re-
sources develonei! and their industrial
systems built up so as to ca*np"ie r. ith
any manufacturer* anywhere in the v.orld.
The r.ext Republican tariff m ist make the
farmer ami the miner us much the object
of lis solicitude and prat;»etion or even
more, as the Eastern manufacturer.

On Urcat Financial Questions-
"What we need now is the statesman-

ship of commerce?not only on the tariff,
for everybody knows what the Republican
party will do with the tariff. It has an
open thoroughfare on that It will revise
and increase the tariff. We need broad,
strong men beyond that eo settle the great
financial questions, which are far more
vexed and intricate than the tariff.

"It i 3 here that Allison, who lias been
for twenty years the strongest man in
public life west of the state of Ohio, is
strong at every point.

Allison, who
was made chairman by President Harri-
son of the American delegation to the
Brussels international conference in ISO,
firmlybelieves that international bimetal-
lism may be accomplished.

States and a Republican congress, putting
the great power of this nation affirmative-
ly back of silver, could in my Judgment
unite with Germany and France, already
so friendly to silver, and thus secure inter-
national bl-metallism: and if the world
ever gets back to bi-metallism it will never
leave It again.

"The tlmfn In Amprioa publtr inter-
est In this republic never before demanded
a preaU-r. stronger, broader man for pres-
ident than these times demand now. The
best and unatest statesman we have got.
broadest and -strongest on all the issues.
Is the man we should nominate, in the
East the impression Is becoming general
that a broader man. one better equipped
on all the Issues than Gov. McKinley,
should be chosen.

"In my Judgment the greatest insurance

for Their Salaries.

NO WARRANTS TO BE ISSUED.

The School Board Will Not lucur Any

Debt, but Will Wait for SulUcicnt

Tax Collections.

The board of education held a short but
decidedly important meeting yesterday af-
ternoon, in Prt&idetu Churchill's office in
the Burke block. AH were present when
the session was called, except Director
Thomas, and she came in before the work
was finished. Only one subject was con-
sidered and that was aboui the April and
May salaries. The members of the board
were unanimous in the opinion that if there
was not enough money in the treasury to
pay for services after April 1 the tea liers
would have to wait until sufficient taxes
had been collected. Of course the teacners
can stop work if they choose, but the
board would like to know of such intention
before April L

Following is the resolution that tells the
whole story:

"As it is doubtful if there will be suf-
ficient cash in the freasury to run the
school-. through the months of April and
May. and as it is the unanimous sense of
this board that no further indebtedness
shall be incurred by the district, therefore
be it

"Resolved, that all the employes of the
district be notified that if th< re is not suf-
ficient funds to the credit of the distri -t

to pay them fcr services to be rendered af-
ter April 1. ISSHJ. they will have to wait for
such payment until sufficient money has
been collected by the county treasurer for
that purpose, and that this board will is-
sue no warrants or other evidence of in-
debtedness foi st:ch unpaid balance. Any
employe who is not disposed to work for
the district on such terms will please noti-
fy the secretary of the board on or before
April 1, im."
