Thomas Hughes was born at Ufllngton,

Berkshire. England. October 10, lid. In
1830 he w sent to a school at Twyford,

near Winchester, and at th« end of the

year IM3 ha waa removed to Rugby, where
he studied under Dr. Arnold. Thence he pro-
ceeded to Oriel college. Oxford, where he
took his B. A. decree In IMS Previous to

this he hid turned hla attention lo practical
problems, end when he left Oxford he wa»
an advanced Liberal. He waa called to the
bar at Lincoln's Inn, In January, lftt* He
wan one of the member* of parliament for
Eambeth from IKE. to 1-**. when he was re-
turned from tbe borough of Frome, which
he continued to represent till January,
1*74. Mr. Hughes was appointed a queen's
counsel In I*®. and in the following year he
msde a tour In the I'nlted States, lecturing

in the principal cities. On October 5, 1f*>\
Mr. Hughes formally opened Rug-
by colony at Rugby. Tenn., snd
became Its superintendent. Mrs.

Hughes' mother mad* her home at Rugby,
and Mr. Hughe* spent his annual v«ca-
tion* there. The colonists were football
player* and college athletes, unfitted for
Industrial toil, and the colony wa» a failure.

In July. lA*2, he wan appointed judge of
the county circuit court No. 9, England.

Mr. Hughe* was the author of "Tom
Slrown's School Days, by An Old Boy,"
which haii paused through many editions;
"The Scouring of the White Horse," "Tom
Hrowi. at Oxford." "Rejjglo i>alcl," being
the first of a series of "Tracts for Priest*
and People," and afterward reprinted a*

?*A Toyman's Faith;" "The Cause of Free-
dom; Which Is Its Champion In America,
the North or the South?" "Alfred the
Oreat," a preftitory memoir to Charl» s
Klngsfcy's "Alton Locke," "A Memoir «»f
Daniel MacMillan," a preface to "Whit-
man's Poem*." and an edition of James
Russell Txweira "Biglow l*apers." He
edited the Count of Paris* work on "The
Trade Unions of Kngktnd." and J. F. D.
Maurice's treatise on "The Friendship of
Books," and wrote "Gone to Texas. Letters
From Our Boys." He also wrote a preface
to an Enrttsh edition of Walt Whitman's
poems. His first storj* "Tom Brown's
School Days." published in 1856. gave him
Immediate fame. It Is an admirable pic-
ture of Ufa In the great English public
schools, and an affectionate tribute of the
author to the memory of his own Instructor,
the great Thomas Arnold, of Rugby. Mr.
Hughes continued hi* story In "Tom
Brown at Oxford," published In IWI, but
this, though well done, wa* leas successful.
He always todk great Interest In move-
ments for the Improvement of the working
classes, and was principal of the Working-
men's college In T-ondon, in whloh instruc-
tion Is given 1n the evening*. The basis of
Mr. Hughes' character, manifest in all his
aet* and writings, was a profound belief
In Christ and an earnest endeavor to ap-
ply Christ's teachings In every-day life.
He published in enforcement of hi* views
the famous "Manliness of Christ." While
a member of parliament he supported the
bills for the disestablishment of the Irish
t hurch, and for secularising the universi-
ties. abolishing tests, and admitting dis-
genters to fellowship in Oxford and Cam-
bridge. He had the British robust figure

and the British red. round face and small
eye*? In fact, ha bore an excessively Jolly
appearance. Mr. Hughes was an ardent
co-operator, snd aftrr a heavy day's work
in court thought nothing of traveling some
thirty or forty miles into the heart of l,an-
oashirr to address a o-operatlve meeting.
He wa* a very quiet speaker and a general
livorlts with his audiences.

San \u25a0"rmncisco, March 23.? The trial of
Mrs. Mary A. Davidson, charged with hav-
ing extorted I6W from Rev. Dr. C. O.
Brown, was begun in the super Mr court
this morning. The attorney for the defense
novel for a continuance, on tbe ground
that Miss Mat tie Orsrman and Mrs. Tun-
nel!. necessary witnesses for the defease,
were absent, one in Mexico and tbe other
near the Mexican border.

The court denied the motidh for a continu-
ance, stating that lh» absent witnesses
were beyor.d his Jurisll?:ion and would
not probably come withi r. his Jurisdic-
tion. The defendant excepted to tne de-
cision. and the rest cf the la" was occu-
pied with an attempt to s.«ure a Jury- The
district attorney is ass'sted in the prose-
cution by two criminal lawyers.

THE ASTOR SCANDAL,

Mrs. J. Coleman Dravton Obtains an
Absolute Divorce.

Trenton. N. J.. March 23.--Chancellor
M.Gill filed a decree today granting an ab-
solute divorce to Mrs. Charlotle Coleman
Drayton from J. Coleman Drayton on the
ground of desertion. Mrs. Drayton is a
daughter of the late William Astor. In ths
decree tbe chancellor savs:

"It Is impossible to escape the convic-
tion that tli* defendant's suspicions of hla
w'fe's infidelity were not destitute of foun-
dation in questionable circumstances at
least, but I fail to find any Judicial prece-
dent which holds that under a statute sim-
ilar to that of this state a husband may
with Impunity be guilty of desertion of his
wife merely because he believes her. even
under gravely suspicious circumstances, to
have bean guilty at adultery. Desertion."
the chancellor holds, "is justified only
when it is shown by clear and satisfactory

proof that the deserting party Uas been so
off. nded against aa to authorize at his in-
stance a dr'-ree for divorce or Judicial sep-
aration. If the defendant would rely upon
bis charge of aduKery as a defense against
her charge of desertion he must prove it.
There is no evidence that Itwas the inten-
tion of the defendant at the time he left
the petitioner to institute a eult (or divorce
on the ground of adultery. He did. in fact,
commence such a suit In June. ISM. a time
so remote from the commencement of the
separation that more titan the period pre-
scribed by law in which desertion must
continue to constitute a cause for divorce
had intxrvensd, and thereby a cause for
divorce had b«-come available to her; and
even after the lapse ot that time his suit
was not prosecuted with diligence. The
mere institution of a suit for divorce on
the ground of adultery will not avail as a
defense to a suit for divorce, but the
ground of adultery must be proved. It was
the husband's duty to act expeditiously, so
that his wife should not Amain longer
than necessary, if guilty, unconvicted, and,
if Innocent, under the shadow of such a

scandalous and disgraceful charge."
The ohacellor finds that there was no

collusion to secure a divorce. In the de-
cree reference to the testimony is made,
but the chancellor does not mention Hallett
Allswp Burrowe by name. One "8.," how-
ever, Is mentioned as having been named
as co-respondent in the suit brought by
Drayton ugatugt his wife. Borrowe Was

co-respondent-in that suit.
In reviewing the testimony, the chancel-

lor su>s it appeared that Drayton ques-
tioned his wife's fidelity while they were
living at Bernardivllle. In this state, and
that she then went to her father's home.

In November a
partial reconciliation was effected between
Mr and Mrs. Drayton. They then went
to England.

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WITNESS MUST REPLY.
Even if He Incriminates His

Superior Officers.

DECISION BY SUPREME COURT

TIMInterstate Commerce Commission

Can Sow Make Railroad Em-
ployes Give ivUeoM.

Washington City. March St?A decision
was rendered by the supreme court of the
United States today lq the case of Theo-
dore F. Brown, involving the right of a
court to compel an answer by witness to
questions in interstate commerce matters,
notwithstanding that he may plead self-
incrimination as a result of the answer.
The decision was opposed by Brown's con-
tention that he was protected by the con-
stitution from this requirement, and
the decision of the court below was af-
firmed. The opinion was handed down by
Justice Brown. Justices Field. Shlras,

Gray and White dissented, holding thai
the constitutional provision was sufficient
to relieve Brown from the requirement to
anewer.

~

This case was advanced on the docket oil
the supreme court on the motion of the
attorney general made at the instance of
the Interstate commerce commission. It
was considered a test case, and the claim
was set forth in a letter written for the
commission that a large number at similar
cases must wait upon Its final decision by
the court. The case came to the supreme
court on an appeal taken by Brown from

j the decision of tbe circuit court for the
Western division of Pennsylvania refusing
to grant a wrM of habeas corpus, and arose
out of a proceeding by the Interstate com-
merce commission against the Allegheny
Valley Railroad Company, of which Brown
le an officer. He was a witness before the
grand Jury for the commission in this case,

and refused to answer certain questions
propounded to him, on the ground that in
so doing he might incriminate himself. Ha
was then proceeded against for contempt

of court, found guiltyand sentenced to im-
prisonment. Mr. Brown pleaded hla con-
stitutional right of silence, but the statute
of February 11, I®3. requiring answers to
such questions, was invoked against him
and held to be valid by the circuit court.

In announcing his opinion Justice Brown
said the question involved was whether

j the law of 1833, specifically relieving wit-
nesses in interstate commerce cases from
prosecution when they revealed facts
which might incriminate themselves, op-

! erates to take from witnesses in such
cases the privilege of silence as guaran-
teed by the constitution, and the conclu-
sion was that It did. He said this act was
in she nature of a general amnesty in
such cases, and had been so regarded and
upheld in half a dozen decisions in the
state courts. Replying to the objection
that while the act served as a protection

to witnesses against prosecution it did not
, Sli.eld from the disgrace involved in con-

fessing a criminal act. Justice Brown sail
, it did not, nor was it contemplated by a

provision In the constitution that onei

, should be shielded. He added, in response
to the objection that the law would op-

| erate to protect a witness from prosec.i-

tlon In the state courts, the Federal sta-
utes being superior to those of the states,
that the latter statutes are the supreme
law of the land and apply In the state as
well as in the Federal courts.

He also advanced the opinion that in
! this case the refusal of Brown to give his

testimony was due rather to his desire 'o

shield others than himself. As Brown was
only the auditor of the road, his duties
were not of such character that he could
be held criminally liable for any violation
of the law. It was the Intention that the
constitutional provision should protect

from real and substantial dangers, and
j not from Imaginary evils, as In this case.
! The consequence of granting immunity
! from answering to such officials would ln-

evltably be to render the Interstate com-
merce laws incapable of enforcement, ani
the result would be to prostrate congress
at the feet of the powerful railroad cor-
porations of the country.

Grei.t Hre at Colon.

23. says: A terriflic tire raged here for
five hours and burned itself out at 9 o'clock
tonight. Itdestroyed the better half of the
commercial part of Colon, including a largo
number of tenement houses, every impor-
tant Chinese store, the hotels and govern-
ment buildings, Including the prison and
school, and the markets and court of jus-
tice. Ail of the Panatsa railroad property
was eaved. only a few cars being burned.
There was much looting of property during
the excitement of the fire. One life was
lost, and hundreds are left homeless. The
Panama fire brigade came across the isth-
mas to assist in lighting the dames. The
damage is roughly estimated at 1300,000,
the insurance covering about one-twentieth
part. Business has been suspended.

The stor-'s
and bagsage of the burning vessel wesrd
transferred to the scTiooner, and her head
turned, toward this port. She was picked
up by tho Fearless near the FaraUones to-
day and towed to the mudflats, where
she was beached. It Is not known what
the damage will amount to.
