It is very onlikely thar Mr. Parnell. had he
been warned, would have taken advant-
age of the warning, but in "four or five
minutes** a sympathetic waiter
easily have drawn together a sympathetic
crowd in the street, and the officer was
single-handed.

However, he was shown up at once to
No. 20. Mr. Parnell, who was still be-
tween the sheets, presented himself at

The situation being ex-
plained to him. he inspected the warrant,
and said he must have time to write two

or three letters. For fifteen minutes the
officer paced the corridor, and then, as the
crowd which he had feared was beginning
to gather in the street, he requested Mr.
Parnell to make a hurried toilet.

Hurried or not, when he came out of
his room five minutes later he was as
scrupulously dressed as always. The of-
ficer led him obt boldly by the front door;
there was no disturbance (to the chagrin,
doubtless, of the sympathetic waiter),
and they entered a cab which was in wait-
ing.

It was an extraordinary time In Kil-
mainham. The prison had been emptied
of Its usual occupants, a few
who wers retained as clearer* «ad order-
lie*, and month after month it was crowd-
ed by the mottlest assortment of politic-
ians ard agitators, many of whom were
in th* foremost ranks of the Land League,
while others enjoyed only local notoriety.
They became great men. however, when
They had "languished" for a month or two

In the "dungeons" of Kilmainham. There
wao amongst them members of parliament,
priests, solicitors, medical men. journal-
ists. clerks farmers, cattle dealers, trades-
men of all sorts, peasants, down to the
humblest: In a word, no class of persons
connected with the Irish political move-
ment of that time was unrepresented
among those who were lodged for
longer or shorter periods In Kilmainham.
They must have been a good deal amused
by what thetr friends outside were writ-

ing about them, and many a joke on the
subject must have been circulated in the
prison. The I*adles* I-and League kept
\u2666heir table furnished with the besr. and
no reasonable Indulgence or recreation
was denied them by their brutal *'

The cells were changed into neat little bed-
rooms, a shelter w as built In the large ex-
ercise yard, and another yard was laid
with concrete to serve as a ball alley.

lYesents of hooks, bedding, food, wines,
spirits and divers other pleasant things
were forwarded by sympathetic and sor-
rowing admirers from the outer world,
and it is even whispered that the patriots

did not always go sober to bed; but this
I t-ike for fiction. The situation as a whole
was nevertheless just such an one as
Mr. Gilbert might have invented for a
comic opera.

Imagine a governor and his staff of
warders, accustomed to the routine and the
rigid rule of prison lite, brought to such
a pass as this! The brutal "Jailers," in-
deed. had a far less easy time of it than
those who were nominally their prisoners.
Precedents there were none, and counsel
and advice were scarce. The suspects,
though In custody, were never in close con-
finement; association between them was
unrestricted, and they passed their time
almost as It pleased them. Those of than

Kilmair.ham by the rank and file of his
party imprisoned with him as he had al-
ways been in the lobby or dining-room of
the house of commons. Within a few days

of his arrival, in fact, there came to be
an "upper" and a "lower" house in the
prison. The upper house was the porti3n

in which Mr. Parnell and his few asso-
ciates met and took their exercise, and
rarely indeed did one from the lower house
venture unbidden within this privileged
confine.

Mr. J J. O*Kelly was the oomraie whose
society Mr. Parnell most affected, but he
spent a great part of his time in his own
room, and wrote much. It is almost super-
fluous to say that no rule of the prison was
ever infringed by him. and that his conduct
was never less than exemplary. The ma-

at Sandringham, while the Prince ot
Wales is Junketing the time away
his yacht in the blue waters of the Medi-
terranean. The Britannia, by the way,
ha# not been improved by the alterations
In her trim. etc.. and she is making a poor
showing rhis season. The Aitea seems able
to show her heels with beautiful regular-
ity. This, it is expected, will cause the
Prince of Wales to order a new cutter for
next season, and if the Meteor, being built
for Emperor William of Germany near
Glasgow, turns out to be anything of a
flyer, the imperial nephew will accomplish
one of his pet desires, namely, outsail his
rcyal uncle in a yacht race off the Isle of
Wight and recapture the famous challenge
shield offered by the emperor some seasons
ago and now held by the Britannia. The
queen is still at Cimies, near Nice.

It has been definitely arranged that the
marriage of Princess Maud of Wales to
Prince Charles of Denmark, the second of
the three sons of ihe crown prince and
crown princess of Denmark, will take
place In the chapel royal at St. James* pal-
ace on July 7. The archbishop of Canter-
bury. assisted by the bishops of London
and Winchester, will officiate. There will
be a procession in state from Buckingham
palace to St. James' palace and the chapel
royal, and. as the distance between tho two
places is very short, many thousands of
people will be disappointed in their hopes
of witnessing the pageant. However,
everything possible will be don* to give the
people as good a view as possible of the
turnout of royalty, and a most attractive
spectacle is anticipated. The queen will
take part in the ceremony. The streets
an l the park and the mall adjoining the
palaces will be held by the Home Guards,
Life Guards, Grenadiers Guards. Scots
Guards. Coldstream Guards and the crack
regiments, and if the weather permits there
will be a gathering of Londoners about the
palace seldom seen nowadays. Princess
M Harrv." as Maud is popularly known,
will have eight bridesmaids, her sister.
Princess Victoria of Wales: Princesses
Indeborg and Thyra. of Denmark, sisters of
the groom; Princess Victoria of Schleswig-
Holsteln. Princess Beatrice of Saxe-Co-
burg-Gotha, Princes Alice of Albany and
Princesses Ena and Victoria of Batten-
berg.

The usual "ancient royal charities" des-
ignated as "royal maundy" took place on
Maundy Thursday in Westminster Abbey.
The number of recipients is governed by
the queen's age. Thus, last year seventy-
six men and seventy-six women received
the royal alms. This year seventy-seven

men and seventy-seven women toined In
the procession, which was formed at 7
o'clock in the evening, and passed Into the
choir. Each of the old men and women
received two neatly made bags, the first
of white material, containing £1 in gold

and representing part of the maundy. The
recipients of royal maundy were after-
wards handed a red purse holding as many
pence as the queen is years of a«e, and
given in silver pennies, 2 pence. 3 pence
and 4 pence. Each man also received £2"»
In lieu of an allowance of clothing, and
each woman was also presented with £ls
Instead of an allowance of clothing.

Cigar* Mado by Machines.
New York World.

A machine whl'h bids fail to revolution-
ize the cigar-making industry has been
Invented at Bir.ghampton. !f. Y. Machines
are on exhibition in operation there now,
and are turning out smoothly hunched and
fleatlv wrapped cigar* at the rate of 3/«(W

per day for ea?h machine. This is about
three times as many as an expert can
roll when using moulds. The machine is
of about the size and appearance of a
sewing machine and is as easily operated.
The essential mechanism consists of a
metal plate, a traveling rubber belt and
two rubber rollers TIIP plate has a bev-
eled or warped snrfaee of varying sec-

tions. on which c!:">.rs of all the approved
shapes can be made by a simple adjust-
ment of a clamp.

The machine Is easily operated. A
"bunch" of tobacco Is inserted between
the rollers and the travelling band. At the
same time a wrarper Is fc<l upon the plate
and automatically guided around the
bunch. The "tucking" and "pasting" are
done while the next clear is being rolled,
so that two cigars are in process of manu-
facture a f the same time. It Is estimated
that all shapes and qualities of cigars can
be made at a labor cost of 30 cents per
thousand. At present some cigar-makers
get for hand work as much as J39 per
thousand. ?
