A Cape Town JQispaich to the Times
says: A Barberton telegram reports that
the German steamer Bundesrath arrived
at Delagoa bay on April 14 and St. Komay
on April 15. The passengers were not dis-
posed to allow their luggage to be exam-
ined. Searchers, however, have unearthed
numercus military accoutrements. A Ger-
man offfeer subsequently produced a pass-
port and the party proceeded to Pretoria,
the capital of the Transvaal.

THE WAR OFFICE BUSY.

Getting Stores Ready and Calling in
Officers on Furlough.
London, April 19 —The Daily News says
that military authorities consider that the
appointment of Gen. Carrington, British
commander at Gibraitar, who has been or-
dered to the Cape of Good Hope to take
command of the British forces in Mata-
beleland, I= a measure of precaution and
that it will probably be followed by the

dispatch of more troops.

“The war office is busy making arrange-
ments,"” the Dally News continues, “and
placing stores In readiness for being trans-
ported. Telegrams have be:n s'nt summon-
ing every officer on furlough in Great
Britain from the Cape to return to duty
without delay. The militant section of
the Tories are in active revolt against the
policy in Africa of Colonial Secretary
Chamberiain and Gov. Hercules Robin-
son of Cape Colony, and they talk of ad-
journing the house on the subject.”

The Chronicle, liberal, commenting upon
the situation in South Africa, does not
assume that it is Mr. Chamberlain's policy,
“but,”” {t says, ‘“4f the government delib-
erately intends the subjugation of the
Duteh race in South Africa ™ revenge for
the defeat of Dr. Jameson, it is time that
Englishmen were up and doing.”

INCOMPLETE SURVEYS.

Fourteen Townships in he Waterville

Omaha, April 19.—The Democrats of Ne-
braska held their county convention to
send delegates to the atate convention
yestyrday.

The lack of certainty as to ihe where-
abouts and immediate destination of the
great mass of natives moving so near the
town causes much dread and anxiety.

Havana, April 19.—The Spanish troops
have had an engagement with the numere
ous forces of the insurgents which have
