HUDSON MEDICALINSTITUTE,

showernand Froaat Were Frequent- Un»
favorable to Agriculture.

Director George N. Salisbury, of the
weather bureau, has issued ihe following
weather and crop bulletin for last week:

"This bulletin covers the weather and
crop conditions throughout the state for
the week ending Monday, April SO, and is
based on reports from forty-five corre-
spondents In Eastern Washington and fifty
In Western Washington. In the more re-
mote regions, and where mall facilities are
slow, the reports only include the lime up
to the 17th or 18th.

"The week was a cold one throughout,

the temperature being decidedly below
rormal. Showers were frequent during the
fore part of the week, ar.d snow occurred
on the llth and 15th. covering the ground

quite thickly In many localities of Eastern
Washington.

"Frosts were of almost nightly occur-
rence throughout the week. Friday, the
17tli. was a sunshiny day: so. also, was
Sunday, the 19th. and Monday, the 20th.

"The week was. on the whole, unfavor-
able to agriculture, beini: too cool for vlg-

rous nrrowth. or for (germination. Conse-
quently crops are backward. Wheat Is
reported as looklnsr yellow and sickly in
gome localities. The frosts have Injured
early vecetaMes considerably, and fruits
materially. The weather at the end of
the week has become more spring-like,
making the situation more hopeful."

An MMtl Report as to What Tligs
tabtca It Will Grow.

Prof. John A. Rahner. horticulturist. baa
.lust iaMd h*s r.wrt baaed upon tha ex-
per meats mate k«< year at tbo experiment
station of the state agricultural oollega '.s»
recard to the growth of vejretahlea in tha
Pair".**. district. He save: It la a wasta
of :ime and money so raise aueh plant aas watermelons, miiskmelons. pepper* esc
plant, and even tomatoes In the Paloua*
region.

A patch of tomatoes was planted frotn
seed that «u sown In the cmghmsa
March M. The plants were first trans-
planted into flats, later they were potted,
ami ttnally transplanted Into boxes an:!
hardened off. When planted oat they wero
strong. stocky plants, showing bloom bods.
Even with thla treatment th* fruit on tho
earlier rarities was just commencing to
color when the frost overtook them.

Squash. thoajtU nipped a little by tha
lata frosts in spring, made a good show-
in*. The plants grew w*U and sat fruit
abundantly.

The complaint usually made la new coun-
tries of a lark of Insects to pollinate tha
flowers, certainly does not hold good In
thla part of Washington. There Is an
abundance of bumble bees, and wild bees
ire Innumerable, besides th* honey beeskept on the collece ground* and eyery
pistilato flower seemed to set Its fruit.

The season sras not lmr enough to ripen
the varieties we call "winter squash." but
for the summer varieties, such as the mar*rows, the climate is well adapted.

Onions crown from seed sown April JM
made a splendid crop, but the bulbs did
not mature before the fall rains came,
which induced a second growth. A» a con-
sequence most of the onions were thick-
necked and did not keep welL

Peas, garden varieties, do eaceedlngly
?well here, the conditions seem about right
for producing seed of the rtnest qualify.
Sown In spring when there Is plenty of
moisture In the ground, a -00 l,! male to
ripen the crop slowty, allowing the vino
to bloom ftilljr,and a perfect season in
which to harvest the crop, and verv little
weevil. It seems to us it would pay aeeitgrowers to turn their attention to this part
of Washington for the production of this

: particular crop. Beans, too, of the earlier
! kinds of iu and whit* l«>ans are a suc-

cessful crop.
Most kinds of root ado very well. Ttect.

carrots, turnip* and iwrsrlps all produce
remarkable crop*. Potatoes do nTr »»<!)\u25a0).
ljrwell on the rool north hill side*. Among
the forty-five varieties primn here this
year there WMS not a single case of scab,
and the Colorado beetle Is unknown here!

Cahhage. cauliflower and celery require
more moisture than we had the past sea-son for the best results.

CAKE OF TUB GARDEN,

The I'nltman Expert* Contradict the
Theories at l*eter Hundersou.

In a little pamphlet Just out Prof, Bal-
mrr, of the state agricultural college, says:
"A few years ago the late Peter Hender-
son In his work. 'Hardening for Profit '

slrongly advocated the use of tho feet In
tinning the soil after planting seed. Thispractice is very generally followed today,
and was before Mr. Henderson's day, by
oi l Scotch gardeners, and on light, sandy,
porous soils. It is an excellent plan to prac-
tice. On the soil at Pullman, this tramp-
In* with the feet gives the reverse of gooj
results. On rows of peas where we hadtramped carefully, it was found that the
soil had become baked into hard lumps,
and all during the season, whenever tho
cultivator got too near a row of plants.
It was likely to tear up a chunk of soil,
bringing with It a section of the row of
plants, while the soil between the rows
waa In a mellow condition. The soil at
planting time was not wet?Juat moist.
We am convinced tho practice of tramping
In seeds is wrong, as far as the soil on thd
station Is concerned, and will discontinue
U.

"Vegetable gardens had better be plowed
In the fall. Of course this refers to ground
already cleared of Its crop. There Is no
agent known equal to frost as a mellorator
of the \u25a0oil. and to take full advantage
of this, gardens ought to be plowed or
sinded up In the fall, and the land left
with as rough a surface as possible; the
Idea Is to expose the greatest surface to
the elements. The action of the frost Is
to disintegrate, to break up and let loose
particles of matter which soon become
available as plant food. I would sooner
have a piece of land plowed In the fall
and left to the winter elements, than the
name land plowed in the spring for purposes
of gardening. I.and that has been plowed
In the fall and lert as rough as possible will
be found to break down easily to ? tine
surface, and be In condition to plant sev-
eral days before land that Is plowed In the
spring. For all vegetable crops grown for
their foliage, like lettuce, cabbage, spin-
ach, etc., land cannot well be too rich."
