Che majority. It was the duty of statasmea
to do their utmost to maintain the friend-
ship between tbe English and Dutch la
Cape Colony. The Dutch In Cape Colony,

tie said, were as loyal as the French Cana-
dians. but they sympathised with their
kindred In the two neighboring republics.

With refsrence to the anomalous sltua-
ttaa of the Trturitl refusing the com-
mon rights of olUaenablp to a majority
of Its population, Mr. Chamberlain ssld
tbat formerly tbe sympathies of the Dutch
In South Africa, even the progressiva
Dutch man of the Transvaal. were vlth the
TJKlanders. Lately a revulsion of feel In*
had occurred. but he vu confident that
JM would ere lons restore the situation
as It was before the Invasion of the Trans-
vaal. Be intended, he asserted, to ex-
haust (he resources of persuasion, argu-

\u25a0sent aad negotiation to attain tbat ob-
ject.

The Matabeis rlslnf. he pointed oat,
waa quits a separate affair. The govern-
ment was alive to its gravity. but they
believed the local force* would be able to
suppress it, and, therefore did not intend,
unless In an unexpected emergency, to
send a large detachment of the British
artillery to South Africa.

Last
Thursday evening I had a congregation
of 1,000, and nearly SOO was a moving con-
gregation that disturbed us In such a way
that we were not able to distribute the
'Lord's supper.' At San Miguel the priests
use their Influence with the Spanish troops
In order to menace Mr. Bueno, and they
did It so roughly that Bueno had to es-
oape to Havana with his family to save
their lives. We are not safe here and
they may kill us at any time they want.
Our church Is still crowded with good con-
gregations, numbering from 400 to 600 peo-
ple. Next Sunday I shall baptise six
girls belonging to our 'female school.'
Three of them are supported by the ladles
of Baltimore, and have been over four
yars in the school. I don't preach as
usual, and as a result I feel a little ex-
cited after the service, because I did notsay all I thought Iought to say. Pray for
us. brother, and over all pray that the
'Word of God' be as free among ua as It Is
with you. For nearly a year I havea't
preached free. Could you ask for pro-
tection for our churches?"

Looking for a Factory Site.
Tacoma, April 22.?Special.?The Ander-

son Woodenware Company, which began
business In a small way two years ago,
and has had to enlarge its plant three
times, has within the past two days re-
ceived orders from the East for 400 car
loads of tubs, pails and other good#. The
company is not wholly satisfled with its
present location, and a much larger fac-
tory Is soon to be built. Here is a chance
for Seattle. President Henningson said
today: "It is our Intention to soon erect

a factory somewhere on Puget sound that
will employ 250 men steadily. We will need
two or three acres of land for a site and
have already been offered land by down
Sound cities. We are not going to ask the
aid of any commercial body in securing us
a site, but If the people of Tacoma want
the Industry they may keep it here by fur-
nishing at least two acres of ground on the
water front with railroad connections, or
three acrea further back with railroad ac-
commodations. We have no choice among
the cities of Western Washington and will
locate in the town giving us the best in-
ducement. Our company win make no
formal proposition to build the factory in
Tacoma. but will listen to any voluntary
offers that may be made to us. Of course
the employment of 250 men means the dis-
tribution of no small amount of money,
which will come here from the East. The
majority of the stockholders of the Ander-
son Woodenware Company live In Taco-
ma, while some reside in the East. Tha
new factory will turn out tubs, buckets,
butter plates, baskets, small fruit boxes
and other wares. We expect to have It In
running order some time this summer. If
we All the orders we now have from the
East It will take a long time to manufuc-
ture all the goods for the same."

Mayor Fawoott Itemovlnz Every Be-
publican Ha Can.

Taooma, April 22.?Special.?'The official
heads of nine member* of the police drop-
ped into the basket under the remorseless
ax of Chief Hoge today.

IN ALABAMA AND NEBRASKA.

Montgomery. Ala.. AprilB.?The Demo-
cratic state convention, which organized
yesterday, reconvened at 10 o'clock this
morning and nominated the following stat»
ticket: For governor, Oapt Joseph E.
rofinxon; secretary of state. John Kirk
Jackson, renominated: state treasurer. Mr.
Ellis, of Dallas county: state auditor. W.
S. White, of Colbert county.

The resolutions adopted advocated the
free coinage of saver at IS to 1; instructed
the twenty-two delegates from the state
to vote aa a unit on all questions at the
Chicago convention; advocated the repeal
of the 10 per cent, state bank tax; favored
honest elections and the legalizing of pri-
mary elections.

The convention enthusiastically applaud-
ed every mention of President Cleveland's
name, and adopted a resolution indorsing
his foreign policy and the appointment of
Southern men to cabinet positions, but dis-
approval of his financial policy. The vote*
in the various stages of the convention'a
progress showed the relative strength of
the two factions to be about 333 to 161 in
favor of Capt. Johnston ahd the free silver
men and against the Democrats, who,
under the leadership of Congressman Clark,
hold to the financial policy of tho national
administration.

DEMOCRATS SAVE LOUISIANA.
Bat the RenubllcaiT Party Haa Mad*

New Orleans, April 22.?The outlook is
that Foster's majority or. the face of the
returns will be about 20.000. although the
Republicans claim they have a majority
of the votes cast and will probably at-
tempt to seat their candidate, as tha
legislature Is close.
