It I* now some weeia since, la
fact, there bare been any negotiations on
the subject. This government was reluc-
tant to accept Lord Salisbury'* rejection
of Its last proposal as final. It entered
gladly upon the discussion of his proposal
for general arbitration, impracticable asthe scheme he suggested was deemed.
But, having received and undertaken to
consider the scheme on It*merits, he
theo put* the Question whether
nothing more was to be said about Ven-
ezuela and its own proposal; whether no
counter proposal or suggestion was to be
expected. The answer was no. but Lord
Salisbury hoped that progress might be
made with the general arbitration scheme.
It was painted out In reply that, from this
general arb.tration scheme Venezuela was
excluded. But this had n« effect."
