A sounJ edu-
cation Is a better possession any day for
a young man upon the threshold of life
than a solid fortune The pursuit of both
may be carried on from selfish motives,
but thoughts are more diffusive than bul-
lion. They cannot be fastened In a bank-
er's ledger, or be compressed within the
limit*of a mortgage. They are like stray

oumnts of air which everybody breathes?-
tho world Is pretty sure to get the benefit
of them. The more the individuals of any
community, especially a Christian commun-
ity. know, the higher the character and
tone of that community, the more service
It trill he to surrounding communities, the
more stimulating It will be to ail Its en-
vironment. That nation that fives the
most attention to educating the people, to
encouraging talent wherever found, to ac-
knowledging and honoring Invention and
discovery, to widening the possibilities of
man by enlarging and employing the fac-
ulties of man. all the time foeterlng a
(Christian culture and a benevolence which
has Its roots In love to Ood and man. la In'
the best sense preparing for that great day
when, unhamiiert*! by the limitation* of
earth, redeemed humanity shall pursue
with holy seal the multiform activities of
heaven.

I'anl'a Teatlmony.
Paul stood upon a high elevation among

the sons of men. and aaw the struggle
after knowledge, and yet with the
light of Inspiration shining into his soul,
he »ald: "Now I know In part." Slnca
his day the tide ha* wonderfully risen
toward the flood. Science has largely dis-
placed superstition. Facts, great hiatorio
and philosophic farts, have stood out tn
bold reHef where onoe the shadowy out-
lines «f speculation were seen. Men know
more today about flod, the universe, man.
revelation, destiny, than ever before, and
yet we must go back and take Paul's words
as our own. and *ven at this present point
near the close of the nineteenth century,
repeat, "Now I know In part." But th*
apostle was not discouraged with his view.
He knew .a day was coming In the provi-
dence of Ood. perhaps not In this tran-
sitory existence, but surely coming, whelj
knowledge should be complete, and we.
Ood'* croatures, should understand his
nature, and should be able to fathom th*
mysteries of his providence and grace. In
»>me such manner and degree as he knows
us; *0 he lifted himself to the highest
point of faith, and rang out the declara-
tion that has not yet ceased to echo along
the corridors of time. "But then shall I
krn»w even as also I am known." Oan we
n«t tend that note of Joyou« anticipation
ringing on?

NniDerksl Strength of the Methodists.
The Methodists are second in Import-

ance only to the Catholics In numerical
fores and In the value of their church
property.

At their last session the national dele-
gates of the church celebrated a confer-
ence centennial. But lie? was not the real

centennial of the general conference. The
first conference of the Methodists was
held in Baltimore In 1784. Freeborn Gar-
rwttson led the movement which brought
the scattered representatives of the church
together in that city in late December.
The first session was held on Friday. De-
cember 24. In "Lovely Lane Chapel."
Thomas Coke, who had come to Ameri-
ca as Wesley's representative, presided.
Nearly sixty preachers were in attend-
ance, and they organized the Methodist
Episcopal church as an independent body.
The new church organization sprang into
existence on Christmas day, and so this
conference is known in history as the
"Christmas conference."

The quadrennial conferences were not
established until eight years later. At
first a council composed of bishops and
presiding elders had control at the national
organizition. But this form of govern-
ment proved unpopular, and in 1792 a gen-
eral conference was cailed to meet at Bal-
timore, and since that time general con*
ferences have been held regularly at Inter*
vals of four years. Until 1828 they met In
Baltimore with the single exception of
1812, when the unsettled conditions grow-
ing out of the war with England caused
the conference to be held In New York.

In ICS the general conference met in
Pittsburg, and In subsequent years It mat
in Philadelphia. Cincinnati, Boston, Indi-
anapolis, Buffalo, Chicago, Brooklyn and
Omaha.

The conference of ISS2 was held In Oma-
ha, and the number of delegates was 504.
The Increase in the membership of th*
conference shows the increase in the mem-
bership of the church. In 1868 the dele-
gates were 243, In 1892 they were 504; in
1896 they will be 695. One delegate to the
general conference Is elected for every
forty-live members of the annual confer-
ences. and the delegates to the annual
conferences are proportioned to the mem-
bership of the congregations represented.

Conferences In foreign Lands.
These annual conferences are held In all

parts of the United States, In Bulgaria,
Central China and the Kongo Free State.
AH three of these foreign conferences will
be represented here by clerical and lay del-
egates. Many missions also will be repre-
sented in the gathering?those of Den-
mark. Korea and India among them?but
they will have r.o voice in the general con-
ference. The annual conferences In the
United States are 140, and though some of
them follow, most of them Ignore, state
lines. These conferences, as their name
suggests, meet every year, one-half of
them in the spring and the remainder in
the fall. Once In four years they elect del-
egates to the general conference, and vote
on questions which the general conference
has referred to them for consideration. In-
directly many important questions are de-
termined in the election of delegates, be-
cause delegates to a Methodist Episcopal
conference have platforms and principles
like di leg-ites to a political convention

The annual conferences have been going
on all over the country for two months
past, and the most Important question on
which they have been voting is the "wo-
man' question," In IS*O the general confer-
ence sustained an episcopal ruling that the
Discipline "does not provide for nor con-
template the licenslt.g of women as local
preachers." and another that "the law of
the church does not authorize the ordina-
tion of women." Thus shut out of the

Plate*. ' which ia the subject of thousands
of petition} sent to Wash.-igton~City each
year, will be Msmd by the conference, as
It was by the conference of four years aao.
Congress will be requested to prohibit the
Importation of opium. Some memorial on
the subject of the liquor traffle may be ad-
dressed to congress, and in connection w.th
It, no doubt, the liquor dealers in New
York politics and the jsassage of the Rain-a
law wili be considered. There w U be a
discussion of the action of the house at
Washington City in cuttnc out 0/ an ap-
propriation bUI the provision far assisting
sectarian m;ss;on schools. This action was

directed at the Catholics and was insp.red
by the Arneri- an Protective Association,
whose spokesman wa* Mr. Union, of
Michigan. The Methodists are in thorough
sympathy with thia action, and at the.r
last conference a resolution was adopted
requesting missionary societies to decline
receiving public funds for'educatlonal pur-
poses among the IndMns.

A Question of Representation.
Another question to be taken up In the

conference concerns the representation In
the conference. Under the present system

there are two ministerial delegates to one
lay delegate. No anneal conference now
tan have more than two lay delegate*, and
where there are only two del-gates from
an annua] conference, one of them must be
a minister. It Is proposed now to provide
for equal lay and ministerial representa-
tion, and this question was submitted to
the annual confeienccs of 1®« for a pre-
liminary vote. In addition to this and
some other individual change* in the or-
ganization and government of the confer-
ence the report of the constitutional com-
mission. Indefinitely postponed four jreara
ago. may be taken up and a general revi-
sion of the constitution adopted. But this
Involves no radical changes. The report of
a commission to rervlse discipline, appoint-
ed every four years, will be received and
considered for adoption. There will be a
report also from a commission on fraternal
co-operation and organic union which the
conference of 1882 authorized the bishops
to appoint.

In the conference of 1532 a resolution
was adopted requesting the bishops to ap-
point a board to originate and operate a
church Insurance company. This schema
was adopted in England some years ago.
and it has proved successful theie In re-
ducing the cost of insuring church prop-
erty. The church in this country has tha
Insurance on Its 1125.0u0.u00 worth of prop-
erty scattered among regular insurance
corporations. It proposes now to do its
own insurance, as for many years It has
done Its own publishing. The scheme for
a church insurance company has been pre-
pared, and will be submitted to the confer-
ence for adoption.

The discussion of the publishing busi-
ness will lead to the uncovering of an old
scandal. The conference of 1789, live years
after the organisation of the church,
established a publishing house, following
the example of Wesley, and ordained that
the profits should go to the annual confer-
ences for the benefit of needy preachers.
The first agent of the Book Concern was
Rev. John Dlckins. and he lent the Con-
cern S6OO of his own money to start Its
business. The business was on a profitable
basis soon, and it Is now one of the biggest
publishing houses In the world, with a
branch In Cincinnati and depositories all
over the United States. The business of

the New York and Cincinnati houses has
aggregated 160.000,000. and the clear
profits have been 3h.ooo.ocin. of which 33.000,-
000 has been paid out for church objects.
The capital of the New York Concern is
now 12,015,84" and of the Cincinnati Con-
cern t1.381.112, and the profits of the two
now aggregate 3200.000 a year.

An Old Son ndal May Bo Revived
In the period just prior to IST! the man-

agement of the New Yofk Concern was In
the hands of men who, It has been charged,
used the funds of the church to o-ganize
private business enterprises and made
false reports to the church. The matter
was investigated by the book committee,
and the management of the publishing
house was changed. Efforts were made to
hus?h upjhe scandal, but recently Dr. Lan-
ahan, of Baltimore, has published a book
reviving the charges and accusing the
l«ok committee of "whitewashing" the de-
linquents. The publication of this book
will make it necessary for the conference
to discuss these charges, and they will
prove a very lively subject.

Bishop Bowman will call the conference
to order and he will preside on the opening
day. After that the other.Wshops will pre-
side In the order of seniority?Bishop Fos-
ter. of Roxbury: Bishop Merrill, of Chi-
cago; Bishop Andrews, of New York;
Bishop Warren, of University Park. Col.;
Bishop Foas, of Philadelphia; Bishop
Hurst, of Washington City: Bishop Ninde,
of Detroit Bishop Wald»n, of Cincinnati:
Bishop Malia'i-u. of Buffalo. Bishop Fowl-
er. of Minneapolis: Bishop Vincent, of To-
peka: Bishop Fitzgerald, of New Orleans;
Bishop Joyce, of Chattanooga. Bishop
Newman, of Omaha, and Bishop Goodsell,
of San Francisco.

The first twelve of these six'een bishopa
will have to preside twice if. as is expect-
ed. the conference holds twenty-eight ses-
sions. Possibly two of the sessions will
have as presiding officers Bishop Taylor, of
Kongo. »rd Bishop Thoburn, of India, who
are "limited" bishops and who can preside
only by courtesy.

Many distinguished members of the
church in this and other countries will
attend the conference Already The Rev.
W. L. Walkinson, cf the English Wes-
leyan conference, and the Rev. R. Craw-
ford Johnson, of the Irish Wesleyan con-
fer. re. are her.- Representatives of the
Methodist Episcopal church South and
other branches of the Methodist faith will
be present as guests of the conf-rence. It
promises to te the most noteworthy gath-
ering in the history of the church.
