St. Louie. April 30.?A decree of foreclos-

ure for the sale of the St. Louis ft San
Francisco road In the event of fifteen days'
further default In payment of interest on
mortgagee and bonds was Issued today by
Judge Caldwell, of the United States cir-
cuit court. The interest amounts to 11.174.-
Tlt. and is on consolidated mortgage bonds
held by the Mercantile Trust Company of
New York. The order directs the fore-
closure of these mortgages and the sale of
the property at public auction In St. Louis
fifteen days after the date of the decree.
George D. Reynolds Is appointed specfctl
master to conduct the sale. No bid less
than f1.250.0M Is to be accepted. The pro-
ceeds of the aale are to be applied under the
decree to the payment of the coets of liti-
gation and of eale, and of all charges owed
to the Mercantile Trust Company, to the
expenses of the receivers now In possession
of the road, and to other minor charges,
the balance. Ifany. to be applied to liquida-
tion of the principal of the consolidated
bonds, amounting to SIt.M.SOO. The decree
covers the road's main line to Seneca, Mo-
lts Texaa line, the Kansas line and all lta
branches and leaseholds and other hold-
ings. Receiver Aldace F. Walker and Gen-
eral Solicitor Ed Kenna handed la their
resignations to the court, who accepted
both. J. J. McCook, the remaining re-
ceiver, was instructed to take sole control
of the road, and L F. Parker waa appoint-
ed to fill the vacancy caused by Kaaaa'a
resignation.

Reading Foreclosure Decree Signed.
Philadelphia. May L-Judce Acheeon. la

the United Stat** circuit court today,
signed a decree at foreclosure of the Phil-
adelphia *Reading Railway Company, aad
Reading Coat and Iron Company. Toe
court proceeding* were Instituted by the
Pennsylvania Company for Insurance on
lives, and granting annuities as trustee for
James Bell and other holders of Reeling
general mortgage bonds, because of the
oompany'a default to Interest on said
bonds, amounting to nearly 15.000.000. Th*
decree orders that the company pay, or
cause to be paid, within twenty days to
complainant corporation, aa trustee* for
the use and beneftt of th* holder* of gen»
eral mortgage bond* and fractional scrip
Issued under aald bonds tor coupons for
Interest thereoo. l4.MC.ax. with Interest
from the date of decree to the date of pay-
ment. la case ths Philadelphia & Reading
defaults In payment within the time direct-
ed. th* properties described in the general
mortgage shall be sold, three months' no-
tice of such sale to be given by com-
plainant. The court further orders that
until confirmation of the sale the receiv-
ers shall continue In possesion of the
property.

What a Native Alaskan Has
Accomplished.

EOUOATED FOR THE MINISTRY.

So That H* Can Return to the Land He
Lores and Carry With Him

Christianity.

Th* first native Alaskan to win a regu-
lar collegiate diploma and degree was in
Seattle yesterday. Two years hence, when
he shall have completed his theological
course of study at Lan* theological semi-
nary. where he Is now a student, he will
probably have the honor of being alto the
first native Alaskan ordained to the min-
istry.

This gentleman is Edward Marsden. who
lives at New Metlakahtla. Alaska, and who
la Just on ha way home froroClnclnnatl. the
seminary having Just closed for Its su mines

vacation of four months. Mr Marsden has
a bright, Intelligent face. and. aa might

be expected from his thorough collegiate
training. us*s excellent language. He has
high ideals, his supreme object apparently
being thorough culture In ord'<r to aid in
the work of lifting up hi* people to a batten
civilization.

"In 1887." he aald last night, "I first felt
the stirring of this Impuls* distinctly. I
had a taste for refinement, but 1 saw that
th*r* was much beyond wh*r* 1 then wi*.

In company with *ev*ral oth*r young men
from my home i went to Sitka, where I
studied hard for three year*, securing a
measurably good preparation for college.
Thea It was thought best for m* to go on
further. Through th* good Influence of
Dr. Sheldon Jackson 1 went East In I*ll
and entered Marietta college. Marietta, 0.,
where I graduated four year* later In th*
class of 2SSS.

"I am now taking a course In Lane the-
ological seminary, by which I hope to fit
myself for my main work In life, that of
preathlng to my own people. Along with
my ministerial studies, however, I am
taking a course in law. planning to c»m-
plete the two parallel courses at the same
time, two years hence I shall then hav*
finished my ten years' schooling, and I
hop* to go at once among my own people
to begin my work.

"It used to be regarded as doubtful
whether the native Alaskan could take on
the higher American civilisation. I do not
wish to boast of my own achievement*,

but 1 think I may aay that In view of
what has already been accomplished
among us by education and Chr.stlanlry,

the work la no longer doubtful. But It
will be bar 1 work, and to It I have form>d
the cherished plan of devotng my life.
I shall have the cheerful co-operation of
others wbo ar* now drawn into good
oourses of preparation for their high mis-
sion, and together we mean to try to
owrry among our own p*ople four thing*.
Christianity, education, industrial devel-
opment. and the principles of law and
good government.

"I grew miKb attached to my college
mates In th* East, and we all ahed tears
when we parted th* other day at Cincin-
nati Ou'stde of the crl!"g* curriculum. I
have had the ineetmable privilege of be-
ing associated with representative people
in the Eaeiern states, and of traveling so

a* to secure a better grasp of our great

ins* Irations. Whatever benefit I hav* re-
ceived from these sources I hope to carry
back and share with my perils.

doing their fearful -work among us. Not
less than 300,000 of our people, largely men
and women from the Influential and pro-
ductive classes, have fallen victims to
the fury of our persecutor*. More than
».f*o have under threat* of Instant death
professed Islam. Thousands of our sis-
ters and d*ugtiter* hav* been violently
carried off to the harem* of the Turk* and
Kurds.

"Not lees than 6.000 of mir prloctpal men.Including many Gregorian priest* *nd
Protestant pastors and teacher*, *re lan-
guishing In Turkish dungeons, arrested on
utterly baseless charge* and given no op-
portunity to vindicate themselraa. A very
large part of our property has been stolen
or destroyed, and all our business Is par-
alyzed; what property see still own Is
lsrgety worthless." It 1* fhen shown that,
though massacre and open plunder have
been forbidden, no thought of security
can be entertained.

Il'-rarding the future the message say*;
"Three possible course* of action ar* OHMS
to us Frtl, we can surrender all thatour fathers hav* clung to during th-lrmany years of oppression and suffering*
we can abandon our faith, profess Islam
and lose ourselves and our children »n th*mass of Moslem monasteries; second, wecan go on pati»ntly draming the chainsof our conqueror* and bearing their In-
sults and abuses, wasting away our llveeand our sTength In ignoble servitude,or. third, we can seek In other la Ma and
*mt>ng liberty-loving people, new homes
and new hopes of enterprise and hope."

After reciting the terrors attending the
first two alternative*, the document says
of the third: "Only two things we ne«l
to know l"!r»t, will our sultan permit
us to emigrate? Second, will the Chris-
tian Ra'. ra who have been witnesses ofour sufferings grant us an asylum in their
borders and give us aid In time of oar dls-tress?" i
