Fer-
raro raised himself on the b:-dy of his
lieutenant and tired. wounding both blacks.
He then ran to call the ambulance in aid
of the lieutenant, when he was struck by a
bullet, and returning the Are killed hi* ad-
versary. He then joined a gro'up of fugi-
tives under a captain who took the lieuten-
ant with them, but the officer died the fol-
lowing morning. Th next day. attacked by
the enemy, the captain also lost his
The men, tortured by thirst, hid all day.
and proceeded on their march in the even-
ing, reaching Antiscio next morning. F'.it
they found that camp occupied by the ene-
my, bid again til! night, continuing their
retreat amid a constant fire from the ni-
t'ves of the villages which they passed.
Thus day by day. from hill to Mil. they

passed in contiunel peril. Finally they
found a native who for *2O undertook to
guide them, anl who, after seven days'
march, led them into Adi-caje.
