The Country That Is Ruled by the Brit-
ish South African Company.

West and north of the Transvaal lie
those immense British territories which
have been assigned to the British South
Africa Company as its sphere of opera-
tions. Bechuanaland—so called from the
principal native race which occupies it—
is a high and generally level country,
mostly wooded, though the trees are but
small, and with grass which is richer and
more abundant than that of the Trans-
vaal. It is looked upon as likely to prove
cne of the best ranching tracts in the
Matabeleland and Mashona-
land, further to the north, are equally
high, but more undulating than Bechu-
analand, with great swelling downs some-
what resembling the prairies of Western
Kansas,

They are bright, breezy countries, very
hot in the daytime, for they le within
the tropics, but with nights cool even in
and a climate which, ex-
lower grounds along the
marshy banks of the streams, is not
merely healthy, but invigorating. Plenty
of rain falls in December, January and
February, and it is only in October, at
the end of the dry season, that the grass
begins to fail on the pastures. The sub-
Jacent rock is, as in Bechuanaland, usu-
ally granite; but here and there beds of
slate and schist are found, and in these
beds there are quartz reefs, believed to
be rich in gold, and from which a great
deal of gold" must in days gone by have
been extracted, so numercus are the
races of ancient workings.

Then came the fight over the money
plank of the platform. The majority re-
port, read by ex-Congressman Byron M.
Cutcheon, asserted unswerving fidelity to
the protective tariff principle and insisted
oa the repeal of the present “unwise, un-
American tariff act.” It demanded re-en-
actment of the McKinley law, with what.
ever modifications present conditions may
require, and commended the principle of
reciprocity. It also declared for a revival
of protection to shipowners, to encourage
carrying goods in American bottoms, and
expressed sympathy with the Cuban in-
surgents in their struggle for liberty. The
national delegates were instructed “to use
aill ie¢ means to secure the nomi-
nation of Willlam McKinley so long as his
name shall be before the convention.'

The firancial plank was as follows: “Wa
are unylelding in our demand for sound
and honest money. We are in favor of the
use of goid and silver and paper dollars
in our currency, all to ba maintained at a
parity and to their purchasing and delt
paying powsr. We are opposed to any
provision that wiil invite depreciation of
any po;tion of our currency, and therafore
W2 are opposed to the free and unlimited
colnue' of silver by this country under
present conditione, and we belleve such a
course weuld destroy the parity of and
contract the currency.”™

8. W. Hopkins and W. H. Smith, of the
committee, presented a minority substitute
as follows, the first twenty-five words be-
Ing quoted from the national platform of
1582: “The American people, from tradi-
tion and interest, favor bi-metallism, and
the Republican party demands the use of
boih gold and silver az a standard of
money, and demands that all dollars,
whether of gold, silver or paper, shall be
of full legal tender, possessing full and
equal purchasing and debt-paying power,
thereby having a parity of value, and to
that end we demand a purely American
system of money based upon gold ani
silver, without advantage of either, at the
mints. We demand that all paper Woney
issued by the government shall be redeem-
able in gold and silver, at the option of
the government. We are opposed to the
retiring of the greenbacks, the money of
the people, the savior of the Union, the
money favored by Lincoln. We are op-
posed to the issuance of interest-bearing
bonds in times of peace, and we condemn
the policy of Grover (leveland and John
G. Carlisle In contracting the sale of
government bonds, thereby taxing the peo-
ple to benefit a foreign syndicate ten mil-
lions of dollars—the profits accuring to it
at the expense of the people.”

Several delegates supported the free sil-
ver substitute, while many of the geld
delegates were shouting “Time”™ and de-
manding a vote. After considerable con-
fusion T. W. Crissey, of Midland, moved
to substitute the currency declaration of
the Minneapolis platform of 1882 for both
the committee reports on the money ques-
tion. The motion prevalled amid cheers.
The remainder of the majority resolutions
were adopted,

Alternate delegates at large were then
chosen, and J. C. Gray, of Kalkaska, and
F. L. Gilchrist, of Alpena, were selected
presidentiul electors. The contest for
chairman of the state central committee
was between two unwilling candidates,
both of whom declined the honor. They
were Gen. R, A. Alger and Dexter M.
Ferry, of Detroit. Mr. Ferry, who is now
in California, won the uncoveted honor,
and it is believed he will be induced to
accept. The convention concluded shortly
after 6 o'clock.

“The members of the national Republi-
can committee are requested to meet at
the Southern Hotel, in the city of St. Louis,
on Wednesday, the 10th of June, at 12
o'clock, noon, for the purpose of preparing
the temporary roll of membership and de-
signating temporary officers for the con-
vention, and for the transaction of such
other business as may require the action of
the committea, It appearing probable that
an unusual number of contested cases will
be presented to the committee for consider-
ation in connection with the preparation of
the temporary roll, it is deemed advisable
to call special attention to the following
clause in the call for the convention: *All
notices of contests must be filed with the
secretary of the national committee in
writing, accompanied by printed state-
ments of the grounds of contest, which
shall be made pudiic. Preference in the
order of hearing and determining contests
will be given by the committee In accord-
ance with the dates of filing such notices
and statements with the secretary’ All
persons desiring to present matters for the
consideration of the committee under the
foregoing clause are requested to be pre-
pared to present their cases on assembling
of the committee on the date above desig-
nated.

THE ARREST OF LOUIS STERN.

Sharp Correspondence Retween Olney
and the German Minister,

Washington Clity, May € -Some specizl
correspondence passed last summer be-
tween Secretary Olney and the German
ambassador at Washington City, Baron
Thielmann, growing out of the harsh
treatment accorded to & New York busi-
ness man, Louls Stern, by the Bavarian
authorities, and, while the case was not
of great importance, it seemed for a
time to put a strain on the reiations sl
around. As was shown at the time Mr
Srern was at Kissingen and resented what

petty official of the Kissingen baths and
was arrested therefor, sentenced to two

American citizen, Louils Stern, at Kissin-
gen, In reply to the views contained In
your note, 1 hasten to say that I reject as
entirely unjustified your excellency's critls
clsm of the justice in the Stern case at
Kissingen. Especlally must 1 decline to
see the administration of justice within
a state of the German Federal Union, and
the right of pardon which belongs to the
princes of the German Federal Union, dis-
cussed in this way and treated in the
form of a diplomatic claim. So far as the
United States government desires to ap-
proach the government of his majesty,
the German emperor, in this matier,
touching one of its citizens, it must be Jeft
to it (the United States .onnuner:t) to
make such approach through the Lnltog
States ambassador at Berlin. Thielmann.

Sald Secretary Olney in reply: “It only
remains to notice the suggestion, express-
ed with quite unnecessary curtness, 'hat
a diplomatic claim was Involved, which,
therefore, should have been presented to
the imperial government through the
United States ambassador at Berlin. This
proposition will not bear examination, un-
less, indeed, as I8 wholly improbable, the
powers of the representative of the gov-
ernment at this capital are sublect to
novel and unknown limitations."
