Work Progressing Rapidly on
the Government Vess.Is.

the Two Steel Steamers.

At Moran Bros.' estzblishment there are
now 194 men at work, the jarger portion
of whom are engaged on the two new gov-
ernment vessels under contract, or In mak-
ing the new machinery necessary for the
business of steel ship building in which
the company is now permanently em- |
barked. A representative of the Post- |
Intelligencer visi'ed the shipyard of the |
company yesteriay and was shown over |

the plant by Robert Moran, president of |
the company i

Under the new shed recently erected are
two parallel ways, upon which the two
vessels—the revenue cutter Golden Gate |
and the new torpedo boat—are to be built, |
and from which in course of time they will |
be launched. The blocking is already |
in pilace, ready to receive the Keels.

All of the mach'nery necessary for the |
company, except that which they are en- |
gaged in manufacturing for themseives,
higs already arrived and is In place, and ail

| the material for the construction of the ‘

two vessels, with the exception of one car- |
load, is also on the ground. While there
is little in sight in the yard to show that
very much has been done towards the
butlding of either vesse]l a closer examin-
ation shows the magnitude of the work
which has been going forward since the
company succeeded in securing the con-
tract.

For ti:e torpedo boat all the frames have
been bent, and the stem and stern frames
forged, and all the plates are on hand
ready to be rivetéd into position as soon
as the frame goes up. In the foundry al-
most all the castings for the engines and
interior machinery have been made, and
some of them are in the machine shop re-
ceiving the finishing work. The frames
and plating are wonderfully light in ap-
pearance, as in vessels of the class almost
everything is sacrificed to secure the
great essentlal, speed. The frames are
made of strips of steel plate three-six-
teenths of an inch in thickness, bent longi-
tudinady to a right angle, the faces being
one and one-quarter and two inches re-
spectively. The thickest of the outside
plate is but three-sixteenths of an inch,
and in places it is decreased to one-eighth
of an inch. The material, however, is of
the finest quality of steely and is innmtely
stronger than it appears to be to a casual
observer. All of the steel used comes from
ihe plants of the Carnegie company in
Pennsyivanja.

For the Golden Gate $nany of the frames
have already been bent and workmen are
now engaged in bending the others. The
frames for the Golden Gate are very much
heavier than those which will be used in
the torpedo boat. They are of three-eighths
inch steel, angled, and the faces are three
and two and one-half Inches respectively,
thus being six times heavier and that
much proportionately stronger than those
used on the torpedo boat. The operation
of bending the frames is an interesting
one and yet simple. On the floor of the
drafting room the line of each, giving its
exact length and curvature, is laid down.
a soft piece of Swedish iron, which is ex-
tremely malieahle, is bent by hand to an
€xact correspondence with the line of the
proposed frame. It is then laid on the
bending table. This is a heavy steel plate,
through which holes are bored at regular
and close intervals. The soft iron pattern
is 80 placed that its edge will lie close to
28 many of these holes as possible,
Through each hole, at the place where it
touches the pattern, a steel bar is inserted.
The proposed frame, heated red hot in an
adjoining furnace, is then bent to contact
with these bars, giving the exact curva-
ture needed. The rivet holes in the
frames are all punched prior to bending.

The stern frame and stem of the Golden
Gate are finisheq, except the drilling of the
inch holes, and the keel piece i1s now in
hand. Mr. Moran thinks that the keel
will be laid within the next ten days, when
the work of putting the frame together
will commence. From that time on unti}
the two vessels are completed fifty men
wiil be employed in addition to those at
pr‘t;;vnkt la! !;'ork.

What America has to look forward to
may be seen from a compar'son of the
figures of its exports and those «f Erg-
land. America’s exports.to South Africa
were $3,500,000 in 1893 and England’'s were
$46,000,000. The total exports of manufac-
tures from this country last year were
in the neighborhood of $200,000,000, or less
than half of Germany's, and less than a
quarter of England’s. Yet American man-
ufacturing plants are capable of turning
out twice the amount of goods requisite
for the supply of this country in a year.
One of the things, not a'wdys spoken of
as a manufacture, that South Africa got
from here Is §.000.9% worth of rum,
wh'ch was sent out in one year.

Naturally most of the exports for Africa
are staples, but some fancy articles, among
them bleycles, are being introduced there.
A good many medicines are sent over.
Everything in the line of cheap wooden
furniture is shipped. Agricultural imple-
ments are sent in large numbers, mainly
of the old-fashioned kind, or what are now
regarded as old-fashioned, although some
mowers and reapers are going out. The
reason the demand s for wares of the old
style Instead of the labor-saving machin-
ery is said to be, not that labor is cheap
over there, but the farmers prefer to do
things in the old way. A good many cheap
plows are exported.

An idea of the variety of the shipments
made from the United States ports to
South Africa may be gained by a glance
at the manifest of the cargo of a ship
row on the water. Among the goods there
ere lard and lard oil, shoe leather, leath-

Town, and so on. All the way to Delagoa
Bay, the port of the Transvaal, the con-
signments go from here in the one ship.
Goods for the Zambesi river country
have to be reshipped at Delagoa bay. Eng-
lish companies run coasting vessels from
Port Natal, Delagoa, etc., northward and
to Mauritius.
