Capitalists From the Northwest to
Han a Nau Francisco Theater.

Three men from the Northwest, repre-
senting large capital, arrived here yester-
day, says the Examiner of a recent date,
for the purpose of arranging to lease one
of the local theaters or, falling In that,
to build on*. They are Cal Helllg. general

manager of the Northwestern Theatrical
Association; C. W. Griggs, president of
the St. Paul and TAeoma I.umber Company,
and T.W. Enos, vice president of the Metro-
politan Bank of Tacoma, and one of the
directors of the new railroad "being built
from Tacoma to the Nlsqually coal fields.

The Northwestern Theatrical Associa-
tion controls the best theaters In the North-
west, Including the Marquam Grand opera
house In Portland. Tacoma theater, Beattls
theater, Olympla theater, and the As-
toria theater. The object of the visit of
these representatives lest evening Is to
complete a circuft that will enable them to
book companies from Denver to San Fran-
cisco and through the Northwest.

After the engagement between Cola Pan-
alq ua and Segura, with Gomez. Zayas, Al-
berto* and other Insurgent leaders, la
which the insurgents sustained a great
loss.

Unit-
ed States Consul Burke, at Malaga, writes
to the state department that a new In-
sect pest as destructive to wh'at as the
phyeoxera to the grape, has damaged the
crop* In wveral provinces, while owing
to a *evere drougth not only win the en-
tire whoat crop be « total failure, but
there will be a shortage cf every other crop
of grain. The poor are suffering much
and unless the rain comes the crops will
bgc-mie a total loss and great suffering
and want will prevail throughout the
whole country. Efforts will be nwde to
have the government reduce or remove th#
Impcrt grain duties and heavy Imports
must be made during the current year.

WHOSE IS THE DEAD?
Body of an Aged Man Pound

Floating in Salmon Bay.

HIS IDENTITY IS UNKNOWN.

So Marks of Vloleooe, Mad 111
Peaceful la the Utt Sleep Bald

man.
About dark last evening Mr. and Mr*.

Berry, who are supposed to realde at Bal-
lard. were out boatrWirur In Halmon (lay.

They had not Kono far when they noticed
the body of a man floating face upward In
the water. They reported that fact to the
people on board the tug Stlmson. who took
tho matter in hand. A line was attached
to the body, and It was towed to what Is
called the creoaote dock, where K was
hauled out or the water and placed upon
the wharf -

No one appeared to know the man, and
while hia Identity w.u being- discussed
some one telephoned tcv Coroner Askam,
who Immediately went out on Butter-
worths dead waaton. Careful search was
made of the dead man's clothes for evi-
dence* of his Idinutv. Noi one thlnK wss
found that would In any way lend to
solve the mystery.

In one pocket 47 c««ts and a pair of
eye glasses were discovered. and In an-
other an old cop# of the Chicago Tlmes-
Herald. In appearance the dsad man was
about 60 years of age, 8 feet t or 10 Inches
in height, spare built, and face marked
by clsan-cut features. Ills nose was prom-
inent. Inclined to the Roman type. Ills
cheek bones were naturally prominent,

but In death were brought out still more
prominently by the sinking In of- the
cheeks. Ilia eyes were light blue. He
wore a full gray beard. Hl# hair was
gray, very thin, and did not come within
many Inches of his His clothes
were of ordinary blue cloth, and his shirt
was of apparently good linen. His clothes
were unbuttoned.

The coroner made a careful Investiga-
tion to discover tf there were any marks
of voilence on the body, and Ben Butter-
worth, who wss with the coroner, said
there was no mark to Indicate a struggle
of any kind. As the old man lay In the
dead box there wss a peaceful expression
ipon We face, which seemed to set aslda

the possibility of other than an acciden-
tal death. The body was brought to But-
terworth's undertaking rooms, but at tha
time of going to press no one bad been
found who could Identify the remains.
One man who looked at him said he
thought he had seen that face among tha
tanks of the CI. A. It.
It is understood that the tug Btlraaoa

came arros* a rowboat floating in Salmon
bay not far from where the body was
found. No matter how the old man came
to his death, that event could not have
taken place more t hnn ten or tf wlve hours
previous to the finding of th« body .
