Tacoma, Juan 1 -Special ?That ths city
was able to m<i<t Its Interest on the water
snd light bonds due June 1. as was first
published ill the Voet-intelligencer Sat-
urday last, has buea commented on va-
riously. There are a number of people
who regret that, although tha city had on
hand nearly tiaft.ont, and Is in arrears six
months to its officials, employes and the
merchant* who supply It with fuel and
supplies of all sorts, it can only pay the in-

terest on Its l.onds. and these creditors
a ho are in net-*! of their money are put off
indefinitely. On the other hand, mer-

chants. business men and property own-
ers generally are heartily glad that de-
fault aas again averted, and that al-
though ths municipality was compelled
to borrow most of the money to pay the
interest It was not forced to protest, and
the city's credit Is maintained.

It has been statsd that s movement was
contemplated to enjoin the payment of
the Interest by the sinking fund commis-
sion. on the ground that its action was Il-
legal. There Is very little if any founda-
tion for this story. Whatever appearance
of Illegality there was about the action of
the sinking food commission, was on ac-
count of the recent decision of the su-
preme court la the Kllemlller case. In this
decision the special funds for which taxes
were levied last November were practically
wiped out, and It was held that the
moneys accruing to the city from all
sources, except assessments for street Im-
provements snd I*>! 1 tax. should be placed
to the credit of the general fond. The
money to pay the June interest was raised
under this levy and was placed la the In-
West fund. It- was therefore held that
if the ealary and expense funds
in the levy were wiped out by the
Bldemliler decision, the Interest fund and
its special levy went also. This Is a mis-
take as far as the interest on the water
bon is la concerned.

From tune
to time reports of a conflicting nature
have been received as to the Utopia, her
perilous condition in the almost Arctic
region, aad of ber treatment of passen-
ger*. and many a soul whose father or
brother accompanied the Utopia to the
far-off frigid land was harraased by re-
ports of a heart-rending description.
Capt. O'Brien, in his recital of the inci-
dents of the trip, has put bis mark of
condemnation upon the apparently unjust
rumors.

At his Battery street residence CVt
O'Brien was found last night, reclining
on a lounge In the parlor, feeling, aa h«
expressed himself, "happy to be home
again.'' and somewhat recuperated from
the labors of the day. In reply to ques-
tions the captain aatd:

"The Utopia sailed from Seattle oa April
4. The trip was uneventful We were
four days to Sitka, via the Inside route
to the north end at Vancouver Island, and
ouiaid* thence the remainder of the voy-
age. The Teasel laid over at Sitka two
days to enable us to take In fresh water
and to give our passenger* opportunity
to se* the city. The run from Blika to
Cogk Inlet consumed four day*, making
our time. Including atoppage. exactly ten
day*. The voyage was absolutely a pleas-
ure trip, there being at no time a blow.
W* had an occasional beam swell, but
nothing more. Upon arrival at the Inlet
we found the ice too thick to tackle and
therefore returned to Coal harbor, where

A Thriving Town Springing Into Ex-
istence at Sunrise City.

A correspondent of the Alaska Mining
Record write* aa follow* from Sunrise
City. Cook inlet. Alaska, under date of
May 10:

Sinoe arriving her* on April 15 up to
the present time the following vessels have
landed their passengers and cargoes on the
mud flata at the mouth of Six Mile creek:
B<-hooner Loyal, 36 tons. 24 passengers:
steam schooner Albion from San Fran-
cisco, with the Ducey crowd Including 113
persons, there being six lad.es and several
children among them, also twelve pack
animals, and stock for a store; schooner
Ella Johnson. 110 ion* burden, with 75 pas-
sengers from Seattle: Helga Caro-
line with eight passengers from Juneau;
schooner Stella Erland, 40 tons burden,
from Seattle with five passenger* and a
complete store outflt which will be located
at Sunrise City. So far this spring about
4M persons have landed at the mouth of
6.x Miie creek and nearly that number at
the mouth of Resurrection creek, twelve
miles below here. Sunrise City being cen-
trally located and having the best harbor
will be, and, in fact. Is now. the metropo-

lis of western Alaska. All here now 1*
bustle and excitement, and the ringing of
axes and saws 1* heard in every direction
in the laying of foundations and building'
of cabins to hold town lots. The Juneau
contingent is mowing down the forest la

my physical troubles culminated. To be*
brief, 1 had been indisposed a good part
of the voyage, and upon returning to Coal
harbor I was removed to the shore and
Dr. Rogers, of Oakland, CaL, who for-
tunately happened to be there, performed
a surgical operation which saved my life
While I was on my back the command of
the Utopia devolved upon Capt Chester,
the pilot, who made two trips to Rtsuj-
rectlon and Two Mile creek, carrying Aolh
Utopia and lakme passengers."

This report is on a par with other
rumors which I have from time to time
seen In the papers of Seattle, such as the
Utopia's not feeding her passengers prop-
erly. There has never appeared a greater
misstatement of fact. Let me explain:
The vessel was fitted out with provisions

for 120 persons for twenty-two days. She
arrived at her destination In ten days, and
therefore had on hand provision* for
twelve additional days. This was con-
sumed In due season by the waiting pas-
sengers. It was not to be expected that
the vessel wui intended to he equipped at
the outset with provisions for ail summer,
or for an Arctic picnic. Suffice it to say
that the Utopia carried out In every sense
of the word the contract made with its
passengers, and I know that our passen-
gers letter fed than those of any of
the crafts at the Inlet."
