nance for regulating UM traffic m Intoxi-
cating liquors, which wlil bo published
IB tomorrow mntuf's Post-InteUigeacer
and then become at one* operative. Tho
mayor stated that he thought the new or-
dinance a great improvement orer the old
ordinance. No. HO. under which the elty

baa been issuing liquor licenses since
UK.

One of the chief objections to the rid
law SPSS the dels 7 occasioned by It*work-
ing in the matter of Issuing licenses. Ap-
plicants fora license were sometimes com-
pelled to wait three months, while the
application wended its slaw and tortuous
way through the committees of ths two

branchee of the city council. Under the
new law applications srtll go direct from
the city comptroller to the police, license
and revenue committee of the council,
which will Investigate the application and
make a report to the council, aooompa-
rued. if the report be favorable, with an
ordioAAot.

Under the new law ths applicant must
pot la his application three weeks la ad-

vaace. or three weeks before the expira-
tion of his old license: and hs cannot open
his plao* of business without a license ac-
tually issued and hung on his wall.

Another important feature of tho new
systesa Is that it covers ths giving away
as wen as the sale of liqtior. which, nnder
ths charter. It has ths power to do. Tho
charter gives the council power "by ordi-
nance to license, tax and confine within
limits of time and place to be by the city
council prescribed; end to otherwise regu-
late tho selling or giving away of Intoxi-
cating liquors." Previous ordinances have
attempted to regulate only the selling, but
the new ordinance also covers the giving
away. It therefore applies to not only
all saloons and drinking places, but hotels,
restaurants. eating houses, private clubs,
either incorporated or unincorporated, and
all other placee where liquor Is given
away with meals or otherwise or sold.

There is a provision In the ordinance
making It the duty of police officers to re-
port any v olition of it to the city attor-
ney. alio shall vigilantly prosecute all of-
fenders if Information Is brmight to htm
la any way. Failure to Inform oa part of
police or neglect to prosecute on part of
the attorney are made grounds for removal
from office.
