REPORT ON BOND BUI
Ways u4 Metu Comlttec

TfIUE. CHECKS ASK NCCDCD.

Wsshfagtoc City, June l-Ctairsaa
Dtag ey. of the boose ways aad mssns
ntanitiw. today au'it a report ta tha
house on the s*nais toll to prohibit the la-
sue of Doffis without authority from con-
gress. T»« statement ta sensed by the
eleven Reriubltcsn members aad two Deta-
Hfata, T*raer af ueorgla aad Cobb at
Missouri, who co»-ur id the recommendn-
t-or-a withoui ladars.ng the argument. Tha
report as>s.

"It Is cot proposed by the assists Mil ta
repeal so mu'« ef ths resumption act aa
authorises the secretary of the imsirr
to borrow coin to maintain the redemption
fond, yet this to the legal effect of tha
language employed. The attempt to cloud
thte repeal try reference to further author-
ity of eoagreea Is meaningless, for svery
one knows, w t.wat a declaration to this
effect, that oo.igroas may re-enact a law
wh.ch has been repealed and the repeal
to proposed Just as congrssa ta ready to
adjourn far sis mon'hs. and with the
knowledge that the senate aa at present
constituted would sever authorise an la-
sue of boats to maintain the redemption
fund. Te propose thta when there to and
has been for three years a targe deficiency
of revenue, inevitably raisea the Ibqu.ry

whether It la not the deliberate purpose of
the promoters of this bill to plunge the
government Into repudiation and depre-
ciate the greenbacks.

"One ei iea which has hem given for
the paaaags of the senate Mil la That the
secretary of the treasury has sold bonds
to gyndlcatee lnstsad of offering them
first aa popular loans. While we sympa-
thise with this criticism, yet this sflor Is
substantial ground for amending tha act
of iim so as to require bonds Issued under
It to be drat offered to the American peo-
ple, but not ground for the aheoUte re-
peal of all authority to borrow in an
eslgeney

"Another excuse Is that tbe secretary of
the treamiry has ladlre-tty Issued the re-
deemed I'nlted Statee legal tender notes
for current expenses, thus pil ing them
In a position for a ascend redemption. This
affords grounds for such legislation as
sill make It practically Impossible to con-
tinue this practice, but not satisfactory
ground for taking from tbe secretary all
power to borrow for the purpose of main
taining the redemption fond."

After referring to the house £IHs for a
popular loan for revenue, the report con-
tinues' "Instead of concurring In these
two hills, the senate refused to provide
the needed revenue or to authorise the
ls*u» of temporary certificates of Indebt-
edness. thus practically Indorsing ths
secretary's course. Inasmuch as In the
al>sen>-e of both revenue and authority to
borrow to meet the deficiency, the only
reco irse open to the secretary is the use
of ihe redeemed I'uited States legal tender
notes.

(ilt«i4<rn4tnt(inMilli>deficiency In th*
ahaenee of authority to borr>w for the dto-

?lop. but the administration ami aecre-
tarjr have refused to recognlat the tac*
that th* revenue has been and atlil to in-
sufficient to meet the expenditure*. and
have discouraged all slap* to provide airf-
nrlaat rnveuur. thereby prattle*lly In-
?Sstinff *b a continuation of the conditions
whloh made It nerMaary to Ind.rectly use
for current expense* the procaed* of bond*
sold for redemption purpose*.

"I'ractlcally. therefore, iha senate bill
ta*»* away frwm the aicrrfary tha power
to borrew alUer gold or silver to maintain
th* MIB redemption fund In th* face at
the faet that the government owns onlv
BrT.aio.oao silver iloilar* and a Ititle over
Uou.iumWO of gold, that can be used for r«-
dxuptlon purposes, which fund would d'»-
sppear tn a very b.tef period U It should
b* andsrstood that the power to borrow
In an exlgtncy ha«l been *brogs.ted. The
inevitable reaul; of such a recklesa cours*
would b« repudiation by the government,
drpreciation if the currency, and such a
panic In the country as waa never before
experienced."

But Fiaailio. June 1-8. Asaae. MM of
tha chiefs In the naval department of the
government of Japan, will arrive In Ban
Francisco on the next steamer from the
Orient with contracts In his possession for
the building of two warships for the coun-
try ho represents. One of these. it "» un-
derstood. will go to the Union Iron Works
In this city, and the other to tha Cramps.
In Philadelphia.

Capt. M. Bongotey. charge d'affaires of
the Japanese army, arrived from Tokyo
on the Pern today to visit M. Scott
and arrange for tha building of the ship
which has been awarded to his company.
After closing up his business hers he will
go to Philadelphia to con salt with the
Cramps. M. Eongoiny is not Inclined to
talk on the matter, as he says It Is a gov-
emment secret which be cannot divulge.

Another Important matter connected
with the coming visit of S. Asa no to the
Pacific coast la the opening of a new
steamship line between Tokyo and the
Pacific coast. In Jieraldlng the advance
of this new line. S. Aaano will say that it
will handle freight cheaper than either
of the llnee running from San Francisco
and Puget sound, and that the landing
place on this coast will he at Portland.
Or. The Japanese legislature recently
appropriated B.OSO.fW* to float the com-
pany. and selected Portland as being the
most central point. Freight will be car-
tied at U yen or |» per ton. and the pas-
senger rates will be at greatly reduced
prices. S. Aaano la an English scholar,
and a man who wield* great Influence In
the Japanese government. It is under-
stood that he had a great deal to do with
the awarding of the contracts for the
new battleship* to American builders, aa
English builders made a hard fight to get
the work.

TUB ARRZST OP HE*. CAMPOS.

H* Was Grossly Insulted by Son. Bor-
rero, and rhsllenied Htm.

Madrid. Jura s?Hie Chmpoe-Borrero
affair continue* the sensation of the hour.
It appears that the captain general of
Madrid went to the (rounds of the Mar-
quis of Cabrlcana. which was the rendes-
vous of the participants, and prevented
the duel. The marquis tried to stop the
captain reneral from entering his grounds,
hut the latter asserted his military au-
thority, entered and olaoed the combat-
ants under arrest, It is believed the duel
will yet occur on the earliest possible oc-
casion. Oen. Rorrero has many partisans,

and particularly tnmr the younger of-
ficers of the army. Gen Borrero accused
Marshal Campos of systematically pre-
venting promotions In the army. Ha as-
serted that Marshal Campos for fh* pas*

twenty years had beeg the irresponsible
arbiter of Spanish politics, and had be-
come a sort of mentor of royalty. Changes
In the cabinet and of high officials. Gen.
Rorrero asserted, were often due to his
Influence, ratnpoa. he aald further, de-
spite the Cuban check, still claims a pre-
ponderating Influence In politics.

Madrid. June R ?Among the multitude of
rumors and press reports with regard to
the Campos-Borrero Imbroglio tt is diffi-
cult to arrive at anything like an absolu-
tely correct version of the affair in all its
details. The following, as far as can be
gathered, fairly explains the position: For
a considerable time there has existed un-
disguised ill-feeling between the two gen-
erals, which culminated in a supposition,
erroneous it appears, on the part of Gen.
Korrero that Gea. Campos had exerted
himself to get Borrero's election as sena-
tor from Cuenca annulled. He therefore
addressed a letter, couched in the follow-
ing or similar terms, to Gen. Campos:
"Having heard of ths underhanded work
your excellency is organising with the ob-
ject of annulling my election as senator
from Cuenca, and taking Into account that
for fourteen years you have been preju-
dicing me In my profession, and that In
this world everything must have an end.
my patience is exhausted. I have a pair
of pistols at your disposal. I am Inclined
to do for you what the Cuban Insurgents
failed to do."

Thereupon Oen. Campos sent his seconds
to demand retraction or satisfaction. A
meeting resulted at the Villa Olea. The
minister of wsr appeared on the scene,
and falling to get their word of honor
from the principals that they would not
tight, placed both of them unJer arrest.
The matter remains thus at present. The
minister of .war's latest statement is to
the effect that both generals are under ar-
rest in their houses awa'tln* further or-
ders. The queen has Instructed the min-
ister of war to confer with both princi-
pals. with a view to putting an end to the
matter. The affair la causing Intense ex-
citement and party feeling.

Fltihneh lee Call* on 0< n. Wpjrler.
Havana. June S? Gen. Fltahugh Lee. the

n<-w consul genera.! for the United States,
had a king conference with Cnpt. Gen.
Weyler today, in company with his prede-
cessor. Consul General I.ee has inter-
ested himself In the case of Artist Thomas
Dawley, oonrtn*d in Moro castie incom-
municado. W'l en h«- ralifd on Gen. Wcy-
ler he explained to Wcyler that the artist
had been sent to take pictures for news-
papers in the T'nlted States Gen. Weyler
prom'sed Gen. Lee to recommend that his
case be attended to at the earnest oppor-
tunity He dij not authorize Gen. Lee tosee Dawley at the fortress, as the law pro-
hibits prisoners being seen, and It* pro-
visions could not be ev* led without con-
s-le~able trouble. Tie declared, however,
that Gen. I.ee might see the prisoner to-morrow at the palace.

The Spanish Interests and
the old Franco-Egyptian bank of Paris
control the national banks of Mexico, and
the English Interests control the of
London and Mexico. For these reason*
the Germans want a bank of their own.
