BOGGS PAID THE WARRANTS.

Tacoma’s City Attorney Says They Need
Not Be Redeemed Again.

Tacoma, June 10.—Special —If any one !s
looking for a jumble and confused snari
of legal and financial gquestions, in the
center of which is securely tied nearly a
$100.000 of a city's money, he need go no
farther than the city of Tacoma. The
worst feature of the situation is that,
to use the words of City Attorney Joha
Paul Judson, who is certalnly in a posi-
tion to know:

“The employes of the city, excepting one
department, have not been pald their sal-
aries for the past seven months. Their
credit is exhausted. Our business men
cannot longer carry them on promises.
Some of our most efficlent men are oblig-
ed to leave the service to provide means
to support their families.”

In the course of an interview, Mr. Jud-
son sald: “The city authorities realize
that some action must be taken in relation
to the outstanding warrants, but we must
walt untll the warranesif{iing commitiee
reports the facts for our consideration.
But with our employes the necessities are
such, that it would be criminal to defer
sction for their relief until we determine
the great financial problem confronting us,
They must live and the city is bound to
provide for them.”

Clty Attorney Judson’s statement above
quoted Is made in the course of an opinion
rendered in response to a request from
Mayor Fawcett relative to the standing
of the general fund warrants, which were
deposited In the banks by City Treasurer
George W. Boggs. These amount to near-
1y, if not quite $300,000, and it is even pos-
sible that the total amount of warrants
purchased by Boggs with cily money may
reach $400,000, !

Mr. Judson comes out flatfooted and |
plainly says that the city has once paid
the warrants deposited by Boggs, and can
never be made to pay them again. In
other words, the city attorney takes the
ground that Treasurer Boggs' act in pur-
chasing the warrants over the counter in
his office, or redeeming them out of the
order of thelr issue and subsequently de-
positing them as cash, has the effect of
extinguishing them and utterly destroy-
ing their value in the eyes of the law.

Two Interesting points are apparent in
the Judson opinion. One Is that, In figur-
ing on warrants issued during the Huson
administration, in order to ascertain
whether they were issued within the con-
stitutional limit in view of the supreme

court decigion In the ‘Thurston county |
case, the warrant-sifting committee gshould
not count as an asset of the city the cred-
its appearing on t!

HIS THREE CLIENTS.

Wood Tried to Save Col. Pope
at Baldwin's Expense.

SOUGHT TO RESCUE BALDWIN-

If, Despite His Efforts, Miss Ashley
Had Mulcted Baldwin, Wood Would
Have Clalmed a Share.

San Francisco, June 10.—Attorney Crit-
tenden continued the cross-examination
of Detective J. R. Wood, of Beston, to-
| day, in the Ashley-Baldwin case. As out-

lined by his preliminary interrogateries on

Tuesday afternoon, the tendency of the
| plaintiff"s counsel was to show the witness
up in the unfavorabie light of a double-
dealer, who, while pretending to act in
| the Interests of Miss Ashley, was In n-u'l-
| ity gathering all the evidence possibie
against her, a fact which the detective
practically admitted.

After being closely questioned as to the
{ circumstances under which his contract
| with Baldwin was made, and to the duties
it required the witness o perform, At-
torney Crittenden read extracts from
Wood's letters to Miss Ashley, and asked
him to explain the apparent discrepan-
cies between their contents and his sub-
sequent actions. This he attempted to do
| by stating that while he desired to ascer-
tain first whether Miss Ashley’s story was
true, he was also anxious to get her into
his power in order that he might thereby
compel her to retract her statements with
reference to his clfent, Col. Pope. Wood
was compelled to admit that he had at-
tempted to mislead Miss Ashley for the
purpose of securing from her an afdavit
to the effect that Baldwin alone had led
her astray, thereby hoping to relieve Col.
Pope from all responsibility thereafter.
This, he stated, he was prompted to do
because Miss Ashiey had not fulfilled the
terms of her agreement with Col, Popé,
but threatened to make further trouble.

Detectiva Wood denied that he had ever
made any arrangements with Miss Ashley
2% to the compensation he was to recelve
from her if he effected a settlement with
Baldwin, but stated that had she obtained
the $75.000 she wanted from him, he would
certainly have expected to be well paid
for his services. In the same breath al-
{ most, however, he admitted that he was

not counting upon recelving any money
! from her, hecause he was acting In Col
Pope's behalfl in seeing Baldwin. He did
not consider it to be double-dealing to
pretend to be acting as Miss Ashiley's |
agent so long as he had not taken her
money. .
