Wbiie the hotels of Tacema
are well taxed to »ccomm:dat» ths vis-
itors, all have been nia.d« com fort abie-
and the encampment has been ausuicio is-
ly begun. The three organiaat: ">ns set-
tled down to the first day's routine busi-
ness this morning, and by evening the
greater part of it was cleared away, so
as to enable a'.l to attend the reception

at the Taccma hotel in the evening.
At 10:56 o'clock this morning Department

Commander Norman Buck called the fif-
teenth annual encampment of the Grand
Army of the Republic, department of
Washington and Alaska tj order in the
Ninth street theater. The main auditorium
of the theater was comfortably filled with
the delegates to the encampment and their
visiting comrades. On the staaa sat Com-
mander Buck, and his staff officers. The
stage and main body of the house wera
appropriately draped with the nat.onal
colors.

As soon as the assembled veterans had
found their s*ats and the house was quiet

Department Chaplain A. H. Lackey, of
Aberdeen, offered pray ar. Commander
Buck then appointed a committee of three
on order of business, consisting of Com-
rades Coon, of Snohomish; Comstock. of
Spokane, and Boardman. of Tacoma. The
committee on credentials reported that 535
delegates wer® entitlc-d to scats In the en-
campment. The committee included Com-
rad-s Coon stock, H. F. Young. W. A. Wag-
ner. J. P. Hoyt and K G. H us. The cora-
m ttee'a report was adopted without de-
bate.

After Commander Buck bad appointed a
committee on resolutions, he dellevered his
address to he organization. After a g; n-
eral revi ti of the work and grow th of tha
Grand Army during the past year, the
commander offered several suggestions
looking to the curtailment of expenses. He
congratulated the encampment that the
past year had seen no deficit, but. on tVe
contrary, the- debts of the
were all paid. In the course of his ad-
dress C-smmsnder Buck paid a h.gh tri-
bute to the Soldiers' Home at Ort;n*. and
the generosity of the people of Washing-

ton in their treatment of tha veterans of
the war. It was suggested by their com-
mander that the time was not far off
when it woull be found advisable to ad-
mit members f the Sons of Veterans into
full membership of the G. A. R., thus prac-
tically consolidating the two organizations.

Following the adlre«a of Commander
Bu -k came the reports of the staff officers,

which were of a statistical nature. They

were referred to the proper committees.
Included in these was the report of tha
council of administration, which was pre-
sented by Chairman Llchtenberg. of Se-
attle.

One of the mos* interesting matters dis-
posed of by the encampment was a resolu-
tion ofter<"d by Lincoln Post of Walla
Walla, condemning: in strong language the
speech recently made by President Eliot,
of Harvard university. In which he cast
reflections on the motives that actuate tne
veterans of the rebellion in perpetuating
thw memories of th»- great conflict. The
resolution was adopted unanimously.

Delegate Eva St- C. <")sburn. of the W.
R. C, presented the greetings of the corps
to the veterans: Accompanying these was
the report of President Carnes to the en-
campment. Judge Langley responded on
behalf of the veterans. A committee
head'd by W. H. Cromwell, of the Sons of
Veterans, presented the greetings of that
order.

The encampment also received a pressing

Invitation from the chamber of commerce
to make it* rooms their headquarters while
In the city.
