th» assertion that all men are llara. The
country I* rough and barren, the road by
turns rocky and sandy, and we had to go

slowly. About dark I punctured my rear
tire, and not being able to locate the leak
we thought best that Mr. Turner should
go on to the ferry and order supper, while
I wss to trundle mv wheel, which was
really about as easy as riding For five
mi'.ea I plowed through the sand and In-
creased my appetite.

"At Craig's cabin we found entertain-
ment snd assurance that we could ret
across the river the next dav In case the
wind should not b* too strong.

The contrart for the tower has not yet
been let. but it trill in all likelihood go to
the National Company, of New York.
There are only two flrtna tn the Unitei
States prepared to do the work, the other
being the Union, with headquarters at
Pittsburg. The tower will cost far more
than most peeple imagine, for although it
will not be a pretentious affair, it will tax
the railroad company somewhere from
>iI9»"« to $30,000.

Those unfamiliar with railroad yards
and equipment may suppose from ths
word "tower." that the new structure is
to rise to a stately height surmounted
with battlements, or something a* least to
suggest medieval architecture. Nothing
of the kind. It Is to be a plain. Utile frame
building, two scant stories high and not
mors than Uht» feet on the ground. The
site selected for it Is at the foot of Jack-
son street, and almost In the center of
Railroad avenue. The lower story will be
available for storage, and the upper will
contain the levers which are connected
with the switches. Here sits the man
who will have control of ths crossing.

"The treat object of such a tower." said
Assistant Engineer Mason. who has
charge of the work of construction now <n
Progress in the Great Northfrn yards, "is
to prevent a collision at the crossings
which are teached from the various
switches. This arrangement makes such
a collision absolutely impossible. Even If
a crazy man were in charsr- in the tow. r,
he might cause delay, but he could not
cause a collision. The levers are Inter-
locking, and when they are so turned as
to set the signals of danger to Great
Northern tracks, not an engine on any of
those tracks can reach the crossing. On
the other hand, when the danger signals
are set for the Oregon Improvement Com-
pany and Northern Pacific and 'safety' to
the Great Northern, no Great Northern en-
gine need stop for the crossing at all.

"This is accomplished by means
of what are called 'derails,' one
of which is set on each track
leading to the crossing. The switches are
connected with the levers by what Is
termed the mechanical movement, and
when tho crossing is barred against a cer-
tain set of tracks, as for Instance, those
of the Great Northern, any engine that at-
tempts to approach the crossing from
those tracks simply ditches itself before
reaching the crossing."

TIIE PHILADELPHIA MUSEUM.

Washington Will Make an Exhibit
Worthv ot the "date.

Secretary Edward Phillips, of the Seat-
tle Lumber Exchange, has returned from
Tacoma. where he attended the meeting

held In that city for taking steps toward
securing a permanent exhibit of Washing-
ton resources and products in the Com-
mercial museum now being established in
Philadelphia. He was well pleased with
the meeting, and thinks the outlook for ac-
complishing Its purposes is good.

The committee of three, of which Mr.
Phillips was chairman, brought In a report

on ways and means which was heartily
adopted. It recommends that attention b»
g.ven first to securing a lumber exhibit, as
being on« of the most Important Industries
of the state and at the same time easily
available, and requests that all selections
for the exhibit be forwarded to th» Tacoma
Chamber of Commerce, under whose care
the entire exhibit will be collected and by
whom it will be properly forwarded. The

This means that, whi>
the museum aims ultimately at obminsn*
exhibits from every **ate In the Union, yet
Georgia from the South and Washington
from the West will have the inside track,
and will be perhaps five years ahead of
their neighbors in placing their exhibits

"We have hardly yet realised the magni-
tude of tie proposed museum. Two hun-
dred and t wersty-Hght reams have already
been secured in Philadelphia as temporary
restin* places for the collections as they
come ia. The ground thus far secured in-
cludes sixteen seres, and this will be
added to.

"The exhibits are to be collected and ar-
ranged with the greatest possible care, ths
aim being to make the entire affair a genu-
ine educational museum. One stipulation
concerning all the exhibits is that they «ire
to be entirely free from individual adver-
tising. Along with each separate collec-
tion, as of fish. for instance, the most ac-
curate and complete data are to be com-
piled and presented. All this will undoubt-
edly render the museum a valuable source
of information for both American and for-
eign inquirer*, and will tend to give our
exhibit a dignity and which it coull
hardly have under other circumstances."
