The commitiee
was appointed to ascertain the legally
of the outstanding warrants which amount
to $1,200,000, including interest. With the
assistance of George MecD. Arkley, the
committee has exhaustively examined the

| emy’s records to determine its indebted-

ness at the time the warrants were issued
80 as to arrive at their validity,

The report will be voluminous and will
contain a complete history of the finan-
clal transactions of the city for the past
four years. Majority and minority reports
will be made as the members of the com-
mittes do not agree on many of the ques-
tions ralsed,

The chief bone of contention is the Boggs
warrants, These, to the amount of §3%0,-
000, were issued during the last zine
months of the Huson administration, and
all, or nearly so, were purchased by Boggs,
or redeemed out of the order of their is-
suance, and indorsed ““Not paid for want
of funds?’ They were thereafter deposit-
ed In the banks that have since failed.

The sub-committee, to which these war-
rants were referred, has prepared a re-
port In which It is stated that the Boggs
warrants are no longer an cobligation
against the city on account of the fact that
they were once redeemed by Treasurer
‘Boggs. Before this question is Snally set-
tied it will llkely be taken into the courts.

BEATEN BY ROBBERS.

An Old Man's Wandering In Search of
His Daughter.

BEverett, June M. —Special. —A terrible
experience befell Jeremiah Eyers, a man
@about # years of age, who left his home
in Tyrone, Pa., some thres weeks ago to
come to Snohomish, where his daughter,
Mrs. G. M. Adamson lives, her husband
being agent here for the Everett & Monte
Cristo rallroad. His baggage arrived some
two weeks ago, but nothing could be
learned of Mr. Eyers, although they tried
to trace him. Eventually Mr. Adamson
received a letter, or rather a note, say-
ing that his father had met with a ter-
rible experience and was then at Mr,
Hiatt's home on a farm between Waukoa
and Edwall, some thirty miles west of
Spokane on the line of the Great Northern
road, over which Mr. Eyers was travel-
ifg. This note was received on Sunday
morning last. Mr. Adamson left on the
same evening for the Hiatt place and ar-
rived in Smochomish yesterday with his
father-in-law, who 1s still suffering from
the murderous assault made upon him.
All that he can remamber Is that he laft
the train with others at a siilde in the
Rocky mountains, He has an Indistinct
recollection of belng helped along the road
by freight conductors, but otherwise
everything is a blank. When he appeared
at the Hiatt farm house he was in a
dazed condition and was utterly stripped
of clothes save an old palr of greasy over-
alls and his shoes, Upon the back of his
head was a large lump, where he had evi-
dently been sandbagged. All his money,
about $125, was gone, beside his clothing.
It was by the most providential circum-
stance that the poor man in his wander-
ings stumbled upon Mr. Hiatt's place, for
it happened that Mr. Hiatt had been an
old neighbor and schoolfellow and recog-
nized him at once. He telegraphad to his
old home In Tyrone and then sent word to
Mr. Adamson.

Mr. Eyers was continually under the im-
pression that he was among robbers, and
even when Mr. Adamson appeared he
dreaded him and was not wholly able to
recognize him. He knew his daughter,
however, and since his arrival seems to
be steadily gaining his mental and physi-
cal atrength. When he left St. Paul he
took the precaution o put his gold watch
in his shoe, and this had not been dis-
turbed. His foot was badly blistered hy
the watch In his wanderings. It is be-
lleved that the robbers who had assaulted
him had left him under the impression
that he was dead, but he regalned con-
seiousness sufficiently to go on, though in
a bewildered way.

Resuits Surprising to Both Liberals !
and Conservatives. |

Montreal. Québec, June 24.—According
to the latest election returns the Liberals
have a clear majority over all other fac-
tions of 22. The new house will consist
of: Liberals 118, Conservatives 83, Inde-
pendents 11.

New elections will have to be held in two |
constituencies, as Laurier and McCarthy |
ran in two divisions and were elected In
both. A great many surprises were occa-
sioned by the results in the various prov-

J. W. Longley was defeated In Annapolis,
and Joseph Martin in Winnipeg. Dalton
MeCarthy was elected in Brandon. A spe-
clal feature of the fight in Nova Scotia
was the capture of Cumberland by the Lib-
erals, coupled with the defeat of A, R.
Dirkey, the minister of justice.
