Lyman Trumbull waa born at Coichee-
ter.

Rev. Dr. Benjamin Trumbull, graduated
from Vale, and eminent in etateaman.*hlp

as well aa theology and jurisprudence.
Hia mother. Eliaabeth Mather, was a
l!n»al Oea endaht of the great aufbor and
divine. lncre«*e Mather, and of John
ftogera. the Christian martyr burned at
Hmithfleld, England. 1555. Trumbull and

Juige fTrambisll earn-
estly opposed the executlo?T of the Chi-
camo anarchists, and the indorsement by
the Democrats of Franklin MacVeagh. the
Chicago millionaire. for senator la !*!H
caused him to join the Populist party. Ks
last appearance ia a co;rt room was mads
as counsel for Etigere V. Debs and Amer-
ican Railway T'nion officers before the su-
preme court at Washington City. Only
once since then has he appeared in public,
and that appearance gave added point to
the claims of ths Populists upon him. It
was at a mass meeting in Central Xuato
hall. Chicago, where he spoke at length
upon the cause* of discontent among the
Industrial classes. He spoke of the en-
croachments of the Federal courts upon
the constitutional rights of the people, and

emphasised the point that deliverance from
the oppression of privileged monopolies
could only be had through the ballot.

SIR LEOXAHD TILLJEY DIAD.

One of the Statesmen Who Accom-
plished th* I'nlon of Canada.

9t. Johns, N. P., June 25.?Sir Leonard
Tllley died this morning.

Sir Leonard Tllley was born In Gage-
tow a. Qu««os county. New Brunswick,
May 8, 181«. Hts father was Thomas Mor-
gan TOley, and his grandfather, Samuel,
was a Loyalist, who at the close of the
American revolution, left "Brooklyn, N. Y.,
and settled In New Brunswick, becoming
a grantee of Che city of St. John. The
family was of Dutch extraction. Young
Tiiley was educated at the county gram-
mar school, but at the age of 12 he was
obliged to leave home and seek employ-
ment. He went to St. John and entered
a drugstore as an apprentice. After serv-
ing his time he went Into business on his
own sccount with Thomas W. Peters. He
Joined a debating society, and became a

warm and uncompromising exponent of
tbe temperance cause. Throughout his
life he remained a total abstainer. In 1849
Mr. Ti'ley's name first appeared In con-
nection with the politics of his native prov-
ince, when, espousing the side of tbe pro-
tectionists of that day. he nominated and
sided In electing a candidate for the legis-
lature. Towards the close of the year he
took an active part In forming the New
Brunswick Railway League, which had for
Its object the construction of a line of
railway from Bt. John to Shed lac. At the
geaeral election of IS6O he was nominated
a candidate for St. John In the reform In-
terest. In June he was elected to a seat
in the house of the assembly. In ISsl.how-
ever, the Liberals experienced a serious
reverse, two of the leading members of the
party having deserted to the other side.
Mr. Tiiley and two of h's friends resigned,
and he did not return to public life until
iyi4, when his old constituency re-elected
him. In November he entered fhe cabinet
of the Liberal aad from
that day to IRBS he enjoyed, save in two
periods of two months" duration, unin-
terrupted power as governor or minister.
In 1856 ho was beaten at the
polls on the prohibitory liquor law
question, when his ministry made
the subject a direct Issne. The new gov-
ernment repealed the act, but was unablo
to maintain Itself In office longer than a
year, when, a dissolution occurring, the
Liberals were aig»!n returned to power,
and Mr. Tllley wis reinstated In his old
post as provisional secretary. Shortly
after he became premier. From June,
18.77, till March, Mr. Tilley remained lead-
er. In 18*4 he went to Charlottetown,
Prince Edward Island, to attend the con-
ference of maritime parliamentarians,
with a view to forming a legislative union
of the three provinces by the sea. Nova
Scotia. New Brunswick and Prince Ed-
ward Island. Several members of the Ca-
nadian government, among whom was Sir
John A. McDonald, being on a visit to the
lower provinces and hearing of the pro-
posed meeting, expressed a desire to be
present. Invitations were sent to them;
they attended, and succeeded In Induc-
ing the delegates to abandon the smaller
scheme and meet later in the year at
Quebec, where a grander union would be
proposed and discussed. The greater as-
sembly accordingly met on October 10 and
sat with closed doors until the 27th of that
month. when the famous "Quebec
scheme" was completed. In the framing
of those resolutions, which now form the
basis of the British North America act,
Mr. Tilley took an active part. In March,
a? the general elections. Mr. Tllleysub-
mitted the question to the people; but he
and his party suffered defeat. Notwith-
standing the promkr's strong personal
popularity In his own constituency, the
majority of votes east against him In 1865
was very lar*e. but in the following year
the new government resigned, and the
majority was reversed. Delegates from
Ontario Qnebe t\ Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick wore sent to l.ondon to com-
plete the term« of union, and at this con-
ference Mr Tllley aWv represented his
province For his services he was made
a Companion of the Bath (civil) by the
queen and on resigning his seat In the New
Brunswick hou«e of assembly for a seat
in the hviso of commons at Ottawa he
was sworn in as a member of th» Canadi-
an privy council, and appointed minister
of customs in the first cabinet of the Do-
minion. From November I*B. till April.

I works. and on February 22. 1*75, he wis
| made minister of finance in succession to
! Sir Francis Hineks. This important port-

and pontonlers during the siege of Vera
Cruz and in the subsequent operations of
the war with Mexico, and In 1547 was
brevetted first lieutenant for gallant and
meritorious conduct In the battle of Cerro
Gordo, and captain for Contreras. He was
recalled to the United States militaryacad-
emy as principal assistant professor of en-
gineering in 1849. became first lieutenant
In 1853. and resigned from the army the
next year. He was subsequently employed
In the construction of various government
buildings and In the iron works of Cooper
& Hewitt, Trenton, N. J. He was street
commissioner of New York city in 185S-61,
under Mayor Fernando Wood; and a mem-
ber of the board to revise the programme
of instruction at the United States mili-
tary academy In IMO. He returned to Ken-
tucky at the beginning of the civil war,
entered the Confederate service, and In
September. 1861. was appointed major-
general. He succeeded Gen. Joseph E.
Johnston In temporary command of the
army of Northern Virginia on May 31,
IS<2, when Johnston was shot at the bat-
tle of Fair Oaks. Smif!i himself wau dis-
abled a short time afterward by a paraly-
tic stroke and removed from th? field. He
subsequently commanded at Richmond,

was In command of the state forces of
Georgia In 1864-65. and was taken prisoner
at Macon April 20 of the la?*cr year. He
was superintendent In charge of the
Southwest Iron works at Chattanooga,
Tenn., In lSSfi-S?. was insurance commis-
sioner of the state of Kentucky In WV76,

and since 1576 had resided In New York
City.

THE DUKK OF NEMOURS DEAD.

Hon of Ix»ulh Philipitc. and Twice
Elected a Kins.

Paris, June 2T».?The Duke of Nemours
died at Versailles today,

Louis Charles Philippe Raphael Or-
leans, Duke of Nemours, was born at
Paris, October 25. ISI4, and waa the sec-
ond son of King i/ouls Philippe. He re-
ceived his education at the College Henri
IV., and was still a child when Charle ß X.,
In a<-cordance wlrh ancient custom, ap-

pointed htm colonel of the First regiment
of Chasseurs de Cheval, at the head of
which he made hi* entry into Paris, Au-

gust S. 18S0. In February, 1831, he was
elected king q£ the Belgians, but his
father declined, on his behalf, this offer
of th" national conjrress, as he did also at

a later period a similar offer of the throne
of Greece. Subsequently fhe Duke of Ne-
mours served with distinction In the two
Belgian campaigns and in Algeria, being
In 1837 promoted to the rank of lieutenant-
general. Premature decease of hWs elder
brother, the Duke of Orleans, on July 11.
IM2, placed the Duke of Nemours in a
position of grr-at Importance. Contrary to
the traditions of the old monarchy, which
were in favor of the mother of the heir
presumptive % being de :ared regent,
a Mil was introduced conferring
the regency on the Duke, of Nemours,
and carried in the chamber of deputies
by a large majority of Si ? votes, and after-
ward In fhe peers by 1© to 14 votes. Pub-
lic opinion, however, did not appear to

rstlfv this law which the general appre-
hension of danger caused to be abandoned
in IMS. After the revolution of February

the Duke of Nemours quitted France and
Joined the other members of the exiled
family of Claremont. and he did not re-

turn to his native country until after the
downfall of th*- empire in 1*79. He mar-
ried. April 27. IMO, Vlctoire Augusfe-
Antoinette, Duchess of B*xe-Coburg-

Gotha. Before she died, N'overrTb-r I®,

1857, she bore two sons, the detestable
Comte d'Eu, who married the daughter of

Emperor Bom Pedro, of Braxll. and
brougth about the rwrolutlon by bis un-
popularity, and Ferdinand, Puke of Alen-
con; and two daughters. the eldest of
whom. Princess Marguerite of Orleans,

married Prince T.adlslaa OSartoi -W Tho
Puke of Nemours was exiled with the
other royal princes by the republic, but
was afterward permitted to return, 110
bore a mmt striking resemblance to hie
ancestor, Kintr Henry IV.. of jovial mem-
ory. One was almost tempted to believe,

on seeing the duke, that It was the well-
known statue of the king that had des-
cended fram his horse and had donned
nineteenth century garments. Mean In
money matters, as are all the members
of the house of Orleans, the Duke of Ne-
mours was the meanest. He was known
to haggle for half an hour at a furrier's
In Pari* over the nrice of a couple of wild-
cat skins, which he wanted to trim the
collar of his overcoat. At Bushey park, a
residence near Windsor lent to him by
hlk relative. Queen Victoria, they tell a
story of how. when walking one day in
the grounds, he came upon a gardener,
w ho, while digging up a flower bed, turned
up a 5-shilllng piece. Tiie duke's
attention having been attracted to the
spot, the man at his request showed h,lm
the coin, and after looking at it a minute
his royal highness coolly pocketed the
money and walked away, leaving the poor
gardener staring after him with open
mouth. Nor can the Puke of Nemours be
be described as a very brave man. al-
though he had held the rank of general of
the French army and was the only surviv-
ing knight of that lllustroiis ordrr of
chivalry the order of the Holy CJhnst,
the Jewel of which consists of a

diamond dove, for on the occasion
of the popular outbreak In IMS. which
drove their father. Kin* l/ouie Phtlippe,

from the throne, th» I>uke of Nemours
and his brother, the Duke of Montpensier,
mindful only of their own safety, took to
flight leaving 1 their wives and email chil-
dren In tbe hands of the mob and exposed

to a considerable amount of insult and
ill-usage before being Anally rescued.

FAILURES IN GUIANA

The Boundary Dispute Brings
on a Business Panic.

HARRISON INCIDENT TRIVIAL.

The financial crash which has bewi ex-

pected since the boundary question drop-

The British Guiana bank h*s bt«nn aided
by the local government with £IOO,OOO as a

guaranu-e of the b«nk'» liabilities, but tsliU
the $3 currency notes are being eoid in
many parts for le»s than $4. A number of
merchants are In trouble In consequence
of the financial unrest. The Incidental
reason for the crash wa# the disappearance

of Hush Sproston, Jr., -probably the most
Important m»n financially In the colony.

It la said he committed suicide by drown-
ing, hot It 1s claimed ho has simply left
the colony. A run on the hank was started,
and. a* the note* of the Britisn tiukina
and tVrtonlal 'banks constitute nearly the
entire currency of the colony, tit© govern-
ment was dbHged to guarantee the notes
to prevent rutn to tnany, as tradesmen had
b»gunto refuse the notes. It Is feared the
hill which cow ex Int.* will t«> the fo-rcrun-
ner of a greater storm However, as the
men who have been allowed to overdraw
tjhe?r accounts with the bank will be
forced to either pay up or sell out when
tho ac.-ounts ir*> straightened otrt, tha
opinion is that there will be a great deal
of selling out. No business l« done.

Tvondon, June af». The latest advices from
fl«rt*»town, British Uulana, are of a more
reassuring nature. Although no serious
trouble Is anticipated. It la safe to say
that the British government will not allow
the arrest of Mr. Harrison to pas* without
notice. anl Jt Is possible a remonstrance
of a most emphatic nature will be made to
tha government of Venezuela. A high
authority upon the Venexuelan question,

in an Interview on the situation, express-
ed the opinion that. In spite of the serious
aj»pe> t the dispute had one* more assumed.
It was not likely offensive measures par-
taking of the nature of war would be

At the foreign office and colonial
office of the colony of British
Ouiana and a* the official headquarters
of the Venezuelan representative* the
closest secrecy Is maintained regarding
the latest developments between *he col-
ony and the republic of Venezuela. The
matter, however, is not looked upon as
being very serious, although St Is probable
that both sid*s have sent small police

for es to the frontier The representa-
tives of the Associated Press who have
been Inquiring Into the matter, gather

that there Is no doubt that the belief pro-

vails in off cial circle* here that President
Crespo did not order the arrest of the
crown surveyor of British Guiana. and
that there Is considerable doubt as to
which side of the Schomburgk line Mr.
Harrison was surveying when arrested.
There is some doubt as to when the arbi-
tration Mug hook will appear.

The »t. James Gasette »ays this
moral'* that in dispatching a mil-
itary fores to protect the British sur-
veying and roa<J-maklng party near tie
Acarsdlwi the government of British Gui-
ana has done what the situation plainly
detaar led. adding "The policy of non-
resistance has not been successful In set-
tling our disputes with Venezuela. No
other great power would for a moment
bavs stood the seri-s of attacks nf Ven-
ezuelan sold > rs on British officials.*'

Children Cry for Pitcher's Castoria.

Trumbull, a contemporary of Washing-
ton, a cagtain and a chaplain in the war
of th* revolution, deliberately had him-
self inoculated for smallpox and tolun-
tarlly n*nt to the hospital In order that
he might assist others. Judge Trumbull
was educated at Bacon academy, taught

a village school when 1« for sl9 a month
and "boarded "round." While thus em-
ployed he walked home every Saturday
night, a distance of thirteen mil a*, spent
Sunday, and walked back to hi* *chool
Monday morning. At the age of 19
years he shipped at New York on a
sailing veesnl for Charleston, 8. C.: thence
went across the country to Greenville,
<«*.. wh»r« he taught In the academy for
three years and at the same time read
law. With a license In his pocket to en-
gage In practice he started for the North-
west, riding on horseback over the Cum-
berland mountains and through the valley
of the T"<nne««f>a acceding the hospital-
ity of a distinguished Cherokee chief en
route; on through Vandalla and Jackson-
ville. 111., where he procured a license to
practice in that state; thence to Ohla*o
and eastward through Michigan to his
old home. In the fall of the same year
he returned W»! and settled tn Belle-
ville. 111. This was in IK3T and from that
time he was a conspicuous figure as well
a* a potent Influence in the state. In IS4O
he was In the legislature, a colleague of
O. H Browning, Judge Thomas Prum-
mond and Abraham I/lncoln. In IMS he
was Judge of the first supreme court of
the state organised under the revised con-
stitution In ISM he was elected to
congress as an antl-iNebrsska TVmocrat.
but never took Ms seat. In February. Wfts.
he was elected TTnlted States eenator by
th* leglsature.
