The Unit Rule.

The first formal expression of this orin-
cipie, which had heen recognized informal-
iy in prior conventions, was had in the
convention of 1848 It was contained in
the following resolution:

Resoived. That in voting upon any
question which may arise in the proceed-
ings of this convenilon, the vote shall be

state, each state Lo be entitled to the num-
ber of voles to which such state is entl-
tied in the electoral collexe. without re-
gard to the number of delegates {n attend-
ance, the manner in which said vote is to
he cast to be decided by the delexation of
each state for itself.

But this rule was modified by the con-
vention of 1) and ths modfication has
stood 10 this day. The amendment (which
was In the form of an edditlonal ruly
provided:

That in any state which has not pro-
vided or directed by its state convention
how its vote may be given, the conven-
tion will recognize the right of each dele-
gate to cast his individual vote.

This is the form in which the unit rule
wiil likely be adopted by the counvention
which meets in Chicago on the Tth of July.
1t is more than likely that the convention
will adopt the rules of the last convention
as a whole, though possibly not without
some contest and a sharp discussion.

Chicago Hotels.

One singuiar thing about national com-
ventions is the unexpecjedness with which
they assume importance or hecome com-
paratively commonplace. Four years ago
it was predicted confidently that the Re-
publican convention at Minneapolls would
be uninteresting and that the Democratic
conventlon at Chicago would be exciting.
The reverse was true. The Republican
convention was one of the most exciting in
the hlstory of the party and the conven-
tion of the Democrats was cut and dried.
80 it was predicted six months ago that
the Demaoaratic convention this year would
be commenplace and the convention at St
Louls, with its half dogen candldates run-
ning on even terms would be exciting
Long before the Republican convention as-
sembied its work was cut out for It, while
the interest of the whole country has cen-
tered for many weeks in the convention at
Chicago and s candidate. The hotel

The Temporary Chalrman.

The national committee, besides de-

the convention, as is now expected, it is
quite probable that the choice of the
national commitiee will be ignored, and
that the temporary chalrman of the con-
vention will be chosen from the Hst of
Western or Bouthern delegates.

Many seats will be vacant, as I have
sald, because the opening proceedings of
a national convention are largely formal,
and it is seldom they have any serious
bearing on the convention's after work.

| to be a special board for the consideration
of all serious disputes, lUke this one of
Rusie's and the New York club. The pres-
ent idea of submitting such disputes to
the board of direotors is inadequate, for
the reason that the board is composed of
the presidents of clubs who, in the first
place, have their own affairs to look after,
which prevents their giving prompt and
proper attention to the dispute; and in
the second place, the qhestions they are
called on to settle are likely to arise In
their own clubs, among their own players,
at any time, consequently they are likaly
to be prejudiced in favor of the clubs.
The player has no representation on the
board. Now, 1 would favor the trial of
these disputes by a special board of arbi-
tration to be composed of one representa-
tive of the club and one rep ntative of
the player. These two should choose a
third member of the board, who should
not be a member of any club or Le a
player, but should be fully conversant with
the game and be a man of consideration
and standing in his community. Such a
| tribunal would be far more likely to do
justice to the parties to a dispute than the
present.
