WENDELL PHILLIPY #IUDY.

Recollections of a Visit to the Work-
shop of Humanity’'s Great Friend.
A good many years ago James Camp-

bell was a bookseller in Bostoa on the first

floor, but as the “Hub” aoquired a few

Iy Novels, “Rambies Through the Land
of Burne,” “The Gaberlungzie Man," and
the bonnie songs of Scotland and some
rare books he had.

OMr. Campbell was a Scotchman by birth
and education, a man of sterling quall-
ties, who stood In with the aboiitionists
during the fifties, and as all those people
were bound to each other by the ties of
moral consanguinity, and therefore
friends; so he was on terms of intimacy
with Wendell Phillips.

The old Scotch bookseller became inter-
ested in me, for the reason that I was a
sort of mouser among his dusty shelves
and a lover of “Bobbie” Burns and his
Highland Mary; and one day because of
some schoolgirl nonsense In which I had
dabbled he honored me with a letter of
introduction to his friend Mr. Phillips.

Now, it was one of my cherished ambi-
tions to speak with this great man, and
here was the opportunity of a life. When
I rang the doorbell—Mr. Philiips lived In
the old red brick house, afterward torn
down, where =0 many years he had labor-
ed along the line of his reforms, and lov-
ingly attended the bedside of his Invalid
wife, who though disabled was neverthe-
less In many ways "a spur in the sides of
his intent,” ever urging him on to noble
endeavor—the housekeeper answersad my
ring and 1 was ushered into the study of
the elogquent Phillips. The room was cer-
tainly a study, one would scarcely imagine
that such a master mind could have era-
dled his thoughts In suchadisaerderly place.
It seemed so Inconsistent; bdut Emerson
says that greatness has nothing to do
with consistency. Perhaps he had beea
in the study of Wendeli Phillips and thus
came to this startling conclusion. A few
pictures adorned the walls, which were
otherwise covered with shelves of dusty,
disordered books. The study table and
writing desk were In a state of literary
confusion, a long, old-fashioned home-
made lounge skirted one side of the room,
a study chair, a few other chairs of
Quaker simplicity and a Boston rocker
completed the furniture.

Aside from the rare books and the fact
that this was the place where a remark-
able man had spent the best years of his
life in grand and effective work for the
uplifting of humanity, there was but little
| of interest, save a marble bust of Charles
{ Sumner, life size, resting upon a pedestal
to the left as you entered.

What noble men and women had con-
gregated in this unpretentious room in
days gone by: what representative minds,
determined faces, earnest voices had min-
{ gled here; what righteous schemes had
here been laid; what heated discussions,
" what indignant protests could these walls
| repeat if they had tongues as well as
ears! Those forceful and resoureeful peo-
i ple, those moral glants of that eritical pe-
{ riod In the history of our Union, when
