Th* Pert of the *V3p»rerte act** which
appeals aiiurinply to informers of Its vio-
latt*na to aa foitowe:

"la addition to tbe penalty above pr»-
WJed for the sale or plvl.ipaway of cigar-
?ttee to a Minor under the age of tt years,
the parent or guardian of such aunor or
any Individual or s?urlstfon suina tn be
half or far the benefit of sach miner, may
proeecute in a civil action, any pernoa so
violating this act, for the penalty of two
hundred and fifty dollars (W) and the
eesta of the action, one-half of which
amount shell he paid to any person aa his
moAety share who farntohed tbe Informa-
tion upon which the action to brought and
penalty recovered. Any person convicted
of a violation of this act. who has a ll-
cenae, shaft forfeit Us license, and the
same shall bs revoked sad caaceled by the
board or council having Jurisdiction, and
no license shall thereafter he granted any
person whose license ha* been forfaited
and revoked as provided by this act.**

An Abundance of Candidates fbr Allof
the Oflleea.

Inly Special?The with-
drawal from the race for the gubernato-
rial Domination of Judge William H.
Pritchard has aet the politicians all at
sea. Judge Prttchards strength had
grown to considerable proportions, and of

course his friends are more or less at a
loss for a programme. Thers has been

THEORIES OF BUICIOC, MURDER.

Corpse Mnorcni bar ? WwUmA Wfe
West to Talk With Him Abowt

? Mining Deal.

A death about which there to aa atiroa-
phere of mystery waa reported yeeterday
afternoon at police headquarters by

Cieorpe Matthews, of thsa city, a hi!n*r
by occupation, who ota;«d that he had
pone to a barn at the rear of the resi-

dence of Daniel K. Baxter, at Fifth ave-
nue south, between Yealer way ano
Washloptoa etxeet. far the purpose of

easing on Cbarlie Wiison, another old
miner, to talk over a m.niapr project in
which both men were Interested. Upon

reaching the barn loft where the old man
lived Matthews waa oppressed by the
silence of the pla<*e, having felt sure that
he would And Wiison there, and aaapect-

ed at ooce that something was wrong.
Preealng hie tnveetlgat.oa farther he was
assailed by a fool stench, and upo« pueb-
tng the doer of the little room open the
balf nude body of Wilson. In a fearfuLy

decomposed state, was found lying on the
floor, the upper part being below the bed

of flithy ra*a over which vermin erawled,

while % colony of raui acaoipared away
into the ploom of the loft-

MHtthews hurried to poiice headquartera

to report bia prut-tome find- Chief R**ed
and Officers Phillips and Wlllard imme-

diateiy repaired to the barn, accompan-
ied by Ma-thews, when a careful survey
of the premiaes and the body was made.
On every side w*re evidences of poverty
and aq ialor. The miserable pallet on
which the dead man had slept was wretch-
ed In tbe extreme, and such clothing aa
partly covered the body was In rags and
tat'.era Upon aa examination of the re-
mains portions were found to have been
devoured by rata, one aids of tbe face
being aimoet entirely eaten away. Other
portions of the body had been pnawed at,

and the whole Interior of the ro<v» pre-
aented a sickening spectacle. Tbe matter
waa at once communicated to Coroner
Askam. who ordered the remaina carried
to Butterworth's undertaking rooms.

looking to the solidification of Pit-roe
cvuaiy'a strength In their Interest. Ex-
Mayor Oeorge B Kandle. MaJ. O. B. Hay-
den, James C. Fairchtid and William H.
Bneß have been talked of. but r. jr>e of
them is an avowed candidate for the nomi-

nation. and all <Uscia*m any intention of
entering the ra;e.

Prosecuting Attorney B. W. Coiner haa
developed into an aggressive candidate.
Considerable work la being done In his
behalf, and he will have a large following
la the convention. H. H. Warner, presi-
dent of the city council. haa been spoken
of often aa a candidate, but. like the oth-
ers, he haa done little yet to secure the
delegation from thla county. Senator W.
P. Sargent Is also In the race.

There are a number of Influential Re-
publicans in this county who are not at
ail anxious to tee the head of ths state
ticket given to Pierce couttty. They h«ve
various reasons for this. There la un-
questionably a feeling here againn Pieroe

where an Inquest will be held today.

Several theories as to Wilson's death
have be<?n advanced. Chief Reed believing
that the death was a case of suicide purs
sod stmpie. Others, however, have sug-
gested a possible murder. While rbe po-
lice discredit the Idea of mnrder, that con-
tingency has not been overlooked in their
Inquiries, and no stone will be left «n-
--turned In their efforts to unravel the mys-
tery surrounding Wilson's death. An ar-
gument In favor of the theory of murder
that was advanced yesterday was that
only last Friday Matthews was discuss-
ing a mining scheme with Wilson In- which
ha hsd taken a grsat interest, and tha
visit that lead to the discovery of his dead
body was to continue a conversation that
both expected would laad up to matters of
material profit.

There was an old knife found near the
body that the adherents of the suicide
theory advance as'an argument In their
favor. This knife, Chief Reed says, would
not have cut anything, and Its use as an
Implement for self-destruction could not
be countenanced. What Is alleged to have
been a cut on the throat was a simple
parting of tha tissues In the process of
decomposition.

Wilson was about K years old. and It ts
not unreasonable to suppose that his
death was the result of natural causes.
His poverty and necessary denial of com-
fort, coupled with the f.ict that he was

not young nor particularly strong, would
present an argument In favor of natural
death. Decomposition In such an ad-
vanced state was the result of the fear-
fully hot weather, under which the body
may have lain for four days The pres-
ence of rodents and vermin did not assist
In making the corpse presentable, and It
Is now likely that unless suicide or mur-
der Is pro Ten the real cause of Wilson's
taking off will never be known.

Wilson was at one time very prosper-
ous, but lost his fortune In mining specu-
lation It Is said that his losses In the

Cariboo district alone exceeded 15.009. In
the earlier days of mining speculation Wil-
son used to prospect vrlth Matthews, be-
tween whom and the deceased there ex-
isted the close tie* of friendship cemented
by common Interests and a common pur-
suit.

should not put forth a candidate for gov-
ernor that It would strengthen the ticket
to choose a man from soms other part of
the state. Eastern Washington, for in-
stance. He said that in view of ths fight
that is to be made this fall on the silver
question. It would be wise for the Repub-
licans In the state to use tha greatest care
to choosing a standard bearer. Of course
this gentleman's opinion Is merely his
own, and must not be taken aa represent-
ing ths sentiment of all the Republicans
of Pierce county.

Anothsr reason why Pierce county may
not have a gubernatorial candidate Is that
It may interfere with her Intentions in
other quarters?possibly that Pierce may
want other things at the hands of the
state which she could not ask for were
the governor chosen from this county.

P. C. Sullivan's opinion does not har-
monise with Chat of the gentleman quoted.
He thinks Pierce county will aek for the
governorship w>hen the right man Is named
for the place.
