POKER ROOM RAIDED.
Tfee Police Break Intothe Union

Gambling Hoim*

PLAYCIIB CAUGHT 111 THE ACT.

The Union card rooms, or rather ths
T"nlon poker rooms, sttuated on the first
?oor of the Cnton black on First eveoue,
were raided yesterday afternoon at 4Ji
o'clock by Chief Rood, Detective Philips
and Ofikrer Ortfflth. Tto proprietor, Billy
IdoUoy. was not present when tto raid
was made, probably being over to his
gams at West Seattle. He left his "busi-
ness lr. the care of a man giving hie name
as Jamas WlUard, which peered aa un-
fortunate move for tto velvety-mitied
Wllllaaa. aa "James - aHo wed "Grtf," who
was attired In citizens' ciothes, to get
part wsy in the door before discovering
his Identity. Hs knew enough to give
the siarm to tto men seated about the
green labia in the front room, so that
when the ©Ulcere rested the room where
ths games were poftfg on the player* had
staffed the "ioag green" into the inner-
most recesses of their trousers and were
trying to hide the eh:?s. but in this they
were detected by the HaWkshasrs and
ordered to desist. They were too fright-
ened to do obei wine, standing up Ilka
a lot of s<*hooboya caught in some wrong-
fal act. ttolr throats throbbing and fafee
stamped with an unde&Ubie algn of un-
easiness.

Ba'-k of this Is an-
otver card room. fitted with a telephone.
Then comes a small court, over which
there la a akylight. covered with a dou-
bl* screws. presumably placed thare to

keep out tbe offers Next to this, gtMng
down tbe hall. Is the liquor room. Pack
of this, anl at the *Ttrem* end of ths
building. is the reception room, hsnd-
*om*ly *nd comfortably furnished. Th*
entire anlte Is well kept and I* really an
Inviting p'ac*.

"Suoh language." continued Mr. Phil-
lips. "coming from our customers, who caa
calmly view the situation and then actu-
ally Invite us to raise the price on our
products and Inform us that they are wil-
ling to pay it, is very humiliating to the
estimate we are accustomed to place on
our business ability. We must admit the
Eastern retailers pro perfectly right In
their conclusions and that we are acting

the part of fools, working ourselves to
death, toiling early and late, pushing our
various plants to their highest tension,
therebv wearing ont our valuable machin-
ery. and for what purpose? Btmply for ths
privilege of supplylcg tbe Eastern market
with shingles below the coat of production,
when we might Juat as well work less
time, enjoy our life by mixing a little rec-
reation with It. arid make double ths
money which we are now doing."

Thomas Bsoklev Falls Forty Feet From
s >tei«mer

,s Deck, and Will Live.
Thomas Buckley, after a fall ef thirty

or forty feet into the Sound from tho hur-
ricane deck of the steamer Multnomah. Is
still alive, though much battered and
bruised. The steamer was taking on
freight at the City dock about fifteen min-
utes after noon yesterday, when the ac-
cident occurred. The tide was out and the
gang plank for passengers was placed
from the dock directly onto the upper or
hurricane deck. Buckley ts said to have
been under the Influence of liquor by those
about the dock who witnessed his fall.
He managed to navigate the gang plank,
but stumbled on reaching the deck. There
was no railing to savs htm and hs went
down head first between the boat and
the dock, the guard thirty feet below
catching him full in the face before his
form reached the water. It was a power-
ful blow and his escape from Instant
death was marvelous. The mate of the
steamer and aeveraJ of the crew drew
the bleeding and insensible term from the
water and laid It on the wharf. Buckley
was still breathing. Dr. Kline was sum-
moned and the injured man. after an ex-
amination. was ordered taken to Provi-
dence hospital. At last accounts he was
resting easily. There is a de»p gash in
his right ch<-ek bone and temple, and he
will probably lose the use of bis right
eye.
